The argument he adduces in favor of the
theory seems a sensible one. It is much
easier and cheaper to handle wheat
than flour, and the nearer the wheat
can be comveyed to the centres ‘of con-
sumption the cheaper can the flour be
sold.

United States and in Europe. Passengers,
as well as freight, naturally seek the
line of least resistance, and theé world
is beginning to realize the flact that
as far as Buropean traffic is concerned
that line runs through Canada.

NEGLECTING OUR OPPORTUNITIES.

There are many ways in which Can-
ada can help herself without applyving
to the United States or relying upon
the findings of the Quebec Conference.
The Government neglects great oppor-
tunities, while chasing more or Iless
visionary possibilitics. We can build up
in Canada a great business in nickel,
lead and pulp, without the consent or
goodwill of the Americans in any shape
or form. American legislation has been
specifically shaped to secure the refining
of Canadian mickel and lead in the
United States, and it has been eminent-
ly successful in this respect. Their policy
has been to secure saw logs in Canada
and manufacture them into lumber in
the United States. Why shouldn’t Can-
ada learn from the experience of her
neighbors and adopt specific legislation
to compel the refinement of her minerals
within the Dominion? Fortunately it is
not necessary for us to apply to Wash-
ington or to convince the joint con-
ference of the justice of our cause. The
whole thing lies in our own hands.
We are stupid not to take immediate
action. We sell léad in the ore to the
Americans for $30 per ton and buy it
back refined at §80. The $50 difference
goes into the pockets of American re-
finers and railway men. The same
thing is true in regard to our nickel, The
demand for these metals is worldwide,
and of nickel, Canada possesses a mono-
poly. The Government can make no
mistake in insisting that every pound .of
lead and nickel ore shall be refined in
this country. British Columbia pos-
sesses every facility for treating lead
ores, and jiére is no more favorable
place in fhe/ world than Toronto for re-
fining nick®l matte. If the Canladian
Government oply looked after Cunadian
interests as sharply and as loyally as
the Americans do after their interests,
we would soon have smelters treating
lead ores in British Columbia and nickel
matte in Ontario. The Government
should have imposed export duties on
these ores before the conference was
determined on or even suggested. A pro-
posal to remove an objectionable export
duty would be lable to secure us better
terms than a threat to impose such a
duty. The Government is altogether too
slow in seizing on the opportunities that
are constantly forcing themselves upon
our notice.

THE FRANCHISE STEAL BURKED.

The World's exposure of the taetics
of the Hamilton Street Railway Com-
pany to secure a fifteen years’ extension
of their franchise by underhand methods
has niot been without a beneficial effect.
It was fully expected that the exten-
sfon would be granted on the 29th inst.
The Street Railway people, in fact,
boasted that they would get what they
wanted, and that the vote of the rate-
payers would be recognized by the alder-
men as binding upon them. But the
exposure of the scheme has had the
effect of deterring some of the aldermen
from sacrificing the interests of the
people as they apparently had been pre-
pared to do. It looks very much, in-
deed, as if the council, as a body, will
now refuse to extend the franchise, al-
though the majority of them had pledged
themselves to the company that they
would vote for the deal. It is plain to
every one who has read the flacts that
the railway company have been en-
