A NEW INDUSTRY,

Improved Packing Cases Made From
Hard Woods—A Very Large
Bausiness Anticipated.

As fthe pine tree is passing, no Indusiry
of real magnitude appears in sight to create
a value for the standing hard woods. The
pine diminishing leaves a dreary-looking
crop of hard woods, untouched by “the Jum-
benen's ax; and despoiled of much of its
commerclal aworth by King Coal's competi-
tlon, it also too often falls a prey to the
bush fire, But a new induskry is now com-
ing forward to bring it into prominence and
greater value. It has been found ihat,
especially beech, birch and maple, cut iutro
thin veneers, and cemented together, three-
ply. ‘the thickness of the whole about 5-
16ths of an Inch, make very superior pack-
ing cases ffor carrying all kinds of heavy
and light merchandise. To show that this
is a very extensive field, it is stated that
about 40 mer cent, of the pine now cut
goes in'to packing cafes. The veneer box
is less bulky, more durable and very much
lighter than the one-ineh - pine ease now in
use., By this reduction of welght, the sav-
ing in freight and express charges over long
distances will give the shipper his packing
case free of cost.

A veneer factory solely for this. purpose,
to be worked by ‘an English company, is
now ‘being established in Toronto. Another
mill, by a different English company, is
Dbeing erected . in New Brunswick, where
hard_woods abound close to the seaboard,
whellte shipments to Great Britain can be
econamicaily made by water the year round.
Herd the veneer is manufactured in sizes,
and Shipped to the London factory, where
the eases are put fogether and sold. Mr. G.
