Little Scraps Were All That Could Be
Found After a Nitro-Glycerine
Explosion. '

SHOCK HEARD FORTY MILES AWAY.

The Affair Happened Near Gibson-
‘burg, Ohio, Where All the
Windows Were Broken,

Tiffin, Ohio, Nov. 13.—A magazine used
by the Bradford nitro-glycerine factory to
store the explosive, located two and a balf
miles east of Gibsonburg, exploded this af-
ternoon. The shock was heard at towns
within a radius of 40 miles, and the effect
of the explosion in the immediate neighhor-

hcod was terriffic. The magazine is locat-
ed on the woods a quarter of a mile from
any dwelling, otherwise there must bave
heen terrible loss of life. Benjamin Card,
driver of a stock wagon, had brought a load
of 720 quarts of nitro-glycerine from the
factory at Bradford, and was unloading it
when the explosion took place. Just how it
happened will never be learned. Card and
the two horses driven by him received the
full effect of the explosion. He was blown
almost to atoms, only a few shreds of his
body being found, It is supposed that Card
had a companion, but this is not positively
koown. e explosion made a hole sever-
al feet deep in the solid rock, and trees in
the vicinity were torn into splinters. Peo-
ple within a mile of the place were Rknock-
ed flat, pictures were torn from the walls,
dishes thrown out of cupboards, windows
shattered and houses moved from their
foundations. - All the windows in Gibson-
burg were broken. There were about 1
quarts of nitro-glycerine on the wagon an
