Ottawa, June 1.—(Special.)—It is known
that Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Sir Louls Davies,
Hon. R. R, Dobell sbd Hon. Dr. Borden
are honorary lleutenant-colonels of corps
of the active militia. Be it known that the
present Government, in making these ap-
pointments, had no anthority, and that,
in making them, they followed only & pre-
tended analogy to the Imperial sytem in
which there are no honorary lleutenant-
colonedbs, but simply ecolonels. Besides,
since 1896, the Canadlan Government had
introduced a vicious principle of appoint-
ing civilians, men without any knowledge
of military matters, to positions as honor-
ary lleutenant-colonels of corps. The
appointed

The Militla Act, the Army Act,the Queen’s
regulations, are all silent in authority on
this viclous principle.

Only Semblance of Authority.
The only semblance of aughority the
Government can conjure up is clause 82
