The buying spurt appears to have started in
Berlin and London, and was followed up vigorously on this side of the water, On
the London Steck Exchange, the issue advanced a point, and closed at 94%, which
is equivalent to 91% in America, There was probably a further appreciation on the
corb after the regular market closed, and the opening price thls morning will like-
ly show a much greater gain.

On the New York Stock Exchange the lssue opened at 914 and closed at
93%. During the day 15,300 shares changed hands on Wall-street,

On the Canadian exchanges, a corresponding actlvity in the stock was motice-
able, 4700 shares changing hands on the Toronto Stock BExchange and 10,400 shares
peing dealt im on the Montreal Board—i.e, 15,100 shares in all.

Favors Government Ownership, But
the Idea Is Not Yet Feasible,
He Thinks.

PROVINCE FREE FROM LIABILITY

Until Wheat Rate Has Been Redue-
ed Below 10 and General Tariff

Below 15 Cents.

Winnipeg, March 19,—(Speclal.)—Premlier
Roblin, in a speech at Virden last night,
agreed with Mr. Scallion, a critic of the
rallway deal, In his remarks about Govern-
ment ownership, and that he thought It
would be more desirable to have a simliar
system to that of Great Britain In regard
to public servants, viz. by competitive ex-
am!cation, He was powerless to remedy
this evil, and but for that Government
ownership would be feasible.

The Premier went Into the figures he pre-
sented to the Legislature with regard to
the anticipated earnings of the new sysiem,

The reason why wholesale men were
against the contract was that the greater
the freight rate the greater the profit they
would derive, as they figured out their pro-
fits on a percentage basis, and wholesalers
had so expressed themselves to him, He
did not _think that Scallion’s ideas were
sound with regard to waiting for the Inter-
colonial Railway, as the country could not
afford to wait, and it was impossible to
reach any permanently satisfactory arrange-
ment with any of the transcontinental
lines. He said: “The province will incur no
Hablility for any deficit until the wheat rate
is reduced to less than 10 cents and the
general tariff to less than 15 per cent. be-
low the existing tariff.”

In conclusion he said he would feel re-
lieved of any responsibility if the Dominion
House threw out the bill.

The Opposition Meeting.

The meeting here to-night in opposition
to the railway deal was attended by pro-
minent business men and several represent-
atives from the country. J. H. Brock, W,
E. Perdu, and, probably, Isaac Campbell,
will be sent to Ottawa to oppose the deal
before the Dominion House, Other dele-
gates will also be semt from Provincial
points. Arrangements have been made to
call meetings at all prominent Provincial
points, with Winnipeg and local speakers.
The intense feeling against the legislation
may be indicated by ex-Mayor Macdon-
ald’s speech. He sald twothirds of the
people of this Province were opposed to
this deal. This is no party issue. There
Is not one independent man in a hundred
favorable to the deal., Then, let it go
thruout the length amd breadth of the con-
tinent that we have been betrayed, and
that we will repudfate the bonds,

Montreal, March 19,—(Special.)~The
directors of the Dominlon Iron and Stee!
Company, Limited, held their meeting to-
day and were engaged In discharging thelr
difficult task of allotting the 7 per cent.

000 shares. It transpired that there were
over 1500 applications, for about 90,003
shares. The subscription price being fixed
at 85 per cent, of the par, it follows that
the aggregate subscriptions would amoung
to the large sum of $7,600,000.

MR. KEMP TACKLE

D THE PREMIER

ON PREFERENTIAL TARIFF ISSUE

Sir Wilfrid Sharply Rebuked for
facturers and Called Them

Having Singled Out the Manu-
Tariff Tinkers—Government

Laxify in Transportation Matters Shown Up.

Ottawa, March 19.—(Special.)—The de-
bate to-day upon ‘the mutual preference
resolution offered by the leader of the Op-
position added mnothing new to the sub-
jeet. A good speech was made by Mr.
Kemp in the afternoon, after Dr, Russell
bad whipped the turgid stream of the Gov-
ernment end of the debate until the House
became exhausted and practically empty.

Dr. Russel] (Hants) led off with a sug-
gestion that Mr. Clarke Wallace should
visit North Bruce in the capacity of a
peacemaker, to set at rest all racial and
religious differences. He argued at length
that Mr. Chamberiain is an unbellever in
the idea of preferential arrangements be-
tween England and the colonies. The Im-
perial preferential bag, as he put It, Is

empty. There is absolutely mothing in it
under preseut conditions.
Mr. Kemp After the Premier,
Mr. A, B, Kemp tackled Sir Wifrid
TLaurier on his remark that the Conserva-
tive policy of to-day Is the same old Na-
tional Policy. Did he expect that the Con-
servative party’ would.alter its position
upoun the question of protection? Sir
Wilfrid also reflected upon the
munufacturers of Canada who  ask-
ed for relief, ag tariff-tinkers, People
whose ambition it is to feed ut the publie
trough; people who want Government eni-
ployment; multi-millionares who are after
subsidies and who infest the.corridors ot
the House, were not made the butt of the
Premier's remarks. Hes s.ngled out the
mapufncturerg of Canada and called them
tariff-tinkers. It should not be necessary
for the monufacturers of Canada to be
making frequent pilgrimages . to Ottawa
to guard their Interests. If the Govern-
ment ignored the manufacturers of Canada
tht'y would depopulate the country and
drive the workingmen Into the United
States [Cheers.] The inference to be
drawn from the Premier’s speech lg that
Canada 1is traveling in the direction of
free trade; but in the whole of Canada no
fn‘:l‘xgistl mag(llmtc or business man could be
0} o endors - 1

[Hear,
Figures as to Imports.

The Preference Question.

Turning to the preference portion of the
resolution, Mr. Kemp said it was a very
easy thing for amyome to stand vp in the
House and show the difficulties that lie
in way of obtaluing preferential terms
in Britain. That was a destructive politi-
cal idea; but it seemed to be favored by
every speaker on the Government side.
Mr. Kemp read extracts from the speeches
of Lord Selborne, Mr. C. T. Ritchie and
others, showing how far the idea of trade
unity within the ‘FEmpire has gained
ground. Sir Wilfrid, he sald, had made
much of the fact that during the congress
of the Associated Chambers of Commerce
Liord Salisbury -had -net -found the time
opportune for the discussion of the reso-

Tradé,  The time was Inopportune be-
cpuse the South African campaign was at
it# height, because war in China was oec-
cupying the public mind, and the elections
were impending.

An Incorrect Report.

'The Finance Minister had nlso made
capital-out of the fact that thiee or four
Canadians who were in no way delegated
by the congress had gone to Mr. Chamber-
1ain afterwards. Mr. Kemp declared that
the account of Mr. Chamberlain’s opinion
as read by Mr. Fielding upon the authority
of the delegate from Ottawa was incor-
rect. Fe did not attempt to say what had
taken place, because It was well understoorl
by Lord Strathcona and the others present

on the occasion, that n6thing should be sald
with regard to Mr. Chamberlain's view
when Lord Salisbury had found it inoppor-
tune to discuss the matter.

Wrong to the Workingmen.

Mr. Kemp protested that it was wroug
for the Government to place the burden of
the preferential tariff upon the shoulders
of the workingmen of Canada, Some woolen
mills had been compelled to close down as
& result of that preference. That faet was
brought to the notice of the Government,
and all the Government had said was to
ask the Opposition would they withdraw
the preference that had been voluntariiy
given to Britain. If the Opposition thought
of withdrawing it they would of course be
taunted that their loyalty was only lip
loyalty. Mr. Kemp believed that the rela-
tions .of Canada and Great Britain had not
been carvefully considered at all by the pre-
sent Government. It should be the duty of
the Government to consider how the respon-
sibllitics of the Mother Country should be
shured by Canada. Those responsibilities
shculd be assumed, and the preference tari(r
dealt with on Its merits. [Hear, hear.] If
the Government thought that the preference
was a return for the protection afforded by
Great Britain, they had but a very inade-
quate idea of Imperial unity.

The German Trade.

Mr. Kemp dealt with the effect upon the
German trade of British preferemce. Ger-
many had discriminated against' Canada,
and the trade which had previously been
working up fell to a little over a mijlion
last year, and had since fallen away ai-
mcst altogether. Canada is taking over
$8,000,000 of goods from Gérmany. It is the
duty of the Government, he said, to tell the
House what had passed with the Imperial
Goveroment in the way of straightenming
this matter out. If any natiom in the worid
had treated the United States in the way
Germany has treated Canada, the Ameriean
people would not stand it one hour. Altho
Canad is part of the British Empire, she
should not tolerate this injustice any longer,
but put such a tariff in operation agalust
Germany as would meet the case,

The Transportation Question.

Passing on to the transportation question,
Mr. Kemp falled to discern any shadow of
an advantage gained so far for the produc-
ers of Canada in the way of freight rates.
He dealt again with the failure of the
Government to do anything for the harbor
of Toronto, altho the trade of the city Is
greater than that of Montreal.

Reviewing the:failure of the Government
te protect the port of Montreal when mak-
ing their bargain with the G.T.R., he said
the Government had allowed the trade of
Canada to benefit alleng thru lack of ordin-
ary business foresight. In face of all these
things, the Premier, previous to the late
election, had stated there was no guestion
before the country. The electors had a
right to complain of that. The Government
only thought of holding office; but he (Mr.
Kemp) was prouder of the Conservative
perty because it held to its principles, than
because of any concern- for office. [Loud
applause,]

Slow Dehbate After Recess.

A slow debate after vecess stopped before
11 o’clock to-night, Charles Marcil having
the floor, To-morrow is private members’
day and the continuation of the debate, ac-
cordingly, goes over till Thursday. W. F.
