REV. MR. PEDLEY

His Last Sermon as Pastor of the F'irst
Oongregational Church—
Pulpit Bchoes.

An unusually large congregation at-
tended the evening service at thae
First Congregational Church last night,
it being the occasion of Mr. Pedley
saydng farewell to his flock before:
leaving to take charge of his new field
of labor in Toronto. /

Mr. Pedley, in opening his remarks,
said that the last words of a minister
about to leave his congregation should
carry weight.
plain matter-of-fact way, to deal with
the aill-important question on which
swings eternal destiny, “What do you
think of Jesus Christ?”

In speaking of the trial of the
Baviour and the sentence of death
passed upon him, Mr. Pedley asked his
congregation to ponder over a number
of questions which he propounded, and
asked them to go home and write their
answers in black and white. *“In the
first place,” said the reverend gentle-
man, ‘““do you believe he ever existed
and was in reality a man, and visited
this earth?

That he had strange power over nature
and man, and was honest and sincere?
lecite and ponder over your beliefs of
him, and then ask yourself are you
going to be indifferent to these be-
liefs?”’

“I have preached about many prob-
lems, social and political,” said Mr.
Pedley, “but I wish you to forget my
words on these subjeets and remember
the last words of your pastor. The
great and momentous question before
you now is, ‘What do you think of
Jesus Christ?” I am not preaching
hell fire, and telling you that if you
do not deal with the question in the
right way you will be burned up
forever and ever. I do mot come to
sensible men and women to scare them.
I ask you, what do you think of this
Jesus, who stood before men the per-
fect portraiture of human life. I ghall
not preach to you again as your pastor,
but hope I shall have an opportunity
of speaking to the people here at some
future time. My words tonight are
falling upon the ears of some who
will never hear me speak again. When
we meet again it will be in another
world, under Jdifferent circumstances
and T tell you if you and I meet under
happy circumstances yonder, if you
and I shall hear the voice that speaks
for all eternity it will depend upon the
answer we give to .this simple ques-
tion, What do you think of Jesus?”

At the close of the service the choir
sang ‘“God be with you till we meet
again.” The congregation then bade
Mr. Pedley good bye. Miss Sylvia War-
ren rendered a solo during the offer-
tory.
