John Bruce Says Only Elec­

tion of Labor Merhbers 
Will Prevent Revolt.

Unalloyed socialism was enunciated 
by John Bruce from the platform of 
the Independent Labor party at the 
final meeting held last evening In the 
Labor Temple on behalf of the can­
didature of James Higgins, soldier- 
labor nominee for today’s by-election. 
The speaker, who is an international 
organizer for the Plumbers’ Union, 
referred to the present capitalistic 
system as ’’bankrupt,” and gave as 
the’ only hope of preventing a real 
revolution in the immediate future 
the electing of labor representatives 
t* the legislatures and the entrust­
ing to them of the task of evolving 
a new order.
;He referred in the opening of his 

address to the attitude assumed by 
few labor men. who had maintained 
steadfast opposition to the prosecu­
tion of the war. 
however, he declared, understood too 
well the platitudes of the governing 
classés, who had called upon them to 
enlist and had rather suffered lm-* 
prlsonment.

The men who had relied upon the 
platitudes, Mr. Bruce continued, had 
gone forth in the belief ' that they 
were to crush an autocracy and par 
ticipate in the construction of a new 
democracy. They returned, however, 

, to are oligarchy worse than the one 
tljey had crushed and to a system so 
bankrupt as to make impossible the 
redeeming of the pledges which had 
dpnt them forth to battle.

Crisis Imminent.
Any student of economy, he went 

oiA, would have realized . from the 
first that the present capitalistic sys­
tem rendered Impossible of fulfilment 
the promises made to the enlisters. 
Iti France, Italy and Germany the 
situation was similar and the capit­
alists "the controllers of the instru­
ments of production,” were realizing 
that a crisis was imminent and the 
qystem to which they _pwed their po- 
fiistion bankrupt.

1 "This,” he stated, “is tne 
s|fart of the figflht. If the streets of 
this city'are to be drenched in blood, 
the people who caused the chaos in 
Europe will be the people who will 
qause the chaos here. "It will be be­
cause of their failure to redeem their 
promises.”

; Continuing, Mr. Bruce charged the 
capitalists witli deliberate restriction of 
output, thereby aggravating a situation 
already rendered acute by unemployment 
due to genuine economic conditions. This 
action, lie declared, would be the nnal 
goad In driving the worker to any neces­
sary action.
