Mr. Hnatyshyn: I wonder whether the deputy House leader
would like to go any further, in order that the co-operation,
which is quite usual from this side of the House, may be
continued, and let us know what other items of legislation
might be forthcoming when we deal expeditiously with the
bills he has named.

Mr. Blais: Yes, Mr. Speaker, and I am pleased to have that
further co-operation. Subject to alteration of the following
order and depending on the bills that will be reported, with
that co-operation, out of committees in the next few days, we
intend to proceed with Bill C-13, the historic sites bill; Bill S-3,
the insurance companies bill, and Bill C-6, the diplomatic
immunities bill. In view of the co-operation that the hon.
member offers, I would ask also for the co-operation of hon.
members opposite at the committee stage in order that we get
some of the important bills out of committees and into the
House so that we can proceed with them prior to the end of
June.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): In this atmosphere
of co-operation I wonder if the acting government House
leader will indicate when we will deal with Bill C-30, which
has to do with Heritage Day?
