Boston, April 19--No Greek runner ever
gained the laurel erown under the torrid
conditions in which
French-Canadian weaver of Nashau (N.
H.), struggled victory today in the
Boston Athletic Association’s thirteenth
Marathon run of 25 miles over crowd-lined
highways between Asiland and this city.
Once more the Etamina in the French
blood proved its quality against American,
English, lrish, German, Russian, Greek
and Indian. From a poor start, and cl
bowed by a small army of struggling com-
petitors, the sturdy foreigner worked his
way past the veterans and the favorites,
pushing up from 25th place at the halt
way mark to first place two miles from
the finish, from obscurity to fame.

The time, 2.53.364-5, was the slowest
in ten years and has only been exceeded
iwice,

Five miles from the finish Renaud, in
third place, challenged P. J. Grant, of
Brooklyn. and Henry Jensen, of New
York, and the race of the three heat-
stricken men through the long cheering
lane was the feature of the big contest.
Renaud caught Jensen, and the pair over-
hauled Grant at Coolidge Corner, a little
more than two mile¢ from the finish. For
2 few hundred yards the trio ran side by
side. Then Renaud sprinted and gained
rapidly on the way into the finish, open-
ing up nearly a mile over his' competitors
st the ' finish, Jensen beating out Grant
for zecond place by one minute and
twenty-four seconds. Behind came James
F. Crowley, of New York, a hot favorite
in the event, while the fifth man over
the line as the veteran Samuel' A.
\Meelor, jr., of Yonkers, the winner seven
vears ago. Joseph P. McHugh, of South
Béston, was sixth; E. J. Ryder,of Jamaica
Plain, finished seventh; Carl: J.- Schlo-
baum. of Yonkers, in the eighth place;
E. J.- McTiernan, of Worcester, in the
ninth pumtipn, while Robert A. Fowl_er,
of Yambrifige, another favorite and third
man Jast year, captured the tenth prize.

LOST OR DAMAGED FREIGHT

The Canadian Freight Associ-
ation Seeking to Lessen the|
Evil

To prevent the trouble and expense
caused by, freight being lost or damaged
in transit the Canadian Freight Associa-
tion is circulating amongst the freight
agents of the different railways an illus-
trated booklet which shows why freight
is lost or damaged, and how this source
of loss can be avoided. In the brochure
a strong point is made of the absolute
necessity for having all freight shipped in
proper shape and plainly addressed.

{ Amongst other things that freight men
and shippers should rémember the booklet
makes the following points:

“Shippers and consignees blame the car-
friev when a ‘shipment of freight fails to
reach destination or is delivered to con-
signee in a damaged condition. But a
small number stop to think it is more
their fault than the carrier’s. In the be-
ginning, the fundamental rule of carriers
in accepting merchandise was the requir-
ing of each .package to be plainly marked,
showing full name of consignee and des-
tination. From a willingness to oblige pat-
rons this vital requirement has been mo
far “side-iracked,” so to speak, that it is
not unusual for boxes, bales, bundles and
pieces to be accepted without any marks.
Coupled to the disappearance of full marks
came the gradual decline in the strength
of packages in which goods are shipped.
Boxes and sacks are made of thinner ma-
terial, crates are substituted for boxes,
and sacks are now being used by some
shippers: for articles which should not be
shipped in them. To insure the prompt
and wsafe delivery of goods, it is mecessary
for the shipper to plainly mark each and

every package, bundle or piece for
shipment, showing this information:
(Consignee’s name -in full; -bill of , Jad-

ing destination in full; state in which des-
tination is located; if more than one sta-
tion in same state of same name, full
name of county must be shown; all previ-
ons shipping marks must be obliterated.

The name of consignee and destination
must be legibly written or stencilled, and
as far away from any other writing or
marks as possible. It is a great help to
all when shipper's name and location are
also shown, with the word “from” pre-
ceding them. i ¢

Every package, bundle or piece offered
for shipment should be presented to car-
rier in condition to stand the wear and
tear not only via all rail routes, but also
the additional handling incidental to trans-
portation via rail and water routes,

BISHOP RICHARDSON
FAVORS LOCAL
OPTION

He Calls on Members of the
Church of England to Support

‘ it in Today’s Election

His Lordship Bishop Richardson, who
came to the city yesterday;:=aid last night,
in speaking of the local eption vdte to be
taken today, that he regarded.the ques-
tion before the city electorate as ome of
very great importance. He had no hesi-
tation in saying that, in his opinion, the
recent amendments to the liquor license
act afforded the Christian .people of the
province a splendid opportunity of strik-
ing a severe and lasting blow at the evils
of intemperance.

In view of the gravity of the issues
involved, he asaid, it was.very nhecessaty
that there should be no misunderstanding
as to the meaning of the guestion.

There were three things, . the bithop
thought, that should\ be kept ' clear in
 mind: 3

(1) 8o far at least as, they werc repre:
sented by their leaders,’ thg religious and
moral forces of the city aro standing to-
gether upon this question as, perhaps, they
never stood together upon any other ques-
tion. The significance of -this agreement
cannot be ignored. It means the strongest
possible endorsement of -this particular
piece of temperance iegislation as, on the
whole, a sane and reasonable step.

(2) The Question .before the public is
not that of prohibition but only of re-
striction. 1t involves the least possible
interference with personal liberty. The
supporters of the local option principle ag
applied to wards do not say of any man
that he shall not touch intexicating liguor,
but simply that he shall net get it within
certain stated districts. There is room
for honest difference of opinion as 1o
whether prohibition is the’iisest way of
dealing with the evils of intemperance,
but the propriety of keeping the sale of
liquor away from the resjidential districts
of the city ought to be apparent to any
right-thinking person. The homes of a na-
tion are its chief asset and the presence
amongst them of the bar room must mean
the possibility, at least, of moral degrada-
tion.

(3) There can be no doubt that the
number of places licensed for the sale of
liquor in St. John is entirely too large.
Even assuming that the sale of liguor is a
legitimate branch of trade, and, therefore,
rightly permitted, even though restricted,
by the law, it is beyond all question that
the business is altogether, overdome. To
reduce {lie number of licenses by half
would be to serve the moral as well as the
material interésts of the city.

In view of these facts, Bishop Richard-
son ‘expressed the earnest hope that the
Jocal option clause would carry and that
members of the Church of England would
give it their heartiest support. :

BOY IS MISSING;
TRACE IS FOUND

David Kirkpatrick Was Seen
Tramping to Rothesay Yes-
terday Afternoon

since Nunday afternoon owing to the un-
expected disappearance of his nine-year-
ld son, David. C. T. Kirkpatrick of 96
Queen street, received word lagt evening
that the missing boy had been seen yes-
terday in the ncighborhood of Brookville
making his way towards Rothesay, where
he has relatives.

Where he spent Sunday night is
known but is. said that in company
with Willie Tufts, a youthful companjon,
the adventurous youngster went for a
drive on Sunday afternoon and then start-
ed on hig travels.

The first intimation that Mr. Kirkpat-
rick received as to anything wrong was
when the boy did not return from Trinity
church Sunday school with his brother
Allan, aged six. The two had’left home
together and on enguniry he learned that.
they had parted company in the school
house vestibule. David apparently then
set out on his adventures. ‘The first trace
of him was picked up at Watson's stables
where he had been seen by Andrew Wat-
son and M. 8. Colwell in’' company with
William Tufts, a lad about twelve years
olds

The two boys applied at Watson's, it
is said, for a rig and on being refused
made their way up Charlotte street. From
further enquiries it was evident they had
not given up hope, for soon after they pre-
sented themselves before 8. T. Golding
with a similar request. Mr. Golding Jast
evening said the Tufts boy told him his
mother was away singing in Fredericton
but that there would be no objection to his
having a rig. Mr. Golding added that he
gave the boy to understand that he would
have to produce an order before his re-
quest could be complied with. That was
the last he saw of the boys but from what
he learned later he believed they returned
and were taken for a drive by one of his
men who was going out on other busi-
ness. < ‘

That was the last heard or seen of
voung David until yesterday. - Tufts re-
turned home and on being interrogated
by Mr. Kirkpatrick denied, it is said, hay-
ing been in the other lad’s company. It
was only from a word he dropped {hat
the anxious father was able to trace she
two to Golding’s stable.

After telephoning in all directions and
calling on the aid of the police, a message
was received about 9 o'clock last night
from Mris. MacKay, of Brookville, Mr.
Kirkpatrick’s sister, that about 1 p. m.
she caught sight of David down the road
and heading in the direction of Rothesay.
He was too far distant for her to over-
take him. It is presumed he was either
making for the home of his urmcle George
Kirkpatrick, who lives in Rothesay, or for
the residence of Miles Saunders, another
relative near Gordola Point.

On enquiry late Jast night it was Jearn-
ed that the boy had not yet made his
appearance. His relatives thought it
probable that, on account of the heavy
rain, he had stopped at some house for
ghelter. It is maid - that this is not the
first time that nine-year-old David has in-
dulged his desire to wander. Right weeks
ago- he turned up unexpectedly at Mrs.
MacKay's, and his friends. at Gondola
Point have reason never to be surprised
when he drops in upon them.

Mr. Currie thought. the remarks of the
honorable member for Gloucester- were
broad and statesmanlike. The house had
heard much about the resources of the
province and about its assets. The rev:
enues, except from the natural resources
of the province, were fixed, and the house
could not be too careful in dealing with

the lease or sale of the  province’s re-
sources. Today lumber was the chief
source of revenue, bui it did not seem

that the revenue could be increaged to
any considerable extent and the province
was looking for great development in its
mineral resources and to royalties from
minerals for greater revenue. Already this
session the legislature had exempted one
mining enterprise from paying royalty at
all and if it went on in the way it had
started the hope.for a large revenue from
the mineral wealth of the. province would
be blasted. He agreed with the principle
enunciated by the honorable member for
Gloucester.

Mr. Tweeddale said that history of iron
mining everywhere showed it was not a
speculative enterprise and there was no
doubt that the iron deposits in this prov-
ince ‘weére superior in both quantity and
It was very desirable.that the
company be given every encouragement
and assistance for establishing this indus-
try, but there was a possibility of going
too far -and that possibility had been just
pointed out. The house should bear in
mind that the company had in connection
with their enterprise a magnificent water
power that could be utilized and in giving
them merely nominal royalty for eighty
years 'was going too far. In the past
grave mistakes had been made in the ad-
ministration of crown lands of the prov-
ince and many thousands of acres of most
valuable timber Jands in the province were
almost given away. It was hard today to
realize how it was possible for the legis-
lature of those days to make such serious
mistakes. It was not safe to legislate so
far ahead as this bill proposed to go and
he did not see what justification the gov-
ernment' conld have for granting such con-
cessions. If these mines proved as profit-
able as was expected they should con-
tribute to the revenues of the province.
The royalty clause of the bill passed with-
out amendment.

When the section giving the company
the privilege of erecting a dam in the
Nepisiguit River was under discussion, Mr.
Byrne inguired if it was {he intention of
the government to make the company pay
for the privilege of using the water power.

Hon. ‘Mr. Hazen said that was done in
the case of the company which erected a
dam in the Aroostook River and he had
no objection to inserting a similar pro-
vision in the bill under discussion. In
{act, there was already a clause giving the
governor-in-council power {o make and en-
force regulations for carrying on the work

‘and he thought that :would permit them
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to impose a rental fee if thought advis-
able.

Mr. Byrne inquired if there was any
provision that fair wages be paid to lab-
orers employed in building the railway.

Hon. Mr. Hazen said it was not a gov-
ernment work and it would therefore be
pretty difficult for the government to en-
force a regulation of that kind. As a mat-
ter of fact it was impossible to get natives
of the province to do railway building and
on both the Transcontinental and Inter-
national railways it was necessary to
bring in foreign labor, the demand for
which ensured fair wages being paid. The
government was considering the advisa-
bility of ineerting a clause in all contracts
for government work  that fair wages
should be paid laborers émployed on such
work.

The, bill was agreed to, as was also the
bill to authorize the municipality of Vic-
toria to make temporary loan.

The game act was read a third time and
passed. .

Mr. Munro introduced a bill to amend
the aet dividing the province into coun-
ties, towns and parishes and a bill to pro-
vide for_improvement and purification of
water supply of the town of Woodstock.

Hon. Mt. Grimmer introduced a bill to
amend the act incorporating the town of
St. Stephen.

The house adjourned at 6 o'clock.
