BEFORE HOUSE COMMITTEE

St. John Aldermanic Delegation Fight Among Themselves
Over Their Own Legislation---Circus License Bill and

FREDERICTON, March 13— (Special)—
St. John bills had the call before the
municipalities committee at the legislature
this morning and the attendance ‘was so
large that an adjournment had to be made
to the assembly chamber. The St. John
city council was represented by Mayor
Sears, Alds. Tilley, Bullock, Baxter, Me-
G[oldrick, Pickett, Rowan, Lockhart ‘and
)’anwsrt and other St. John men present
included Chief Clarke, Col. McLean, Col.
Armstrong and J. King Kelley.

The bill restoring the ward system of
h9lding elections in St. John created most
discussion and came in for strong opposi-
tion. Alderman Baxter explained the
measure at some length and advanced
many reasons why it should be passed by
the legislature.

We had
to bring the ship’s head to the wind, with

time the propeller was racing in the
trough of the sea, the decks were full of
water and everything movable was float-
ing around doing much damage.

“To make matters worse the pin in the
cross-head broke, making things look blue
for the vessel.' Finally the weather mod-
erated somewhat and the vessel was again
put'on her course. i
“Never will I forget the racing of the
propeller. - If anything had happened to it
probably I should not be telling you now
of this trip, but the steamer behaved
splendidly and we came out of the storm
with very little damage.
