Dundee Master,

Johnny Dundee, a New York Italian
lightweight, demonstrated to a motley
gathering of about 5,000 New York box-
ing enthusiasts at the St. Nicholas Rink,
New York, last Friday night, that he
was the master of Willie Jackson, the
Bronx lad, who weeks ago in a Phila-
delphia ring surprised the boxing world
by knocking out Dundee in the first
balf minute of fighting. The rushing
little Italian, getting off to a seemingly
poor start, finished with colors flying.
In an infuriated attack he swept Jack-
son before him with his battering right
and left hand blows to the face and
stomach, to pull up at the final bell a
winner by a ‘convincing margin.

Jackson, despite the fact that his
heavy right-hand punch landed fre-
quently on the little Italian’s jaw, not
once had Dundee in danger of a knock-
out blow or even in distress. In the
earlier part of the contest Jackson im-
bued with the idea of demonstrating
to local fans that his knock out of Dun~
dee sorue time ago was by no means a
fluke, battered Dundee in frequent ex-
changes of heavy right and left hand
blows to the jaw, while the lads were
resting on each others’ breasts on the
ropes.

These blows landed cleanly and with
force on the fiery Dundee, but that they
made little or no impression was shown
by the fact that Dundee continually
kept close to his rival ,trying to get
home swinging blows, These for the
most part in the early rounds went wide
or were offset by Jackson’s cooler at-
tack, but as the contest progressed Dun-
dee’s stomach blows had their effect.
Jackson Jost ‘speed, and it was then
that Dundee plled up his lead. The
first, fourth, and fifth rounds went to
Juckson, the third was even, and the re-
mainder belonged to Dundee, ,

The bout has perhaps never heen ex-
cclled in a New York ring for compe-
tition, From one end to the other the
lads mixed it furlously In various parts
of the ring, Dundee trying to re-estab-
lish himself against Jackson, while the
latter was giving his best effort toward

repeating his former victory. Long be-
fore the starting bell the house was
jammed to more than it could comfort-
ably hold, and a surging crowd heck-
led and harangued with a cordon of
police stationed outside in an effort to
gain admittance to the club.

In the opening round Jackson earned
the honors, meeting Dundee’s rushes
with coolly calculated blows to the face,
delivered as uppercuts, ‘while in the !
close milling the Bronx lad had much
the best of it also. A spirited exchange
was furnished about a minute before the
bell, in which Jackson showed to ad-
vantage, landing the cleaner blows. In
the second, Dundee shifted his style and
drove Jackson to the ropes with a left
to the jaw. Jackson was right back,
but Dundee carried the fighting and.
fought furiously to keep his advantage.

The third was even, Dundee driving
his rival to the ropes again, but Jack-
son came right back and evened the
round by landing better in slugging
bees. In the fourth, Jackson’ showed
to advantage when, after starting slow-
ly, he drew Johnny into a slugging ex-
change, in which the Bronx lad landed
better and with more effect than the
Italian, although Dundee was always
willing and eager. In the fifth, Jackson
had a shade, but Dundee made him
miss many blows, as he did in the fol-
lowing round, when the Italian carried
off the honors.

Jackson appeared; to tire at this
stage of the bout and from then until
the final bell Dundee carried the fight-
ing and scored his winning points. Slug-
ging viciously, Dundee hurt his oppon-
ent with blows to the stomach and oc-
casionally shifted his attack to the face, |
where he landed on the jaw lightly. !
Jackson, trying to return the attack,!
pawed the air with a left-hand jab, |
while Dundee kept just ahead of him
and out of reach until he felt like
countering, when he weuld close with
blows to the stamach.

The weights were, Dundee, stripped,
130 pounds; Jackson, with shoes and
bandages, 183% pounds.

Sam Langford All In?

Langford
has not done any training in years, and
his weight is altogether out of propor-
tion to his height.

Langford would unquestionably have
been the heavyweight champion of the
world had he been able to get the title
lolders into a match at the time he was
in good form. Like Peter Jackson, Lang-
ford was the victim of the color line.

Johnsort had a fifteen round decision
over. Langford, gained in 1906, but it is
said  that the solidity of Langford's
blows so impressed Johnson that he de-
cided to keep away from him. Hay-
ing failed signally to get on a match in
which he would have a chance to win the
title, Langford apparently lost all ambi-
tion and. permitted himself to get out
of condition. For years past he has
apparently been satisfied to box second
and third raters for just enough to keep
the pot boiling.

HARDEN WATES SOBE
THINGS THAT GERMAN
WAL REGRET 10 READ

London, July 4—The Times reports
!that Maximilian . Harden devoted the
: whole Zukunft of June 16 to an article
icalled “The Stockholm Dream.” The
gist of his argument is that, in view of
the uncertain prospects at Stockholm
and the uncertainty of success in the
game that Germany has thus far play-
ed in Russia, the time is approaching
for Germany to throw some concessions
into the discussion about Poland and
Alsace-Lorraine. Harden eulogizes
President Wilson again, complains ‘of
the “childish distortion of President
Wilson’s message to Russia by the Ger-
man press,” and proceeds to outline the
principles of the American attitude,
|which he says have remained un-
i changed. He says:

| “Special effect upon the Russians is
ino doubt expected from -the sentences
| that give warning against being guided
'by a desire for applause, against believ-
ting in the reality of the German yearn-
!ing for freedom, which serves only as a
| mask, and against failing to understand
| that the Berlin government in its fear
{of menacing disaster is using as inter-
| pational intermediaries the parties to
| which it itself has always denied the
| minimum of tolerance and justice, and
| whose future would be imperilled and
{ perhaps destroyed by the victory of
lautocracy; and the July sun will doubt-
less show whether this message, the
| most powerful exhibition of western
art, will convert the Russian commit-
i tee.”
Harden then observes that only the
. Itussian proposal of a socialist congress
! yetains any importance, and he declares
ithat if the congress does not meet,
| “unity of front against Germany will
be secured more firmly than ever be-
| fore.”

He observes further, that if the social-
ist congress were still to meet, the ob-
’jc_ct of the western powers, “a‘md of
certain neutrals,” would be to turn the
‘ Russian committee against the Ger-
| mans by showing that the German at-
 titude is impossible, and that even the
| conclusion of a separate peace by Rus-
'sia “would no longer dishearten the
| British Empire, North and South Am-
| erica, France, Italy, Australia, Africa
and their half-grown hangers-on.”

Harden concludes: “All our enemies
and all Slavs are in favor of the uni-
| fication of the three pieces of the Pol-
’ish realm. In the thirty-fifth. month of
| the war, America, England and France,
| loudly proclaim their resolution to go
ion fighting until Alsace-Lorraine, if its
i majority desires it, has again become
French. Ideas can be defeated only by
‘ideas, and never by howitzers and tor-
