WOMEN IN LUMBER MILLS

Spokane, Wash.,, Nov. 8—Invasion of
lumber mills by women workers is the
latest war development in Spokane.
Thirty women are employed at the plant
of the White Pine Sash Company . in
Union Park. The “lumberettes” come
from Union Park and North Side laun-
dries and down-town offices and stores.
They receive $2 an eight-hour day.

All over the mill the girls are doing
the work formerly done by men and
boys. Most of them wear rough skirts,
heavy shoes and heavy gloves. At one
place a wife “tails down” at a machine
which her husband tends. Here a girl
is sandwiched between two burly lum-
ber heavers and there a couple of “bur-

lies” are surrounded by a bevy of girls
—all doing their work as if it had ever
been thus. The condition was brought
about when some girls volunteered to
do the work for which men could not
be obtained.

“We can’t get male help,” says Henry
G. Klopp, president of the company,
“and when the girls asked for a chance
at the work we gave it to them. Of
course, they are getting none of the heavy
work, but what they are doing they can
handle as well as & man. They ail tell
