Ottawa, Aug. 26—Upon Brigadier Gen­

eral Colin J. MacKenzie, the new chief of 
staff and chief military adviser in Can­
ada, who succeeds General Lake, will in a 
large measure devolve the work of carry­
ing out the changes recommended by Gen­
eral French in his report.

The work, it is understood, will be a 
considerable one and will cover some years. 
To do away with the present system of 
military districts and replace it with a sys­
tem of commands will be a work of con­
siderable magnitude. It will mean that 
many new artillery and cavalry corps will 
have to be added to the militia force. At 
present each of those arms of the service 
number some 5,000 men, and it is under­
stood that a number will have to be doub­
led, while to equip the additional batter­
ies with guns and outfits will involve an 
expenditure of several millions of dollars.

There will also be the difficult and im­
portant task of organizing a headquarters 
staff for each of the military commands.
