Completion of Church Union
Vill: Take Several Years But
Some Effect Almost at Once

PASSING OF MANY CHURCHES
EXPECTED TO RESULT

NOT

(By Canadian Press.)

Toronto, June 12—The action'of the
General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church in Canada, - which yesterday
voted 426 to 129 in favor of church
union, will unite the Methodist, Presby-
terian and Congregational churches into
the United Church of Canada after
twenty years of negotiation on - the
matter. ' Numerically the Methodist
and Presbyterian denominations are
two of the three strongest Protestant
churches of the Dominion, the other
being the Anglican or Episcopal church.
The Congregationh] is also a fairly
larage and active denomination.

The proposal for union was accepted
without any serious opposition by the
Methodists and Congregationalists, but
a long and determined §truggle had
marked its progress with the Presbyter-
ians. Twice the issiie’ has been sent
down by General Assembly to the peo-
ple. In 1911 the.vote stood approxi-
mately 118,000 for union and 50,000
against. In 1915 the vote for was also
about 113,000, while the vote against
was 74,000. The Assembly the follow-
ing " year decided on account of the
division over the question to postpone
action untjl after the war. |

In 1921 the assembly took up the
question again, going on record as in
favor of the union, although with an
active opposition. A ‘joint commitvee|
of the uniting churches was authorized
to have lawyers prepare drafts of the
bills to be presented to Parliament giv-
ing statutory effect to the union. With
these drafts before it, General As-
sembly voted yesterday to go ahead
with the union without delay.

‘While the completion of actual or-
ganic union will take several years, it
is believed, owing to the: necessity, of
getting. bills through Parliament and
the great amount of deail in the fusion
of the various departments in the work
of the denominations, in a lesser way
the effect will be immedinte‘.miA num-
ber of congregations .will unite with
Methodist s‘r .
