The government, said Mr. McMaster,
shouléd not raise an army by compulsion,
and then hesitate to raise the money re-

quired for looking ‘after the wives and
children of the soldiers, by taxation.

E. W. Nesbitt said that the patriotic
fund had been well administéred in theg
past. Its collection, however, he be-’
lieved, was becoming a matter of coer-
cion, and not of voluntary subscription.

J. C. Turriff asserted that by this;
time next year there would be three
million American soldiers in France. If
their wives and children cared to come
to Canada the patriotic- fund would be
responsiblé for payments to them as well
as to the families of soldiers of the do-,
minion unless the act was amended. He;
appreciated to the full the value of the‘
United States as an ally, but that coun-
try was as well able to look after her
soldiers’ dependents as Canada.

Mr. McMaster introduced an amend-
ment providing that the corporation ad-
ministering the fund should distribute
it to relatives and dependents of soldiers

who were domiciled in Canada on the;

22nd of August, 1914.
Hon. C. J. Doherty stated that he did

not wish to find fault with any sugges-,

tions which would tend to improve the

operation of the fund. He expressed the:

opinion that the people of Canada felt
that relatives of soldiers should not be
left to starve in the streets.

Mr. McMaster withdrew his amend-
ment before the house adjourned for
lunch.

The act to amend the Canadian patri-
otic fund act was carried in a few min-
utes when the house re-assembled after
the noon recess. !

A resolution to amend the inspection
and sale act to provide more effectively
for the marking, inspecting, and packing
of fruit, was carried and a bill based on
the. resolution given first reading.

The house then went into supply on
the estimates of the department of trade
and commerée, Appropriations neces-
sary for mail subsidies in connection

with ocean service showed a consider-!

able decrease owing to the commandeer-
ing of a large number of vessels for war
purposes. The amount required for, this
purpose on the Atlantic and Pacific
Oceans was decreased by $886,383.

A vote of $18,000 for a steam service
between the mainland and the Magdalen
Islands, caused Hon, Rudolph Lemieux
to ask whether the contract had  yet
been signed for this service.

The minister. of trade and commerce
thought that this suggestion might
prove useful in normal times, but under
war conditions the department was lucky
to get a vessel of any kind.
