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60,000 Checkis In a Day

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They Are Part of Uncle Sam's Equipment to Eliminate Errors
and Sa.e Time; Incidentally, They Save Clerk Hire;
Answering Questions Mechanically

(New York Times.)

From one aspect Washington becomes
more like a huge factory every day.
Wherever mechanical appliances can be
installed to save labor or time it is done
by order of that most arbitary chief of
staff, Necessity. There are offices now
in the departments in = Washington,
where an immense amount of clerical
business must be transacted each day,
which look like the operating room in
the shoe district in Massachusetts—row
after row of complicated machines, dif-
‘erent in kind. Some take the place of
ten persons, some twenty-five, some
ifty; and one, run by two girls, does
he work of 100 typists.

Experts go from one bureau to an-
sther to see where new appliances may
se introduced. Likewise new methods
iwre constantly supplanting old ones, the
vholesale taking the place of retail me-
hods. Formerly in Washington time
was a remote consideration; each job
itood out by itself as something to be
rompleted with all nicety. Checeking
systems ageinst errors has been devised
which were probably as near perfection
as humans could devise. They were
cumbersome, it is true, but with time
they could find a mistake of five cents
in any far-off corner. :

War is putting all these systems to a
new test—is it worth the trouble in
money and labor? Here is an illustra-
tion: In one office there was a check-
ing-up system which required an an-
nual maintenance outlay of $20,000. How
much did these toiling clerks actually
save Uncle Sam a year? Efficiency ex-
perts investigated. The average was
found to be $80 annually. The system
is to, abolished; tne clerks will be
trans to something more product-
ive. Ewerywhere the cobwebs of im-
memorial red tape are being torn down
and cast into the waste basket. Single
transactions, that used to follow one
fron-jawed groove, are now massed into

»a*large group, owing to the vast expan-
sion of bureaus, and one swing of a lever
does the work.

Questions are answered by machinery,
for instance: “How many coloredgtroops
were enlisted from the Sixteenth Con-
gressional District of Pennsylvania?”
One might imagine a clerk looking it
up in a book and making a count; in-
stead, a bunch of cards is run through a
machine—b-r-r-r—and there is a result!
So, too, the question: “How many chil-
dren of soldiers enlisted from the Nine-
teenth New York will become eighteen
years old next year?’—this being the
time when children pass out from allot-
ment payments. Another bunch of cards
passes through a machine in a single
Jperation, and there is the answer. It is
the application of the punch-card ma-
‘hine to war’s need of time-saving. The
:ards have holes in them opposite the
espective classifications, and the ma-
‘hine picks out and-counts the total of
iny hole desired.

Messengers long ago became scarce in
Washington. The necessity of communi-
'ation between departments and bureaus
has multiplied a thousandfold. A de-
vice has been installed in numerous gov-
crnmént offices to take the place of the
telephone, now much overloaded because
of heavy business. For example, when
the Adjutant General’s office desires to
send & message to another branch of the
depafément all thot is necessary is to
write it out on a pad with a certain pen
electrically connected via the telephone
wire with a similar pen in the office. An
answer is received in the same way.

In the various auditor’s offices figures
must be added each day to hitherto un-
heard-of proportions. Under the old
vay, with adding machines where each
tem was listed separately on a tape, the
ask in some offices would border on the
nsurmountable. New machines, which
lo not list the individual items, have
een introduced. These add 6,000 items

n hour, 40,000 a day for one clerk,
bout five times as many as before.

Dictating machines have been extens-
vely introduced in the government of-
wces and erstwhile stenographers sit all
‘ay at typewriter desks transcribing
rom the cylinders of the machines.

Where uniform letters are required, au-|

.omatic typewriters have been put in;
rhese machines work on the principle of
the player piano. All this work is being
brought under a system, in charge of

experts. In some rooms there are 200 or |

more typewriters.
In the disbursing office of the bureau

of war risk insurance more machinery

is used to do clerical work than in any
other bureau in Washington.

available space in one large room is

taken up by machinery; any casual ob-|
server would take'it for the operating

room in some manufactory and realize
least of all that here checks for the de-
pendents of our soldiers were being pre-
pared, filled out, and signed. It is vir-
tually an operation which passes from
one automatically accurate machine to
another of different pattern. The out-
put is beyond the possibilities of what
was dreamed of by the most imaginative
in this class of clerical work a few years
ago. As many as 60,000 checks have
been turned out in this room in a day.
The monthly output is now around 800,-
000 checks, and with each new quota
from the draft the number increases, so
that in transacting the present great
volume of business provision must also
be made for rapid expansion.

In making the plans not only was
speed a necessary provision but also pre-
caution to avoid errors in the myriad
transactions attending the issuance of the
checks. Manifestly, it was too huge an
operation to be undertaken by handj

sider taking care of by hand, so it was
contrived to place this responsibility also
on the check-printing machine. After the
impression is made on a new check the
plate is held in its place for a moment,
long enough for a broad tape of yellow
paper to swing -over and receive an im-
print, which serves as the proof that this
particular check was issued. The reels
of yellow paper, when filled with the
names of payees, are put into book form
and filed.

Next is the posting machine, in charge
of one_girl operator. Here a comparison
is made between each allotment card,
showing in each case the amount paid
and to whom and the corresponding
check. A carriage bears the checks be-
fore the eyes of the operator slowly
enough to see that each item of the
check coincides with the items of the al-
lotment card, which is succee by an-
other at the same time that the check
disappears from sight. The allotment
card is the master, and if the amount on
the check, or any other entry on it, does
not correspond, a touch stops the ma-
chine.

It may be that the amount on the sol-
dier's allotment card has been increased
since the last monthly payment, and
that by oversight the plate was not
changed accordingly. The error is dis-
covered here, and the plate is sent back
for correction. Each check as it passes
out of sight receives its serial number
and then enters a second part of the ma-
chine, where a roller with an electrotype
of the signature of the check is printed
on each one.

Thence the checks move to the check-
signing machine. Ten checks are signed
in ink at once. A master pen, guid
by the operator, controls and directs the
strokes of the other nine pens. After
this comes. the slitting machine; it cuts
the sheets of ten checks apart. This is
followed by the sealing machine, which
moistens and seals the envelopes con-
taining the checks. Then comes the last
machine in the chain of operations—the
bundle-tyer. It automatically ties the let-
| ters in bundles of 200, in, order. The
{ checks are then ready to begin their trip
to the families of the soldiers’ depend-
ents.

M. E. Bailey, a mechanieal expert,who

| The Church has been more than sym-
pathetic. It has been almost effusive
in its eulogies of the valiant youth who
have come forth at the call of duty..

Everybody frank-
ly desired exemption; everybody applied
for exemption, and, practically speaking,
everybody was granted exemption, This
state of things was not peculiar to Que-
bec. It was substantialy true of one
part of Toronto, where I happened to
be’ working last December, though it
must be said that that district had then
been denuded of a great portion of its
manhood under the voluntary system.
But last week I was traveling through
parts of the maritime provinces where
ther: had been only moderate volunteer-
ing and yet where the M. S. A. had fail-
ed to get a gingle man. All those af-
fected had appealed for exemption,
chiefly on the ground of their occupa-
tions in agriculture, and all had received
exemption. The people of those parts
were glad to keep their young men, but
they had little respect for an Act of
Parliament which they knew to be cost-
ly in operation, and which resulted in
nothing except the distribution of ex-
emption papers.
