BELIEVE ATLANTIC
* RATE WAR IS SURE

~ Next Month

Would Involve All British and Continen-
tal Lines--Sharp Rate

Cutting Expected

(Canadian Press)
London, Dec. 19—The Atlantic rate
pwar which has been threatened for
months past, seems now inevitable. It
is said on the authority of-the Journal
of Commerce that the two most import-
ant German companies have failed to
arrive at a settlement of their difficulties
and the situation has now been aggr‘-
vated by thé Hamburg-American line|
deciding to reduce its rates before. the
important meeting of the North Atlantic
conference to be held on the 21st of next
month. A -

As a result of this decision, the agents
here, and at other places on the contin-
ent have been notified by the British
lines. that they will- be reluctantly com-
pelled to follow the lead -of the Ilam-
burg-Amerika line and accordingly there
is every reason to believe that the con-
ference agreements, now. existing will
be terminated after January 21.

In shipping and goyernment circles
there is an intense feeling of resentment
against. this forced situation, which is
said to have arisen from a desire on the
part of the Hamburg-Amerika to assert
to the world the strength of its individ-

ual position.

duplieated to emigration centres clear-
ly indicate that all companies, in the face
of the present situation, are preparing to
meet sweeping reductions of rates by
the Hamburg-Amerika line by similar
reductions, which it'is felt, will lead to
one of the most disastrous, rate cutting
wars. that has yet happened.

Mexico City, Dec.s19 — The fgc}era.l
troops just missed capturing Emiliano
Zapata, the rebel leader, yesterday at
Nenapera Ranch in the federal district,
about fiftecn miles to the south of Mex-
ico City, where he had established his
temporary headquarters during his re-
cent atiack- on the government forces.

The federal troops approached the
franch from several directions, and
skirmishing with  Zapata’s followers®
procecded for an hour, resulting in the
route of the rebels.

Some of the rebel prisoners told their
captors  that Zapata himself was in
commend and was one of the last to
escape. He broke through the circle of
federal troops with a few companions
who used the machetes to cut their way

out.

Regina, Sask., Dec. 19—To bring to
the settlers of the scattered rural set-
tlements of Saskatchewan access to the
treasury of books, a system of ‘travel-
ing libraries will be established under
the terms of a bill read a second time
in the legislature.
