Vienna, Jan. 20, via Amsterdam to
London, Jan. 21—“It is His Majesty’s |
wish to end the war at the soonest mo-|
ment possible by an honorable peace.!
In pursuance of this desire, and on the!
principles it repeatedly has announced,
the government of the dual monarchy
has done everything in its power, and
will continue to-do everything possible,
to bring about most speedily a general
peace. If for the present, however, only |
a separate peace with Russia is practi- |
able, the responsibility rests solely with
the Entente Powers, which have reject-
ed repeatedly our peace offers.”

These striking statements were made
today by Dr. Von. Seydler, the Austrian
prime minister, in a speech at an im-
portant conference between the govern-
ment and labor leaders.

He reiterated that it was the govern-
ment’s agreement that Poland should
settle her own state system by a popu-
lar- vote, preferably by a constituent
assembly elected on a broad basis, and
the government’s readiness to arrange ef-
fective guarantees for complete freedom
in such voting, unprjudiced by the oc-
cupying authorities,

“The government,” Dr. Von Seydler
proceded, “had, of course, to refuse the
Rusian government’s demand for the
evacuation of the occupied region.  This
refusal was not .due to.a desire to use
military occupation to restrict the Polish
people’s right: of self-determination, but
exclusively because of the continuance
of the war on thei other fronts and the
unsettled internal conditions in Russia,
we could not évacuate those territories
without endangering our military inter-
ests.

Prisoner of Germans But Says
General Treatment Goed

(Special cable by F. A. McKenzie, copy-
5 right.)

London, Jan. 22—Private Angus Ham-
ilton of New Brunswick, who returned
with a batch of wounded Canadian pris-
oners from Germany yesterday was vis-
ited by the German Crown Prince a lit-
tle while before his departure.

“We were taken from Hamburg,
where we were in hospital, to Aachen,”
says Hamilton. “Here we lay three days

in departure sheds. One day the crown
prince, accompanied by three generals,
visited us, walking the entire length of
the ward, and talking to several of the
He was dressed in what looked
like civilian clothes, with a grey fur-|
trimmed coat and he looked thin. Hel
talked very kindly. There was nothing!
in the least offensive or overbearing |
about his manner.
“He asked me who I was. When I
told him a Canadian, he looked at my
crutches and asked me how I was going
to earn a living with one leg when I got
back home. I said I wasn’t worrying
about my living if I got home.” |

Hamilton was captured at the Lens:
attack on “August 12, a bullet, apparent-

“I’m not complaining about my treat-
ment,” he said. “The food was certain-
ly poor, but the guards told us that it
was the same: food they had. I believe
the German people are suffering very
acute food shortage. ‘Some of our bread
was made apparently wholly from po-
tatoes with a kind of bran mixed. We
had very little meat, only a small por-
tion: once or twice a week. Fats have
almost totally disappeared. We re-!
ceived a little bit of butter mixture each
morning, about enough to spread thinly
on one slice of bread. There’s no soap
but a substitute is employed, apparently
made from dirt. It is highly perfumed. |
The people gave me the impression of
great want.”

Hamilton was taken from Lens to
Mons, where, he says, he, with all the
patients, was treated well surgically.
From there 'he was sent to Hamburg,
where the hospital for prisoners was left
largely alone, doctors rarely visiting, as-
sistants called sanitators doing the dress-
ing. The wounded were able to move
about, serving as orderlies,

Some returned men say . that parcels
take a considerable time to reach the
prisoners, the earliest known being, eight
weeks after capture and usually three
months. Some men .have been six and a
half months without parcels. This is
evidently due to faults in German distri-
bution.

Our wounded received a rousing re-
ception when they reached London yes-
terday. Today they are appreciating
the joys of hospital freedom. I found
some attending hospital concerts, others
still abed unable to stir. None will he
fit for fighting again, while some com-
plain about their food.

So far found none bring charges of
active ill-treatment against their Ger-
man captors.

“That belongs rather to the 1914-1915
stage,” said one. “Of course we saw
very little of the able-bodied prisoners,
so0 cannot say about them.”.

Every one was eager to hear news of
home. It was touching to see their keen
concern and pleasure when told the re-
Canadian election. “I'm
glad the home folk didn’t let-the boys
at the front down,” was their sentiment.

_ TRIBUTE TO BRIIISH NAVY

Attorney-General has Geod Werds,
in Toronto Speech, for Sir Sam
and the Canadians—“In to The
End,” Says Governor-General

Toronto, Jan. 22—“We have kept the
surface of all the seas of the world,” de=
clared Sir Frederick E. Smith, K. C,
M. P., attorney-general for Great Brit-
ain, last evening, at a great meeting held
to inaugurate a campaign to raise $8,-
000,000 in three days for the Canadian
Patriotic Fund and the Red Cross.

“We have by the power of the Britisk
navy been enabled to transport twelve
million soldiers over the seas. Think
what this means to our American allies!
Rely upon it, the Allied steamers and the
American steamers, working together,
will be able to carry over the seas the ’
millions of American soldiers, despite the
submarine.”

Speaking of the responsibility of Ger-
many for the outbreak of the war, he
said: “We know now that the German

American ambassador at Constantinople
