Indi the richest people per capita
in the world—are to be cut another oil
melon on April 5 that is expected to
net millions of dollars to the members
of this tribe. At a public auction at
Pawhuska, Okla, under the direction
of Secretary of the Interior Work, oil
and mineral rights upon approximately
84,000 acres of lands belonging to the
Osages are to be sold. Members of the
tribe, totaling 2,100, will not only re-
ceive a cash bonus, but will be paid
royalties upon every barrel of ofl taken
from the ground at the rate of from
one-fifth to one-sixth.

Interior, through the sale of these oil
leases, gave each of the 2,100 Osage
Indians $10,000 and some of the famil-
ies derived as high as $80,000. The sale
is expected to bring a bonus of some-
thing like $4,000,000 or $5,000,000 as a
similar sale conducted in 1923 brought
$7,000,000.

An investigation into the burning
of the Manor House on January 29 was
held yesterday afternoon in the office
of H..
