Pacific to Montreal. Is this claim well 
founded? If it were merely made by 
St. John people, perhaps it might be 
questioned, but the same assertion was 
made several years ago by the officials of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, 
when they wanted to cut out the steam­
ship call at Halifax. They said they 
could land the malls In less time in the 
West by the direct St. John route. Such 
a statement from such a source is 
ly worthy of attention.

• No fair te-tf of St. John as a mall port 
has ever been made. Obviously if mails 

be carried faster by the direct St- 
John route, this matter ceases to bear 
the aspect of a local squabble between 
St. John and Halifax, and becomes a 
matter which affects the business inter­
ests of the whole of Canada from Mont­
real to the coast. If It Is desirable to 
send Canadian mails by the quickest 
mail route to and from the old country 
and the Orient, and If that route is the 
direct St. John route, then all Canada 
Is interested. Obviously, also, all Can­
ada is interested in having a rfair test 
made of the St. John route. It is true 
that mail steamships are now running 
direct to and from St. John, but the 
mails from two which have thus far ar­
rived have been delayed and sent for- * 
ward by the slower Intercolonial route.
The post office department has asserted 
that they did hot bring letter mails, 
but this statement is contradicted by 
men who received letters.

All that St. John has asked or is ask­
ing is a fair test of its merits as a mail 
port- It has the assurance of Canadian 
Pacific Railway officials given some years 
ago that it is the fastest mail port. Why 
should not a test be made, and why 
should not the business men of Canada 
from Montreal to the West endorse the 
plea that such a test be made- without 
any further delay?

The Canadian schooner Bessie, bound 
from Boston for Nova Scotia, with 
grain and flour, dragged her anchors and 
went ashore on Monday in the heavy 
gale at Bass Harbor (Me.)
