Scientific Notes and News.

Prof. Henry Draper has stated facts
which seem to point to the conclusion
that it is not improbable that the planet
Jupiter is still hot enough to give out
light. 3

That the American people are alive
to the advantages to accrue from scien-
tific research,is amply shown by the in-
terest manifested in the Boston meet-
ing of the.American Association for the
advancement of Science, held during
the week commencing August 25th.
This was probably the largest gathering
of savants ever witnessed in this country.

The ‘“photophone ” is a novel instru-
ment by which rays of light are made
to produce sound. The honor of the
discovery of the applications involved
is claimed by Prof. A. Graham Belly
the inventor of the telephone. He has
succeeded in so controlling light-vibra-
tions as to be able to transmit specch
by rays of light, without the aid. of
conducting wires. In this way inar-
ticulate sounds have been reproduced
at a distance of about seven hundred
feet.

In Sweden nearly two thousand
¢¢school gardens ” have been establish-
ed as instruments of useful scientific
education.

At the request of the Centenial Com-
mission, a committee was appointed in
1876 by the Philadelphia Academy of
sciences to investigate and report upon
the subject of the insects and plants
that might be introduced o onr soil
through the medinm of foreignexhibits,
The committee now announces that bnt
thirteen species of plants have been
found in the Exhibition grounds, and
these only in isolated specimens show-
ing no disposition to spread. Some of
the species are from the western part
of our country, some from Europe
while a few of them are from Japan.

At arecent Berlin bird-show several
canaries were exhibited which attracted
much attention on account of the pecu-
liar colors of their plumage. Some were
green, others red and light brown, and
others of a soft grey tint, while all differ
ed more or less from thelight yellow of
the common bird. These variations of
color were produced by the daily use of
cayenne pepper in the food of the birds.
The pepper is given in small quantities
at first, and the birdsappear to like it.
The immediate eflfects are, however,
anything but pleasing to the beholder,
for the feathers soon begin to fall, giving
the birds the appearance of molting;
but in a short time new feathers make
their appearance, having the curious
tints observed.

The Jablochkoff system of electric
lighting is now in use under almost
every possible condition and in every
variety of establishment—in streets, on
bridges, in railway-stations, theatres,
circuses, engineering and industrial
works, docks, basins, on board steam-
vessels, i hotels, and in private resi-
dences. King Theebaw, of Burmah,
has sixty lights fitted up in his palace
at Mandalay; the Shah of Persia has
four at Teheran; Prince Agaklam has
six at Bombay; and the King of Portu-
gal and the ex-Queen of Spain are also
using them. Seventeen hundred and
sixteen were lately reported in use in
different countries, one hundred and
ninety-eight being in England.

A new process of obtaining stereotype
plates for printing has been disco;ered
by M. Emile Jeannin, a sculptor of
Paris, who proposes to employ for that
purpose the material known as celluloid.
The process of prepaiation takes only
half an hour, when the matter is once
in type, and the plates thus produced
are remarkably adapted for working on
cylinder machines running at a high
speed, being very light, flexible and
durable. In this last respect they are
82id to even surpass metal plates, afford-
ing fifty thousand impreasions, whereas
the best electrotyped plate will last
for only thirty thousand.

Gray hairs sometimes come prema-
turely by inheritance, trouble, or the
| Jarge nse of water containing lime. The

e
sudden bianching of a head of hair is
frequetitly caused by severe nervous
shocks, and numerous historital and
traditional cases may be cited in which
sudden fear or overwhelming news has
turned the hair white in a few hours.
The case of Marie Antoinette is one of
the most tender and touching, forina
single night her rich dark hair was
changed to a silvery-gray. A sepoy of
the Bengal army was taken prisoner in
1858, and the fright he received caused
his hair to become completely whitened
within half an hour, the change being so
rapid as to cause his captor to exclaim
in astonishment, ‘‘ He is turning gray !”
Under the influence of fear or any great
mental shock,the blood recedes from the
surface of the body to the heart, and it
issupposed the same influence may cause
the coloring fluid of the hair to retire to
the root-bulbs, where it rémains there-
after. Gray hair has been known to
become dark without the chemist’s aid.
In 1774, Nazarelia, a man 105 yearsold,
was presented by nature with a new set
of teeth and a restoration of the black
hair of his'youth. John Weeks was
blessed with a regeneration of the color
of his hair a short time before his death,
which occurred at the age of 114 ; and
Sir John Sinclair, dying at 110, rejoiced
in a youthful head of hair during the
latter years of his life. Dr. Richards
has reported the case of a man who had
three changes of his hair from black to
white during his life, the first taking
place when he was about 35 years old.

Careful and patient counting has
shown that a single plant of pnrslané
will produce 1,000,000 mature seeds.
This will furnish a seed for every sqnare
foot of ground on 23 acres. At thisrate,
the second generation from a single
plant will produce the enormous aggre-
gate of 1,000,000,000,000 seeds, or a
seed for every square foot of 23,000,000
acres.

Useful Household Hints.

A Goop way to clean black kid gloves
is to take a teaspoonful of salad oil,” drop
a few drops of ink in it, and rub it over
the gloves with the tip of a feather; then
let them dry in the sun.

Rice Paxcakes. Boil half apound of
rice to a jelly. When cold, mix with it a
pint of cream, two eggs, a little salt and
nutmeg. Stir in four ounces of butter, -
just warmed, and add as much flour as
will make the batter thick enough. Fry
in as little lard as possible.

In making ginger<bread, griddle cakes,
etc., with sour milk, if the whey only is
used rejecting the curd, the result will be
a much lighter cake than by any other
way.

PICKLED CABBAGE.

Take nice heads of purple cahbage, pull
off the loose leaves, slice from top of head,
cross the cabbages, in slices about half an,
inch in thickness, place in a stone .jar
sprinkle well with salt, let® it stand
twenty-four hours. Prepare vinegar as
follows :— To a gallon, add one ounce
mace, an ounce peper-corns (whole black
pepper,) and a little mustard seed. Drain
cabbage, put back in jar, scald vinegar and
spices’ and pour over cabbage, repeating
the scalding operation two or three times,
and cover jar very tight. When done,
the cabbage will be ahand some red colour,
and very ornamental to the table.

CHOW CHOW PICKLES.

Let two hundred small cucumbers stand
insalt and water closely covered for three
days. Boil for fifteen minutes in half a
gallon best cider vinegar, one ounce white
mustard seed, one of black mustard seed,
one of juniper berries, one of celery seed
(tying each ounce separately in Swiss
bags), one handful small green peppers,
two pounds sugar, a few small oniens and
a small piece alum; pour the vinegar while
hot over the cucumbers, let stand a day,
repeating the operation three or four
mornings. Mix one fourth pound mustard
with the vinegar, pour overcucumbers, and
seal up in bottles.

CAULIFLOWER PICKLES,

Choose such as are fine and of full size,
cut away all the leaves, and pull away the
flowers by bunches; steep in brine two
days, drain, put in bottles “with whole
pepper, allspice, and stick cinnamon; boil
vinegar, and with it mix mustard smooth-
ly, a little at a time and just thick enough
to run into jars; pour over the cold canli-
flower and seal while hot.

CUCUMBER PICKLES,

Wash cucumbers that havebeenin brine,
put in a procelain kettle, cut in two if
large, pour boiling water over them; boil
fifteen minutes,drain off water and replace
with fresh boiling water, and repeat twice;
drain, and pour over them boiling hot vine-
garto which has been added one- third its
quantity of sugar; let remain two or three
days, pour off, and add equal parts vinegar
and sugar, boiling hot.
