Sea Mining for Gold.

The ADvANCE published a paragraph
a few weeks ago giving a brief account
of gold having been brought up frem
the bottom on the end of a “dipsey
lead” in sounding off the coast of New-
foundland from a Norwegian barque
bonnd for ' Dualhousie. Just what
part ' the ocean may pliy in
the fature in the matter of gold
production cannot yet be gnessed bat
Prof. Liversidge’s estimate that .the
sea' may contain, more than 100,
000,000,000 tons of gold—this calcula-
tion being based on experiments show-
ing from one-halt to one grain of gold
per ton of gea-water off New South
Wales—will doubtless lead to nuwer-
ous schemes for putting into com.
mercial circulation a part of Nepture's
reserve. An English writer suggests
sea-mining with dn old iron ship. The
vessel should be floated by two air-
tight compartments, the hold should
be cleared and asphalted, an inlet and
an outlet should be provided, and a
twenty horse-power engine working a
paddle-wheel should drive through the
hold from 10,000 to 100,000 tons of
water wvery twenty-four hours. The
gas from sulphur burned in a small
porcelain furnace should be blown into
the water as it enters the ship. Sulp-
phurous acid reduces gold from its
solutions, and in the large hold the re.
duced metel would have time to settle,
The chief working expense would be
for crude sulphur, of which the con-
sumption need not be very large. It
is proposed that such a vessel be
anchored in some sheltered strait, and

Physical Science and the Meechanieal

The commercial value - of scientific
training was dwelt upon in a recent
address by Right Hon. A. J. Mun.
della. Switzerland and Germany,
comparatively poor nations, have for
more than balf a_century been perfect-
ing their educational systems, and have
given efficient instruction according to
advanced ideas to two generations,
The result has béen
Switzerland, a country without natural
resources, without iron without coal,
without a port ora navigable river,
ngw exports a greater amount of
manufactures per head of population
thaa any other nation in the worll,
not even excepting England. And it
is the ‘German chemist and- scientist
who is inall lands at the head of indus-
teies requiting technical knowledge.
When it was remarked to Prof.
Hofmann that Germany and Switzer-
land were over-producing scientific
men, he admitted that the 200 Doctors
of Science graduated in a single year
from one department only of the
German universities were more than
could be absorbed' at home, but sig-
nificantly added, “you must hLear one
thing in mind—we have the expoirt
trade entirely to ourselves” The
German scientist at home and abroad,
with an educational system studying
the needs of possible cystgmers, has
developed the foreign trade of the
country until the astounding fact has
been announeed that 1895 the

DETAILS OF A GREAT BATTLE—1,700 spPAN-
IARDS WOUNDED—WEYLER CALLING IN
THE CORN—FIGHTING CONTINUED.

New Yorg, Nov. 26.—The Ward Line
steamship City of . Washiogton, from
Havana, brought some iuteresting news
of the enzagement which occurred re-
cently near Mount Rubia between the
Spanish troops and the insurgent forces,
headed by General Maceo. Last Satur-
day the Government organ, La Lucha,
called for trains to convey 1,000 woundgd
and sick soldiers from Candelgria to
Havana, This was the first intimation
that had been received thet the engage-
ment had been serious in its resulis.
One of the passengers on the City of
Washington, who did nof wish to have
his name mentioned, gave gn intoresiivg
acevunt of how the battle was fought, and
this to a great extent explains why (en-
eral Weoyler resurned to Havana 8o soon,
Mount Rubia is 26 wiles west of Havana
and about twelve miles from the northern
coast of &he island, (eneral Weyler had
spread his trocha across the ‘isignd in its
narrowest part to prevent Maceo's forces
moving toward the east. Then the re-
maining forces were diyided into theee
detachments, one of 5,000 men, arobher
of 10,000 and the third of 20,000, the last
deing led by General Weyler himself.
These detachments moved towards the
mountain from different directions. . The
detachmenf of 5,000 reached the moun-
tain fisst, and ‘after heavy fighting was
repulsed by Magao's forces, with 700
wonnded, and it is not known how many
dead. When the second detachment of
10,000 men, ander command of General
Bcﬁegsu;, arrived and began to storm
the monntains, they foand thap the
engmy had disappeared, General Wey.
lér, who approached from the trocha, did
not have a chance to swel! powder.

These papers, instead of at-
tacking *‘perfide Albionw” as has Lesn
their wont, have swung around, and now
advoc.te- the cult vation of a French
alliance with Geest B itain.  According
to information from a high official quarter
tha change isdus to a cementing of the
relations  between Great Britain and
Russia. It is stated as an undoubted fact
that during the receut visit of the Czar at
B .lwoorsl, the Queen’s  residence in the
Highlande, the Anglo-Russian question
concerning boundaries m Central Asia
was absolutely settled. Both the French
aud German semi-official ne vspapers have
published inspired com'munications on
tha subject, and they all coneur in prais-
ing the Czac for abandoning the Russian
dasire for conquest and for completing
the of the Asiatic continent
under the single aim of the interests of
civilization. Whether cither France or
Germany is entirely pleased with the
solution of this long peunding matter ia
questiomable. Anoth.r proof of tha exis-
tence of an Augl)-Raesian eutente
announzed yesterdey in the Times, which
stated that the British aud Russian gov-
ernments were direc'ly arranging a sys-
tom of general reforms for Turkey.

The following letter has been received
from S. A. Thomp-on, at Santa Catalin,
Venezuela:  “‘During, the exploration * of
the concession of t''e Orinoco company,
headed by. Douvaid Grant aud other mining
men, a trail was cut to the [malica moun-
tains, stariing from this point to a village
of 150 inhabitants. The daties assigned
to some members of the party kept them
upon or clese to the Ounoco. until a few
wecks ago when two of us, Leslie O, Dart,
of Litchfield, Minn., and myself found time
to make an expedition to the mpuntaine.
Fuasbing on beyond the point reached by the
other party, we heard from the top of a
mountain a sound which at first we thought
to be thunder, but afterward @decided that
it must come from a water fall of consider-
able magnitude. Working in the general
direction of the sound over a difficult trail
‘we came at noon on Thursday, October 15,
to & lirge river and discovered what must
rank as one of the greatest water falls in
the world. The river bursts diagonally
through an almost perpendicular.cliff which
I estimate to be 1,600 feet in height and
breaks into half a dozen separate streams
which divide and subdivide and spread into
a broai fan-like expansion, and twists about
in such a curious corkscrow fashion that the
water at the bottom on the falls flows in
exaotly the opposite direction from the
course it holds when it first comes into
view. By clinging to bushes and going up
the giant ureepers hand over hand we climb-
ed up the cliff until the aneroid indicated
an elevation of more than 500 feet, but it
was imposible to reach the top and learn
how mach higher the falls are.”
