NEW YORK. Feb. 10.—The Western 
Union central cable office is advised 
that telegrams of all kinds for Japan 
and Korea can now be forwarded by 
any route except the Great Northern 
Co. at sender’s risk. Messages for Ja­
pan are no longer restricted to Ja­
panese, English or French language.

LONDON, Feb. 10.—It was announced 
In the house of commons today that 
a proclamation of British neutrality 
would be drawn up at a special cabi­
net meeting tomorrow.

JAPAN ATTACKS AGAIN.
LONDON, Feb. 10.—A despatch to 

the Central News from Pert Arthur, 
says the Japanese fleet returned there 
Tuesday afternoon ahd again bombard­
ed the Russian fleet and forts, but that 
it soon withdrew.

The losses to the Russians, the de­
spatch says, were small. During the 
firing a Japanese cruiser grounded.

The present events merely go to show 
the utter uselessness of Port Arthur 
from a strategical viewpoint.

Dealing with Secretary Hay’s note to 
the powers on the subject of preserving 
the integrity of China, Baron Hayashi 
said:

"The new treaty of China was- first 
suggested by my government, and we 
received assurances that Chinese neu­
trality would be observed. Japan will 
certainly agree most heartily to Secre­
tary Hay’s proposition, which appears 
chiefly to be due to the suspicion that 
Russia might find a pretext for military 
action against China. If, however, the 
United States and other powers con­
template the neutrality of Manchuria 
the case becomes very complicated.

So long as there are Russian troops 
In Manchuria Japan cannot regard lt 
as neutral territory, 
the United States, Great Britain or any 
other power would be willing to drive 
the Russians out of Manchuria, how­
ever much theÿ might insist that Man­
churia is part of neutral China, so 
while we are anxious to assist In assur­
ing the neutrality of China proper, we 
have every intention of waging an ag­
gressive land campaign In Manchuria 
Itself.

NEW YORK, Feb. to—The attitude 
of the board of United States general 
appraisers toward pulp wood imported 
from the province of New Brunswick 
Canada, has been clearly defined by 
judge Somerville, who has just handed 
down a decision that no countervailing 
duty should be levied on wood pulp 
coming from that province. The con­
troversy over this duty has attracted 
much attention among manufacturers.

Some time ago the Dominion gov­
ernment Imposed an extra 25 cents per 
cord stumpage on pulp wood cut in 
Quebec. To meet this the United States 
put on a rate of 60c. per ton on pulp 
imported from Canada. New Bruns­
wick manufacturers protested against 
this and claimed that the United States 
tariff should apply only against Que­
bec. The question was argued in New 
York in December last, when represent­
atives of all the New Brunswick mills 

present. The decision received to­
day is causing a feeling of much satis­
faction.
