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“IF THE LORD BE GOD FOLLOW HIM.”

——1 KINGS 18:21, 30-46.

Blijab’s requirements of King Ahab,
that the principal representatives of the
ten tribes should gather at Mount Car-
mel, and with them the 460 priests eof
iBaal, was promptly cemplied with.

‘~ Ahab seemed to loge his bravado, and

te realize that he was, in a general
sense at least, subject to Flijeh as the
Lord’s representative, and that the
elaim of the latter that the three anda
half years of drought was the penalty
for tdolatry seemed reasonable. He
evidently understeod that the test of
the two religiens was about to bhe
made.; but since Hiijab wsas only one
in contrast with o many priests of
Baal, with the heads of all the tribes,
apd with the king and bis courtiers
and since this seemed the only course
open to secure the coveted rain, the
king seemed to have offered no objec-
tion.

The top of Mount Carmel, the place
of meoting, was about seventeen miles
from the palace at Jezreel, It was
an ideal place for just such a spectacle
a® occurred there. It was probably a
few days before the invited persons as-
sembled, but when they came together
Elgah, in the audfence of the people,
‘proposed to the: 450 priests of Bamal a
test to demenstrate whether Baal or
Jehovah was God. Uhder these cir-
oumstances these men ocould evidently
do nothing else than assent to the test,

" and {t was an - especially appropriate
one. too; for Baa! was nmoted for being
preemiently the sun god, the god
of nature, fertility, ete. - The three and
& halt years of droughit already testified
against Baal's power to hless the flelds
and flocks ‘or his devotees with fertil-
ity or fruitfulness, and now, addition-
ally, Elijah proposed that the god who
would ansier by fire should be esteem-
ed the real one., The priests of Baal
made ready an altar and laid upon it
the sacrifice in the morning; then, after
their custom, they prayed and impor-
tuned, sometimes in a loud volce and
sometimes seftly, that Baal would-an-
swer and demonstrate his power by
fire from heaven consumiing the sacri-
fice,

CALL LOUDLY ON BAAL. OUR GOD
- “HBDARETH IN SECRET.”

Ag the noon-day sun shone out
scorchingly in that climate, not only
the stones of their altar became hot,
Put the fat of the slain saotifice must
have been sizzling with heat, and it
would have seemed to réquire very lit-
tle to have accomplished their object.
Tradition says that after the manner
of many of the deceptions of heathen re-
Helons, a man was placed inside of the
altar with a view to hik setting fire the
wood under the sacrifice at the appro-
priate moment; but the legend declares
that he was subsequently found suffo-
cated. At all events, accerding to the
Scriptural account, as the day advanc~
ed beyond the time of noon, the priests
of Baal became more and more desper-
ete, calling, O Beal, hear us! hear us!
As they cried aloud, Blijah madeé the
scene still more impressive
upon the minds of the elders of Israel
by ironleal remarks, suggesting that
their god, Baal, was perbaps on a
jsurney or per - asleep or what not,
and he exhorted them to -call still
louder upon him. Chagrined, nzied
by their defeat, they called still more
wildly, and ran about the @ltar after
the manner of heathen priests in some
perts until this day, yelllng and cut-
ting themselves, claiming that  they
had committed sins, that they would
chastise themselvea for these dins, and

_ that Baal should thus be propitiated
and hear and answar them, This con-
tinued until-three o'clock in the after-
noon, when Elijah proposed that in
the cool of the evening he would make
his_test, assuring the people that
Jéhovah, who had withheld the rain,
would demonstrate His power by

. sending the fire to burn the gacrifice
offered in His name.

. ./ Rlijah built an altar in the name of
the Lord--that 1is, oonsécrated by
prayer to the Ldrd. Présumably he
had all the help necessary in its con-
straction, and he added to it a feature

* not common to altars, namely, that it
- had a trench round &bout which he
caused to be filled with water from a

never-failing spring which is to be

found on the slope of Mount Carmel

Four earthen jars (misnamed in the

text barrels) were filled and emptied

_thrée times, until the whole altar,

' wood and sacrifice were saturated and
surrounded by water,"Shis would be a
demonstration to the heads of the na-
tions that the miracle to be performed
would be genuine. Then Elijah prayed
to God, “O Lord God of Abraham,
Isaac and of Israel, let it be known
this day that Thou art God in Israel,
and that I am Thy servant, and that
I have done all these” things at Thy
word. Hear me, O-Lord, hear me, that

_, this people may knéw that Thou art

* the Lord God, and that Thou hast
‘turned 'their heart back again.”

The prayer is beautiful in ite sim-
plcity, manifesting that the Prophet
bad »no boastful spirit in connection
'with his miesion, but that humbly he
recognized that he was merely a ser-
vant of the Lord. It showed, too, that
his desire was not personal display of

© power, but the blessiug of his nation
and the drawing of their hearts to the

* Lord, The Lord responded, and fire

from heaven came down in the sight
- of the people and consumed the sacri-
fice, the wood, the stones and the earth
‘with which the altar had b‘:‘n con-
. struycted, usad as mortar, lcking up
- the water in the tremch, The people
‘Were convinced and gladly acknow-
- led the Lord Jehovah, thereby cors
respondingly denying Baal It was a
great yictory for the cause  of _right,
and would ocarry  through the leaders
of alt the tribes tull Information to
every quarter of the kingdom,

ELITAH'S COURSE NOT OURS,

At Blijah's and  the 450
prophets of Baal were caught (“Let
not one of them escape’”) and at El-
Jah's direction they were executed at
the foot of the mountain—at the brook
whence the water had been brought for
the sacrifice. Infidels have been inclined
te comment upon this slaughter of the
_priests of Baal as representing persecu-
tisn and religious fanatictem. We are
to remember, however, what we have
alredsy oculled attentien to, namely,

& :

!thn.t God had pecuirar dealings with
this nation of Israel, and that Elijah,
as the divine mouthpiece of the occa-
sion, was fully commissioned to carry
out the divine execution against these
men, who had been exercising so bane-
ful an influence among ‘his people
leading them from light io darkness,
from the worship of God to idolatry.
This weuld give no right or authority
to anybody at the present time to ex-
ecute fellow creatures because of dif-
ference of religious belief, because the
world in general today is not under an
arrangement such as that which pre-
vailed in Elijah’s day between God
and the one nation of Jsrael. Today
civilization frames laws and has courts
of justice which decide on penalities
for violations of those luws—the Geath
penalty being usually reserved for mur-
der of treason. We are to remember
that in the peculiar relationship be-
tween God and Israel, under their cove-
nant made at Sinai, God Himself was
the King, the ruler of. that nation;
coneequently these priests of Baai were
traitors against Him, and, according
to the laws of our time, from this
standpoint would be worthy of death,
However, there is a higher law than
ours which we must recognize. It
must be admitted that God is the prop-
er judge of the whole wertd; that it is
with him to say who may live and
Who may not. Were the world living
today under the direct government of
the Lord, and were there today a prop-
erly certified Prophet of the Lord
whom, as the mouthpiece of God we
had no reason to doubt, it certainly
would be entirely ‘proper for us to hear
the word of the Lora and execute His
Sseniences on any and every subject to
the fullest extent. But during this gos-
pel age—from the time God gave up the
fleshly house of Israel and began the
establishment of spirttual Israel—He
has not claimed or exercised kingly
authority in the world, On the con-
trary, he tells us that present govern-
ments, although they call themselves
Christendom, are really ‘“kingdoms of
thiz world.” He tells us to look for.
Wward to the future, to the second ooms-
ing of Christ in power and great glory
as the time for the establishment of
the kingdom ef God under the whole
heavens. He tells us that the king-

typical kuuf(’h'm'tl and assures us that
when that time ‘shal come a great
blessing will come to the whole world—
a blenslgg of knowledge of the truth
and of opportunity to serve it; and that
Whosoever will not avail himself of the
glorious opportunities of that time, will
be *“cut off from amongst the people”
in the Secona Death.—Acts 3: 22, 23.

SIN SHOULD BE ACKNOWLEBDGED

It was customary in olden times that
When a general sacrifice was offereq it
should be followed by a feast, ang ap-
parently while the sacrificing was in
Progress throughout the day a feast
also had been brepared on the moun-
tain top, and it is in referenss to this
that Elijah sald to the king, ‘“Get thee
'up, eat and drink, for I hear the sound
of an ubunduxcp of rain.” The' prophet
may have been speaking figuratively,
or -possibly his words might be under-
stood better, “I hear from the Lord the
t_neu'a.ge of an abundance of raln com-
ing.’ Ahg.b and his assvciates miéht
much better have spent the %time in
fasting ang prayer for divine forgive-
ness for the idolatry which had brought
upon them the drought, and which now
had led to the execution of the priests
of Baal. Nevertheless the Lorg
through the prophet, did not urge up:
on. them any avowals of S0rrow that
they did not volunteer themselves,
Hereln 1s one of the distinet differenges
between those who are at heart the
Lord’s people and others.  Imperfec-
tions and failures 'each one finds in
himself continually, but thoge Who are
the Lord’s true Deople feel so aggrieved
at their failures that they are Prompt-
1y led to the throne of grace that they
may obtain merey and find grace to
help in future time of need, but others
take their failires lightly ana fall to
profit by them accordingly,

As for "the Lord’s people,
them can testify that their
have really resulteq in great blessing
te their own souls and great advance-
ment in evercoming weaknesses. The
sentiment of the conseorated is well
expressed by the poet, who says:

Some of

“O! may no earth-born cloud arise
To hide thee from thy servant's eyes.”

‘While the king and the heads of the
tribes were feasting Elijah was pray-
ing for the rain ang waiting for it.
Beven times in all he sent his servant
to leok in the direction from which the
rain storms usually came, to see whe-
ther or not anything in the nature of
a cloud was visible in the clear sky,
and only at-the last did he get the fa-
veorable report that his servant saw a
cloud about the size of's man's hand
rising in the west. Here we see beau-
tifully blended the part of God .and the
part of man in respect to prayer. Eli-
jah Aid not pray for rain until he un-
derstood that the Lord’s time had come
to send rain; then he prayed with all
earnestness and expectancy—with con-
fidence; for we cannot doubt that the
¢ne who built the altar and flooded it
with water and expected and Wwitnessed
the consuming of the sacrifice by fire
from heaven would be full of confid-
ence respecting the sending of rain,
for which, nevertheless, he ' prayed.
Just so it 1s with the Lord’s People to-
day in the matter of prayer. Gog has
definitely promised us certain things,
and these we may as positively expect
and may appropriately request; other
things, however, not promised, we are
not apt to expect.

Will leave Here on the
Harvesters’ Excursion.

The farmers of the Canadian West
have asked for thirty thousand eastern
men to assist in harvesting this year's
wheat crep. The C. P. R. ofticials
thought that five thousand of these
men could be secured from the mari-
time provinces, while the remainder
were to be gathered in Quebec and
Ontario. If the Upper Canadian pro-
vinces do not respond any better than
the maritime provinces are doing, the
farmers in Manitoba and the territor-
fes will be short of help. ~

A week or ten days age, judging’
from applications and enquiries re-
ceived, the €. P. R. ofticials here
thought that the full flve theusand
men could be secured, but now that
reports from agents are being received,
it is seen that this will not be the
case., Not more than three theusand
will go from these provinces, while it
is possible that the number may fall
as low as twenty-five hundred,

The reasen is that the men are sim-
ply not in the country. During past
years s0 many have gone to the States
and the Northwest that the country
is depleted. Last year .there were
thirty-two hundred in the western ex-
cursions, so that this year the total
will be considerably smaller. :

The excursion will leave St. John on
Saturday next. Special trains will bring
to this point the mien from Cape Bre-
ton and Bastern Nova Scotian points,
others from the Valley eounties -will
come over on-the reguélar frip of the
Prince Rupert on Baturday, the str.
Northumberland will make a special
trip from Summerside to Point du
Chene on Saturday night, and the Is-
land contingent wiii land here on Sun-
day forenoon. The men frem I. C. R.
points in New Brunswick will ke
brought in on the regular trains, while
those from C. P, R. stations will join:
the excursien trains on the way west.

There will be no shortage of cars.
Sixty passenger coaches have been
sent from Montreal to St. John. Some
of them are here now, while the rest
will. all be on hand before they are
needed. Abeut fifty-ive men will go
in each coach, so that sixty cars
should be enough for the entire party.
These will be made up into four or five
trains, leaving here at different hours
on Saturday or Sunday.
