The commissioners also 
found that the staff at Ottawa was sufficient for a 
force many times that of the Canadian militia. Mr. 
Courtney. Mr. Fysche, and Mr. Bazin pronounced flie 
machine ridiculously top-heavy. They pointed out that 
the officers at Ottawa were paid higher salaries than 
the employes of any other department, and reached the 
conclusion that too much of the outlay was absorbed at 
headquarters, leaving too little to provide for the train­
ing of the men.

Sir Fred Borden furiously attacked the commission­
ers and their report. The minister was in a splendid 
rage for the three hours In which he accused Mr. Court­
ney of ignorance and falsehood. But there Is much In 
the statement of General Lake which confirms the re­
port of the commission and the popular impression that 
the militia department at Ottawa is spending too much 
money at headquarters and too little in actual training. 
The cost of the force has climbed up until it is many 
times larger than the expenditure of fifteen years ago.
