material risk Is dang, r from pure 
legitimate causes.

The moral risk Is the danger from 
Ares by incendiarism or downright 
carelessness on the part of the own­
ers or occupants of premises. In the 
first division of these two risks there 
Is In Halifax a wide field for many 
fires because In a very large number 
o cases our buildings are of wood, and 
from a fire viewpoint very badly con­
structed. There 1b practically noth­
ing in the way of Inspection with re­
gard to the nature of goods stored or 
how they are stored. In these matters 
It Is pretty much a "go as you please" 
every person storing what suits him 
best and where and how he pleases. 
The ordinances governing the storing 
of oils and explosives are very weak, 
and likewise there is a very weak en­
forcement of such as we have.

As a matter of fact from material risk 
point o view Halifax presents great 
possibilities of a vast number of fires 
and bl| ones, and if the city's moral 
risk is as bad as its material risk there 
Is no telling what the consequences 
would be, but our splendid moral risk 
more than offsets the dangers from the 
very bad material risk conditions.

Probably no where in the world can 
bf found a more honest or more care­
ful body of citizens than we have in 
Halifax. Incendiarism is practically 
unknown, whilst carelessness in fire 
matters Is down to a minimum, the re­
sult being a remarkably small 
her of tires and most of them very in- 
signficant as a glance at the chief’s 
report fromtfear to year will show any 
person who will take the trouble to 
look them up.

Take last year for instance; the to­
tal number of alarms was 177, but the 
total number of tirés within the city 
Hmits was only 132 because of the 177 
alarms 20 were for brush tires, 7 were 
false alarms. 5 were recalls, 1 was a 
test and 2 were for smoke blowing 
down chimneys. Then to figure a little 
further we find that of the 132 tires 
4* were chimneys only and amount­
ed to nothing at all; so that 88 actual 
fires in buildings were all we had In 
Halifax for the last twelve months 
and in a wooden city of 50.000 people 
with, as 1 have said, a very bad ma­
terial risk, that certainly is a remark­
able showing, and brings out In strong 
relief the city’s splendid moral tire 
risk.

Berlin, Nov. 5—A much more sweep 
ing Investigation Is likely to ensue as 
a result of the disclosures during the 
trial of charges of corruption of Otto 
fc-cclus and Maximilian Brandt, two 
former employees of the Krupp ar­
mament firm, who are accused of brlb 
lng German officers to give them in­
formation about pending contracts.

When the trial was resumed today 
the public prosecutor moved that the 
oath should not be administered to 
several directors and former directors 
of the Krupp firm when they 
called as witnesses because he 
they might possibly be placed on 
trial. The court assented.

The directors had been exonerated 
after the preliminary investigation 
but the production of a number of 
Incriminating letters during the trial 
has revived suspicions against them.

BRITISH POSTMASTER-GENERAL.
The Right Hon. Herbert Louis Sam­

uel, British Postmaster-funeral, who 
has just concluded a tour of Canada 
and the United States, will celebrate 
his forty-third birthday today. He is 
one of many brilliant and able Jews 
who have won high place in English 
politics within the last half century. 
He was born in Liverpool and educat­
ed at Oxford, and was only twenty-five 
when he entered the political arena. 
He has held his present high position 
since 1910, and has Inaugurated many 
reforms. Mr. Samuel comes of a 
wealthy Jewish family whose mem­
bers have long been prominent in Bri­
tish finance and polities.

Fredericton, Nov. 5.—Rev. J. H. A.

Writer Compares Sister City Department with that 
of other Cities—Small Number of Fires and Moral 
Risk One of Best in the World.

A writer tor the Halifax Mall, sign- 
lng himself an “North End Observer." 
makes some interesting observations 
on the wages paid permanent and call 
men in a number of cities and claims 
Halifax the poorest paid department 
of the lot. He further shows that mor­
al risk In Halifax as one of the best In 
the world. The following article is 
one of a number pertaining to the Hali­
fax fire department:

The signs of the times point to a 
Substantial increase in the wages of 
lour police and it is to be hoped that 
the signs of the times will not fall.
. And now wliat about the firemen? 
They are just as poorly paid or even 
more so than the police, and like the 
1>olice, our firemen are the poorest 
•paid fire department in Canada. As 
proof of this, here are some figures 
that will be of Interest. First, however, 
I would repeat a statement recently 
made In these columns, namely that 
In practically all cities the fire depart­
ment is a permanent force, the call 
system such as we have here having 
been discarded years ago. This makes 
It difficult to get much of a compari­
son between the wages paid our call 
men and those paid the call men In 
other places, so that In most cases the 
ligures I have at hand are for perman­
ent men, and these figures certalny put 
Halifax in a very bad light In the mat­
ter of remuneration to Its fire fight­
ers. The figures quoted are, as will be 
noticed, from widely separated places. 
Also from places of varying sizes, 
some of them being larger, some smal­
ler and some practically the 
population us Halifax, and also In 
or two cases the figures are from cities 
Jn the state of Maine. For permanent 
men here are the schedules of wages 
In thé following places:

Toronto—Firemen and drivers from 
M0 per year to $1,100, the scale 
runnlr.v: first year $700; 2nd vear 
$800; 3rd year $900; 4th year $1,000; 
5th end thereafter $1,100; Assistant 
Engineers $1,050, Lieutenants $1,150; 
Captains $1,300.

Windsor, Ont.—Chief $1,200; As­
sistant chief $900, captains $864; 
firemen and drivers, 1st year $720; 
2nd year $780; 3rd year $840, and 
in addition to these rates of wages 
the men are allowed $48 per years 
for clothing and are furnished free 
with helmet and rubber boots, out of 
*very six 
duty, and 
ten days.

Hull, P. Q—Chief $1,500; assist­
ant chief $900; captains $800; lieu­
tenants $750; engineers $900; assist­
ant engineers $750; tire men and 
drivers $700. One day in six off duty 
for the full 24 hours. 10 days vaca­
tion. Uniform per year and all neces­
sary' fire fighting clothing, such as 
boots, rubber coats end helmets.

Montreal—Jn this case the ojtiy fig­
ures at hand are for firemen and 
drivers, the scale being first year 
$750; 2nd year $850: 3rd year $950; 
and In connection with these figures 
I may say that the chief of that city 
writes me that he Is looking forward 
for a big increase In his men’s wa.?es 
for the coming year.

In other tvords to 
quote Chief Blake's own words. “I get 
$1.600 per year, also carry on my own 
buslnes as usual and sleep at homo." 
Incidentally I may say that the chief 
of the St John fire department Is the 
head of one of the largest plumbing 
establishments in the city, whilst his 
predecessor. Chief Kerr, recently de 
ceased, was a lawyer with a blé «$ürt 
practice.

Truro—This fire department whilst 
good for Its size, Is naturally very 
small, but it Is interesting to note 
that even there the permanent men 
receive $720 per year together with 
dwelling apartments, fuel and light 
at the fire station, and the same scale 
of wages is In force with the perma­
nent men of Amherst, that is to say, 
$60 per month.

Portland, Me.—Portland, like St 
John and Halifax, has a permanent 
and a call section of its department, 
the wages being as follows : Perma­
nent chief, $1,696 per year; deputy 
chief. $1,272; district chief, $1,272;
