Ottawa, Dec. 1.—General Sir Sam 
Hughes made public today the letter 
which he received from Oliver Asselln, 
the Nationalist leader, after being of­
fered a commission to raise and com­
mand an overseas battalion for active 
service, declining to command the 
battalion and asking that it be given 
to an officer from the front and offer 
ing to serve In a humbler capacity. In 
accordance with his wishes General 
Hughes has given the command of the 
new French Canadian regiment to 
Major Desroeiers of the 14th Battalion 
and appointed Mr. Asselln second in 
command. The letter reads:

“Following conversations which 1 
had with our mutula friend, Mr. O. S. 
Perrauty, of Montreal, regarding my 
desire to do oversea# service, and no 
doubt also as a consequence of what 1 
wrote you on the same subject some 
months ago, you wired me today to 
offer me a commission to raise and 
command an overseas battalion for ac­
tive service.

“Without in the least departing from 
my well known political views, I think 
that helping the Allies in the present 
war is serving mankind, and that it is 
every man’s individual duty to do his 
utmost to that end. I accept your com­
mission with unbounded pleasure. My 
sole condition, is that the chief com­
mand be given to one of those offic­
ers at the front or from the front who

The only 
surviving member of hla parential 
family is Mrs. T. George Cracknell, 
wife of the curate of the "Little Church 
Around the Corner," New York City. 
Mrs. Cracknell only a few days ago 
returned to her home after paying a 
three-weeks’ visit to her brother, 
brother, Charles Ward, who died 
some years ago, was a talented artist.

Mr. Ward was the youngest of four 
sons of Charles Ward, Esq., a promt 
nent merchant In the early days of 
this city.
