No Legitimate Letter Mail
Confiscated or Treaty Rights
Violated, Entente Reply Says

Washington, April 3—The govern-
ments of the Entente Allies, thrdugh
Sir Cecil Spring-Rice, the British am-
bassador, presented to Secretary of
State Lansing a joint reply today to
the protest made by the United States
against the selzure, detention and en-
foreing of meutral mails. It declared
that no legitimate letter mall had
been confiscated nor any treaty rights
violated, but emphatically asserted
the Allies’ intention to continue sear-
ching parcel posts packages for con-
traband, “concealed under postal fold-
ers,”

In regard to “true correspondence,”
the note says the allied governments,
“will continue for the present to re-
frain from seizing and confiscating at
sea these correspondences, letters and
despatches, and that they will insure
the most rapld transmission of them

possible as soon as the genuineness of
their character is known.”

The protest of the United States
against the treatment of neutral malls
was based largely on evidence in the
possession of the State Department
that while mafls had not always been
searched at sea, meutral ships, upon
being taken into British ports for in-
spection, had British mails removed,
detained and otherwise interfered
with., The reply does not mention
this phase of the controversy. The
protest was in the form of a membo-
randum of instructions to Ambassador
Page at London.

It stated specifically that the Am-
erican government was inclined to
consider that parcel post shipments
were subject to the same treatment
accorded goods sent by freight or ex-
press.
