EVENING MASS MEETING.

Mr. Emmerson Says G T.P. Modificatient
Are Reasonable and Moderate--St. Joh
He Says Will Gst Transcontinental Freigh:
Business--The Candidate -- Senator King
and E M. MacDonald Heard.

The mass meeting in the Opera House
in the evening was very largely attended
and good addr s es trewting on present pol-
tical issues were given by lion. oo o
King, Hon. IL. A. McKeown, E. M. Mec-
Donald, M. P. P., of Pictou (N. 8.), and
Hon. H. R. Emmerson.

The majority of the delegates from the
counties, together with many representa-
tive cftizens, occupied seats on the stage.
Harrison’s orchestra played a programme
of popular music. Senator King presided.

Serator G G. King.

Senator G. G. King, the first speaker,
devoted the first part of his address to
treating of the allegations made against
him in a recent Conservative meeting by
Dr. A. A. Stockton. *The doctor had at-
tempted to make it clear that the speaker
was not a friend of St. John by reason of
the Harvey railway bill in 1883.

Senator King read an extract from the
reported statements of Dr. Stockton in
the St. John Sun, and followed this by
narrating the facts of his relations with
the railway matter, giving a different light
on the situation. The speaker could not
gee why Dr. Stockton should have re-
sorted to such measures as accusing him
of being an enemy to St. John by reason
of his ill-founded claims of 1883.

truth of this was open to doubt, but in
the event “of its beiug true who was re-
sponsible for them? .The Tories were.
Portland would never have become larger
than Eastport had it not been for the
Tory party. Senator King read clause 42
of the transcontinental contract. He was
willing to grant that the railway pro-
moters niight attempt to evade certain of
the provisions, but he pointed out that
the government could obtain redress. The
government, besides being in a position to
gain redress in a number of other ways,
could place I. C. R. trains on the trans-
continental and run them to the Pacific;
and could,also apply a tariff low enough
to drive the G. T. P. out of business. It
could make G. T. P. stock a drug on the
London market.

Senator King treated of the preferential
question, and Canada’s trade relations
with the United States. In conversation
with an American he had been asked if
Canada did not feel like asserting her in-
dependence in view of her remarkable
growth and prosperity. The senator re-
plied that the dominion was preparing to
become independent not of Great Britain
but of the United States so far as com-
mercial affairs wént. In conclusion, he
drew attention to the words of Sir Wil-
frid Laurier who said the only way to re-
tain the favor of the United States was
to be absolutely independent of her.

4on. Mr McKeown, .

Hon. H. A. McKeown, Liberal candidate,
was received with prolonged applause. He
felt great satisfaction at seeing so large
and representative an audience and read
victory at the polls, not only in looking
at those around him but from the attitude
of the citizens as he prosecuted his can-
vas. It was not to be expected that in
the discussion of a public question there
would not be two distinct and well
fined parties. It was well that this was
so0, for such a condition brought out the
critical judgment of the people. The more
keen the scrutiny the more clearly would
it be seen what the administration stood
for was one worthy of the most unselfish
support.

The question of the transcontinental rail-
way was tcday before the people. The
speaker wished to draw a clear distinction
between the criticisms made by the Con-
servatives and the true merits of the
scheme. The main contention of the Con-
servatives was that the cost of the road

would be too tremendous for the people
of Canada to undertake, that the taxpay-:

ers should hesitate before they gave their
endorsement to so huge an undertaking.
The cost of the road had been discussed
in parliament. Men qualified to speak

on the matter had been heard. Mr. Field-,

ing, the finance minister, had given his
pinion of what the road would cost, and
his statement was the correct fingncia.
exposition. The figures the speaker had
mentioned as the cost of the road were

not the ‘outcome of his own ealculations,

but were -spoken in view of whdt the
finance minister had said. It was not

necessary to go over the figures again but!

the expenditure would require between
513,000,000 and $14,000,000. This had been
proved.

A voice—“What did Mr. Blair say?”

“Tt is not what ome man says,” replied
Mr. McKeown, “but it is the reasons he
gives for what he says.”” It had never
been the policy of the Liberal party to
blindly follow one man.

It had been claimed that the building of

the road would divert trade from St. John.
The assertion was without any logical
grounds. No person could study the con-
tract without seeing that exactly the re-
verse was the fact of what they said. Mr.
McKeown here explained the policy of the
Grand Trunk Pacific as laid down in the
contract and the work the government
agreed to in the construction. The gov-
ernment would build from Winnipeg to
the maritime provinces and this section of
the road was the key to the whole situ-
ation. The party building the eastern sec-
tion of the road had a grip on the entire
line, If the company did not carry out
its part of the contract the government
could put it out of business in 24 hours.
(Applause).

The wisdom of the administration was
amply shown in the contract. If the con-
tract was laid before business men they
could not help but see that the G. T. P.
company was compelled by the terms of
the contract to perform what had been
contracted to do. The Conservatives ex-
pressed a fear that trade would be di-
verted from Canadian ports. Canada was
not standing still. She was developing ‘at
a remarkable rate. The star of empire
was steadily toward the north. The Lib-
erals had. faith in this. They saw for
their country a great future. In order that
the realization of this might be accom-
plished it was necessary to have railways.

Until the Liberal party came into power
practically nothing was done for the de-
velopment of the maritime provinces. It
the transcontinental was built it must of
necessity come to the maritime provinces.
When, on the hustings, the speaker had
asked Dr. Daniel if he was opposed to the
eastern section he was finally driven to
admit that he was opposed. The issue was
plain to the electors.

The present election was not i matter
of preference for H. A. McKeown or Dr.
J. W. Daniel—not a question of the as-
cendancy of the Liberal or Conservative
party, but the question of having the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway built—hav-
ing it built so that the people of St. John
would share in its benefits and have pass-
ing through their port the vast volume of
western export trade. To vote for Dr.
Daniel was to-vote against it. The speaker
had been through several political cam-
paigns but to judge from the signs of the
present one he felt assured that an over-
whelming victory for the Liberal cause
would be the result at the polls next Tues-
day.

McGreevey to jail, Sir Hector Langevin
out of his office as minister of public
works, and Mr. Monck out of his position
as Conservative léader in Quebec. Unless
Conservatives were careful it was possible
that Mr. Tarte might transport R. L. Bor-
den out of his office. (Laughter.)

Mr. Macdonald spoke of the Liberal gov-
ernment recognition of organized labor and
referred to Dr. Daniel’s claims in respect
to the labor question. He dwelt upon the
increase of Canadian business since the
Laurier government came into power and
in taking up the question of the Grand
Trunk Pacific said if H. A. McKeown was
elected the Nova Scotia representatives
would be at his back in his endeavors to
have the claims of St. John fully recog-
nized. The building of the G. T. P. was
what Canada stood in need of. Cana-
dians should view the watter from a
broad standpoint. Montreal, while not on
the proposed route, was confident that she
would be connected with the line by a
branch. All Canada should feel that the
transcontinental was something which
would be of great and lasting benefit. The
great west wanted it and the necessity for
it in the east was emphasized by the vol-
ume of export trade which would flow
from the west. The western land was
filling up. Last year $7,000,000 worth of
settlers’ effects went into the country. R
L. Borden had admitted the necessity of
increased transportation facilities.
