Mr. Barnhill appeared for Mr. Howard,
who owns land upon the Mispec river.
Mr. Skinner and Mr. Macrae represent
ed the city. It was stated that thel city
purchased the portion of the river from
that part known as the Ellison and Mount
Dam down to the point of the Sulphite
Company.

Mr. Barnhill wanted the claims for dam-
ages left entirely open.

Mr. Skinner represented that the city
had undertaken to create a new lake be-
low Loch Lomond for the purpose of hold-
ing a supply of water that would be suffi-
cient to give the city ithe 7,500,000 gallons
a day that it wanted, and then in the dry
season of the year would give to the per-
sons on the river as much water as if the
city had not interfered at all and there-
fore that some care should be used in al-
lowing persons to make sufficient claims.
After argument the municipalities com-
];ni-tee considered and recommended the
Judge Hanington appeared in suport of
the bill to amend the act for the preven-
tion of forest fires in Westmorland. The
resent act prohbits the kindling of fires
from the 15th of April to the 15th of
June and from the lst of September to
‘he 15th of October.

It
is understood that opposition to some of
these sections will be offered by the tem-
perance people, Wwho claim that the
amendments do not go far enough.

The corporation committee this morn-
ing had the Inglewood Pulp & Paper Com-
pany and bill before them. H. H. Mec-
Lean and Geo. McAvity were heard on
behalf of the bill and W. Watson Allen
against it. The company wished to obtain
powers of expropriation for the purpose
of carrying their sluiceway over a piece
of land which the owner will not sell. The
committee thought that they -could not
depart from the principle laid down last
year that a private individual or company
could not obtain powers of expropriation.
The bill stands over until tomorrow.

The bill to extend the powers of the
Madawaska Iog Driving Company was
not recommended. [

The auto road company’s bill was re-
commended.

In the municipalities committee the bill
to .authorize Fredericton to issue deben-
tures to pay off the floating debt caused a
long discussion. Mr. Barry and ex-Ald.
Farrell were heard against the bill and
the mayor, the city clerk and Ald. Chest-
nut for it. The city treasurer gave a state-
ment of the assets and liabilities of the
city at the end of the year, from which
it appeared that at the close of the year
there was an overdraft of $18,804, to which
was to be added $1,344, paid on account
of a steam roller. They had in hand in
cash $2.004. Since then taxes have been
collected to the amount, of $7,868, and sew-
erage and water $2.398. There is due on
ground rent $750 and on sewerage . and
water $300. There are also $11.000 worth
of 'back taxes, of which 75 per cent is
good. The committee thought that un-
der these circumstances it was not mneces-
sary to issue bonds to the amount of $20,-
000, but they gave authority to igsue bonds
for $8,000 to cover the cost of the steam
roller and other capital expenditures.

The bill to amend the act incorporating
the town of Dathousie was recommended
as amended. It gives power to the com-
missioners to levy taxes for the repair of
the streets and to improve the town hall.
1t authorizes temporary loans to meet cur-
rent expenees, gives persons tax on $300
income a vote and enables the ratepayers
to exempt the Restigouche Woodworking
Company from taxation and to supply it
with water. .

The costs of the suits were paid by
the government and one claimant should
not be paid without considering the claims
of the others.

I do
not think the St. John bills received the
consideration due them. ;

I pelieve, for instance, that St. John
had a right to an exclusive franchise for
lighting on the west side, and 1 believe
also that the St, John Btreet Railway
Company should be taxed. St. Jobn sent
several bills here for enactment and every
one has been so mutilated and cut up that
the city will scarcely be able to recognize
OE of them when it goes back to them.

t. John elects a council to do ite busi-
néss-and when that council after deliber
ation sends to this house bills which they
deem in the city’s interests I do not think
it the right nor fair thing that those bills
should be so amended and mutilated that
they could mot be recognized by the peo-
ple who sent up the originals.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—The hon. member
from Carleton was not present in com-
mi%eenorin-‘bhehouse'tpassistindis—
cussing those bills and in perfecting that
legislation and after an absence from the
house of many days he comes here today
and tells us we did not give those bills
consideration. I claim that these meas
ures were very fully discussed. I will
always exercise my right to use my best
judgment on bills from St. John or Kings
county, or from any municipality and
shall vote and speak upon those measures
as my better judgment dictates. We have
a duty to discharge here and every mem-
ber feels that duty and responsibility rest-
ing upon him and surely it is not right
that a member who has been absent from
the house when these matters were under
consideration should come in now al}d
eriticize ug and say that we have not fair-
ly or fully considered these bills.

Not Enough Information About
St. John Bills.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—My hon. friend from
Carleton has been away a great deal of
the time this session. I do not think he
has been in his place in the house more
than a fortnight altogether, and now he
comes here and tells u‘s who have given
attention to our legislative dudes day
after day that we have not treated bills
fairly because business Wwas not suspended
and these bills held over until he returned
and pronounced upon them. . :

My hon. friend has not consutted his

leader in this matter or he would have
learned that the hon. leader of the op-
position and myself stood shoulder to
shoulder in regard to many of the amend-
ments proposed to some of the St. John
bills. .
I repeat in the house what I said the
other day in committee that much of the
legislation which is sent there from 8t.
John is not in such perfect state that the
house can pass it without the fullest pos-
sible consideration and we spend days and
days in trying to get such information re-
garding many of these bills as will en-
able us to form an intelligent opinion up-
on them.

The members of the common council
and the members from St. John city are
often lacking in information that is very
ecgential the committees should have, Why
up to this moment we do 1ot know what
are the length of the streete of the city
of St. John nor how certain proposed leg-
jslation would have affected the rights of
the railway company with regard ito these
streets.

I take the same ground as does the at-
torney-general that no mnewspaper threats
or outside talk should influence the mem-
bers of this house. I have before this ex-
pressed my views regarding lobbying. I
believe our Jegislature occupies a most
favorable reputation in this respect.

It is true that gentlemen wha arg pare
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ticularly interested in certain legislation
come here and do inform members regard-
ing the effects of the proposed legislation,
but it cannot be truthfully said that un-
due influences are used to secure the sup-
port of votes of any member. There has
been nothing t6 justify the criticisms of
the hon. member from @arleton but every
desire hag been evidenced, by the members
of this house to give gvery measure com-
ing ‘Defore it the fullest possible consider-
ation.
The house took recess until 8 o’clock.

Evening Session.

Upon resuming, Mr. Flemming said:
It is not true that I bave been absent a
large part of the present session. I was
present in the municipalities committee
when the St. John bills were di
and I know that the ecommittee took a
vote upon the bill to authorize the city of
St, John to acquire the lighting plant in
Carleton and approved of the bill. But
when the bill comes before the committee
of the house an amendment is brought in
by the attorney-general which takes away
the right of an exclusive franchise which
was the object sought in the bill and ap-
proved by the committee on municipali-
ties. That was one of my reasons for
stating that St. John was not treated as
generously—to put it, mildly—es the inter-
ests of the city demanded.

I consider that the amendment now be-
fore the committee is not even half a loaf,
it is merely a crumb, but even so as it is
something in the interests of the city I
will have pleasure in supporting it.

Mr. Robertson—I did mot agree with all
the sections of the bill under considera-
tion as originally drafted and on some of
the measures I have not voted as did my
colleagues. I believe that the amendment
now under consideration is more fair to
the city of St. John than was the original
section.

Hon, Mr. Pugsley—I believe that if this
amendment is adopted it will be the first
step in the direction of making a street
railway. company responsible for the con-
dition and repairs upon the streets ever
incorporated in amy legislation passed in
this dominion.

By this amendment we compeb tthe
Street Railway Company to keep in good
repair most all the streets in the city for
some seven miles over: which its tracks
run, being responsible for the mainten-
ance and repair of the streets from curb
to curb and this is whe first time any such
far-reaching legislation has ever been en-
acted in this country.

It is the most effective legisiation that
could be devised to protect the interests
of the city. If the hon. member from
Carleton who asserts that due comsidera-
tion has not been given these matters is
opposed to this amendment let him vote
against it and place himself on record.

I did not eriticize my hon. friend be-
cause he was absent from the house but
because on his return from such absence
he presumes to criticise us and even his
own leader when we have done our best
to faithfully discharge the duties devolv-
ing upon us.

The hon. leader of the opposition has
opposed the St. John telephone bill so
gtrenuotmly that there is lttle likelihood of
its passing this session and does the hon.
member for Carleton criticize them for
that and say that he is not acting as his
best judgment dictates?

The hon. member for Charlotte (Mr.
Grimmer) ‘'has also expressed himself
pretty stromgly as opposed to some of the
1ggm]atlon that has come here from the
gt-y o&&;, tgshn and will my hon, friend

om Carleton say that he !

The vote being taken upon ‘the amend-
t:gnt it was adopted without a dissenting

oice,

Bye-Law Section.

The section of the bill rding the
byelaws was then taken u;:ega Hou.g Mr.
Tweedie sa._u'l that in his opinion the com-
mon council which under this bill is given
the right to make byelaws for the effi-
cient operation of the street railway,
should be required to give the company
20 \‘l.ays notice of such byelaws before
sending them to the governor-in-council
for approval.

Mr. Hazen did mot think it proper to
take out of the hands of the company the
power to make its own bye-laws and give
»tha.e power to 'the common council. He
believed the better way would be to have
the company make its own byelaws and
submit them to the council for approval
and if they could not agree then submit
them to the governor-in-council. In this
way the council would have a way of mak-
ing its views known and felt and an in-
justice would not be done either party.

The section was adopted as amended and

tthe bill reported to the house and passed
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
