PRODUCERS MEET AGAIN

President Raymond Says if Deal-
srs 'Will Not Meet Their Terms
Arrangements to Supply Oon-
sumers Through Another
Source Would Be Made, in Fact
Were Under Way.

According to figures obtained Tuesday
from the 1. C. R. freight shed, just 541
cans of milk arrived in the city Tuesdap
as against 617 cans the day before, a short-
age of seventy-six cans.

The milk comes from various points
along the line, the farthest from the city
being Penobsquis, and the nearest Jubilee.
‘I'he freight is charged on the 100 pounds,
and-runs from four cents from Penobsq_uiﬂ
to seven cents trom Jubilee. From Sus-
sex, which is the largest source of supply,
the freighit is eleven cents.

Uounty Milk Producers’ Association, met

to further discuss the milk question. He
Jaid before them the same proposition that
thad been placed before the milk dealers,
viz.: thirty-five cents a can from now un-
il June 1, 1908, and twenty-five cents frdm
that time until Sept. 1.

In explaining the stand taken by the

. farmers, Mr. Raymond said that, while

feed was only $25 a ton on thie average
last year, it was now $30 a ton, an increase
of twenty per cent., while the farmers
were asking only a little more than six-
teen per cent. increase for their milk. He
said also that if the dealers refused. to
accept the terms asked, he would make
arrangements to have the consumers sup-
plied through another source, and had al-
ready taken steps in that direction. About
the usual supply of milk will be shipped
from here in the morning.

The milk question was the’ principal
topic of discussion at the monthly meet-
ing of the board of health Wednesday af-
ternoon. It was decided to cancel the li-
censes of those dealers who drew their
milk supply from herds which had not
been examined and passed by a veterinary
‘surgeon and the certificate filed with the
board of health. This rule will be strict-
1y enforced. The twelve producers whose
names have been handed in and others
not complying with the regulations will
be boycotted unless the regulations are
complied with, for as yet none of the
twelve have filed certificates at the board
‘of health office.

BUSINESS DEPRESSION
IN UNITED STATES OF
SMALL PROPORTIONS

Duns’ Commercial Agency Report from
Sixty Principal Cities

Governor Hughes' Commission
to Report onImproved Methods
of Conducting Stock Banks
Gives General Satisfaction.

New York, Név. 14.—Comparatively
sound conditions in commercial and manu-
facturing interests are indicated by special
reports to R. G. Dun & Company from
over sixty or more of the_ leading cities
of the country. Conservatism in accumu-
lating stocks is reported in most cases
and there are many in which working
hours are being reduced and men laid
off. As a rule, however, thé reduction in
production is not great and is taken rath-
er as a measure of precaution than because
of greatly diminished orders.

All New England points, including Ban-
gor, Providence, Springfield, Lynn, Wor-
cester, Hartford, New Haven and Bridge-
port, report certain reductions in pro-
duction, but do not indicate any serious
crigis. On the contrary, the usual report
is that industrial conditions are fair and
that it is only surplus help which is being
weeded out.

In all the New England cities adequate
currency is reported to meet pay-rolls
and to carry on business, although banks
are not making many new loans.

To Improve State Banking Laws.

New York, Nov. 14.—In financial circles
here today the view was freely expressed
that the action of Governor Hughes in
appointing a commission to recommend
changes in the New York banking laws
may result in a gimilar movement extend-
ing to other sections of the country and
in the enaction of legislation which will
place a state banking institution on a
basis and under supervision more closely
akin to that of the national banks.

A. Barton Hepburn, president of the
Chase National Bank, and former con-
troller of the currency, who, it is gener-
ally conceded will be the chairman of the
Hughes commission, is known as one of
the strongest advocates of the mnational
banking system in the financial world. It
is ‘believed that Mr. Hepburn will per-
sonally recommend to his associates that
the state laws should be made to conform
as nearly as possible to the federal sta-
tutes. ' All of the members of the commis-
sion appointed by Governor Hughes are
prasidents of New York banks and trust
companies.

“We will be in a position to comply
with Governor Hughes’ request for a re-
port by December 15. It is to be expect-
ed that the views of the individual mem-

bers of the commission will coincide in;
most mattérs and our work will consist; i€ e
largely in bringing out and emphasizing| delightful function.

There
have been rumors in circulation for a day
or two that the mills would probably shut
down for a time, but it is understood
these reports originated through irquiries
from the dry-goods markets as to the
amount of cloth likely to be produced in
the near future.

The Fall River mills declared the lar-
gest dividends for the last quarter in
their history and all are runping in full,
with the exception of a mill owned by the
New England Cotton Yarn Company,
which the manager says is closed- for re-

| pairs.

Rhode Island S8hort of Oash.

Providence, R. I., Nov. 14—Walter A.

treasurer.

" THE DOG ON THE FARM

—

Notwithstanding the antagonism which pre-
vails among certain classes of farmers against
dogs, it is very evident that these domestic
pews will continue to find a place, whether

tion if it would ne. pay to raise dogs of a
standard breed and train them for farm pur-
poses. The objections to dogs arise from two

habit of kiliing sheep; and, secondly, their
utter uselessness in so many instances due to
their promiscuous breeding and lack of train-
ing. The ordinary Canadian farm dog is

could imagine. He is usually an ungainly
creature, of no breeding and no intelligence.
His only value, apparently, is as a companion
to the farmer and a playmate for the child-
ren.

There are two classes or breeds of dogs
that would be valuabld acquisitions to the
farms of this country. These are: the Scotch
collie and the old English bob-tailed sheep
dog. It seems to be a common belief that the
collie fs treacherous, but this is calumny. In

sagacious, mild-tempered and patient gservant
of thé sheep-farmer. It is quite true that a
collie which has been brought up in the wilds
may be shy and refuse to be patted or even
touched by a stranger, but this is merely the
result ‘of training and surroundings on 2
highly-strung, nervous disposition. Pure-
bred dogs that are well treated are usually
extremely sensitive and seem to be as much
discomfited by a moral rebuke—an unkind
look, word or action—as most animals would
be by physical chastisement. This indicates
an amount of sympathy and good-fellowship
between the dog and his master that is quite
unattainable in the relationship which exists
betwen man and such a noble and serviceable
animal as the horse. It
mental powers of a collie dog develop readily
under kind treatment, especially when it is
associated with firm and consistent manage-
ment and control. tI is necessary in training
a dog to work to secure his obedience to his
master's call and to so instruct him that he
will respond to sign.or gesture. When near
at hand the word and look of the master form
the chief means of guidance, but at a disance
the whistle and motion can alone be relied
upon. 'Ehe perfod of life at which a dog is
most susceptible to training is when it is be-
tween' six and twelve months’ old. A pure-
bred dog descended from working parents is
usually more easily trained than one which
is sprung from a fancy strain. =

If Canadian farmers would co-operatively
sustain kennels where pure-bred collies or
sheep dogs could be raised and trained for
their use, the industry might soon grow to
large proportions and would result in each
farmer having not only a splendid companion
and a refined playmate for his children, but
a dog of great value and usefulness as well.
It seems a waste of money to continue pay-
ing dog taxes year after year and have no
better animals individually and collectively
than are at present found in the country.
With rare exceptions the damage to the sheep
industry by dogs is done by the unintelligent,
mongrel dogs. This loss aggregates hundreds

still greater were the number of sheep kept
on Canadian’farms more nearly approximat-
ing what it should be, considering their value
to the land;, and the profits that may be se-
cured from them under intelligent manage-
ment.

The sheep dog trials which have for many
years occupied a good deal of attention and
created a widespread interest in certain locall-
ties in the United Kingdom, have been an im-
petus to the training of dogs for practical
work. These trials have been introduced at
our own Canadian national exhibition, but,
owing to the small number of dogs competing,
they have not created the interest their im-
portance warrants. In the old world the pre-
scribed work or task is generally as follows:
Three sheep being set at liberty on a spot
some half a mile distant from' the shepherd
and the dog, out of the dog’s sight, and even
sometimes out of the sight of the shepherd
also, the dog has (1) to go to find the sheep,
(2) bring them over a course more or less be-
set with natural and artificial difficulties to
the shepherd, who is restrained from proceed-
ing over a certain boundary to the assistance
of the dog, and, with the shepherd's assist-
ance when within the boundary, to drive the
sheep to a small enclosure, and (3) pen them
within a certain specified time, generally ten
minutes. The total number of points allow-
ed is usually sixty, for the finding of the
sheep eighteen, the return thirty, and the.

nical error in charging the jury hv assum-
ing certain evidence as proven which
ought to have been left to their considera-
tion. His honor pronounced sentence of
death on the prisoner, but later the full |
bench at Fredericton sustained MF. Me-
Keown’s appeal and a new trial was or-
dered.

The second trial was in June when his
honor, Chief Justice Tuck, presided. The
counsel for the prisoner were the same,
while Solicitor General Jones conducted
the crown’s case alone. The jury dis-
agreed and the third trial was ordered for
September and Judge Hanington presid-
ed.

Again the jury brought in a verdict of
guilty and efforts were then set on foot
to secure 3 commutation of sentence to
life imprisonment. A petition was drawn
up and circvlated in Albert county and
many signaiures were secured. This was
carried to Ottawa and presented to the
proper officials at the department of jus-
tice by Mr. Sherren, counsel for the son-
demmed man. Doctors were also called in
to examine Collins as to his sanity, and
an expert alienist was sent from the de-
partment at Ottawa. The results of his
examination were that Colline was sane.
‘This closed the last avenue of hope for
the doomed man.

Ever since his incarceration in the jail
at Hopewell” Cape more than fourteen
months ago, deep interest has been taken
in the fate of the wretched man. He had
no means of employing counsel and a
number of ladies subscribed a sum of
money and secured the sarvices of Hon.

EROOKLYNITE BUILDS
PALACE ON SUMMIT OF
NOVA SCOTIA MOUNTAIN

(Brooklyn KEagle).

On the summit of the North Mountain
range at Aylesford, Nova Scotia, near the
Bay of Fundy shore, a Brooklynite, Wil- -
liam J. Kelly, of 762A Greene avenue, has i
recently completed a palatial
residence that contains ‘all the conven-.
jences of a mansion 1n a big city. Mr.
Kelly sometimes is called the father of
the rapid color process of printing. He
has practically retired from business ex-
cept when called upon at times to give
his expert services on big contracts. A
few years ago he went to St. Petersburg
to install a big color press in the office
of the Nova Vremya.

No meore beautiful and commanding
spot could have been chosen for Kelly
Villa, as it is called, than in these moun-
tains. It is complete in all detail and the
first residence to install a private electric
lighting plant in" Nova Scotia.

Mrs. Kelly is a Nova Scotian, a daugh-
ter of the late William Sanford, merchant
and hotel keeper of Harborville. A few
years ago she purchased the site of the
present Kelly Villa as a home for her
mother. Upon the latter’s death Mrs.
Kelly first determined to sell the prop-
erty; but in consideration of the beau-
tiful scenery and climate, and having a
sentimental attachment to - her native
province, she changed her mind and de-
cided that she would prefer a summer
home in Nova Scotia. Mr. Kelly had
on several occasions visited Aylesford and
agreed to his wife’s suggestion.

Mr. and Mrs. Kelly were determined if

"they built a summer home in Nova Scotia

it should be equal in every way to what
they would have built in New York. But#
to assemble the materials and find the
workmanship in a rural district of Nova
Scotia, and at a point on the side of the
North Mountain where everything had to
be hauled up, was a problem. L. R.
Fairn, a well known Nova Scotia archi-
tect, was given full charge of the work.
The property consists of 170 acres, in-
cluding orchard, tillage, pasture and
woodland. A site was selected where the
orchard and forest provided a natural
windbreak behind, and the open ground
before permitted an unobstructed view of
the lovely Annapolis Valley below. To
work out his plans for buildings and
grounds Mr. Fairn had at some points to
cut out the solid rock and in others make
extensive -fillings. A complete seweérage
system was installed, the grading done,
the buildings erected and the landscape
work completed. In ‘'some cases to get
wood, hardware or fittings desired it was
necessary to send to distant Canadian or
United States cities; but wherever pos-
sible the materials were obtained locally. -
The approach to the grounds is through a
massive gate. The driveway is covered
with selected pebbles from the Bay of
Fundy shore. On the left the ground
slopes away in well designed (ferraces.
On the right it passes around a pretty
grass plot having in the: centre-a majestic
beach.” This driveway brings the visitors
in full view of the residence. The latters,
is 104 feet on the front and 62 feet deep.
A 11foot piazza extends on two sides.
An obeervation balcony on the third floor
faces the valley and a.handsome round

tower rises three stories in height. Driv- g

ing under a commodious port cochere a
spacious veranda is seen of -classic de-
sigh, its eixteen pillars being grouped in
sets of two each. The architecture of the
residence is a modified mission and con-
forms admirably to the surroundings. The
house and buildings are all treated in har-
monious tints with creosote stains.

There are 21 rooms in the house, all
finished and fitted in the latest and most
approved style. On the first floor are liv-
ing room, dining room, breakfast room,
kitchen, pantry and laundry. The ceilings
on the first floor are of tinted rough sand
finish.

The 'living room has massive beamed
ceilings, built-in bookcases, with art glass
doors; circular window seats and a big,
solid brick fireplace. In the construction
of the fireplace Mrs. Kelly was treated to
a pleasant surprise, for, unknown to her,
Mr. Kelly had her name, “Lizetta,” in-
scribed in the masonry.

The dining room has paneled dadoes six
feet high, surmounted with plate rail;
brick fireplace, long window seat, and the
finish is a beautiful antique green, mak-
ing a very pretty effect when the lights
are on. KElectric lights are placed in the
cornice around the room, as well as in a
handsome central cluster.

On the second floor is Mr. Kelly's “den,”
five sleeping apartments and the bath-
room. A speaking tube connects the hall-
way with the kitchen, and from all bed-
rooms electric signals connect with the
announcer in the kitchen.

On the third floor are the billiard room,
a cozy corner for Mrs. Kelly, sleeping
chambers and an immense water tank.
On this floor is also the door leading to
the observation balcony, from which a
most magnificent view can be had of the
orchards, farm houses, streams and high-
ways, extending for many miles in the
valley below.

One of the most interesting things at
Kelly Villa is the power house and elec-
tric eystem. The engine is of 10-horze
power, and not only operates the dynamo
from which over 80 lights are supplied,
but aléo drives the pump which supplies
the 700 gallon tank on the third floor of
the house. It is also being equipped to
saw wood and do other work for the
farm. :

A visit to the barns and stables shows
that Mr. Kelly intends doing something
in farming and stock raising later on.
Accommodations are arranged for cattle,
sheep, swine and poultry. And some rods
from the barns an orchard of several
hundred trees has been planted.
