Humors of the Tichborfe, Trial—
Talkative Judges and Hasty Jar-
ors—An Indignant Chief Justice
and a Courageous Counsel-Fifis
with the Bench—Proverbs Mt

Priests.
LoNDON, Aug. 18, 1878,
HUMORS OF THE TICHBORNE CASE.

don, in a social sense, has become “Lon-
don-by-the-Sea,” and the metropolis is
deserted by all, except by those who, are
forced to linger in it, it is’ & blessing %0
the latter that there is such a place of re
£0-t as Westminster Hall,and such a per-
petual comedy going onas the Tichborne
trial. Far be it from me-to recur to that
case for the purpose of describing the
proceedings in general, much less to_go
over a story again which has been a hun-
dred timeés’ told, and which- has betrayed

no feature of importanee since the Claim-
ant’s version first came to light. But

jury and counsel thatspicy little episodes
are continualy cropping as the case takes
the rather uneven tenor of its way, that
the Court of the Queen’s Bench continues
to be the inost attractive theatre now
open in London.. You may be aware that
the case for the prosecution of the Claim-
ant‘'was closed several weeks ago, after
more than two hundred hostile witnesses
had been arrayed against him by.the fun-
ny and indomitable Hawkins ;- and that
the opening of Dr. Kenealy, the -chief
counsel of the defence, has been going on
ever since. - The Doctor is a-peculiarily
nervous, fidgetty, enthusiastic, courage-
ous and persistent individual,whose Irish
blood is easily warmed up, and whose
peculiarities are constantly giving occa-
sion to altercations and amusing scenes.
He is constantly being interrupted, as he
proceeds with his plea, now by my Lord
Chief Justice Cockburn, now by Mr. Jus-
tice Lush, now by Mr. Justice Mellor,
now by one juryman, now by another, so
that there is an almost perpetual succes-
sion of spicy dialogues,in which the Doc-
tor often comes out by no means second
best. An cutsider is compelled to con-
clude that both bench and jury are dead
set against the Claimant. and his
cause; for no soomer does Dr.
Kenealy make an ingenious argu-
ment againstthe evidence of some prose-
cution witness than one of the judges
suggests the reply to it, or one of the
jury gives his opinion unasked, and total-
ly in defiance of the rule that the jury
should hear both sides without forming
any opinion whatever. Fair play, it seems
to me, though a virtue which is boasted
to be peculiarily <English,” was never
more often or more palpably violated
than it is being daily violated by both
judges and jury in this case; dnd nobody
can wonder that Dr. Kenealy now and
then loses his temper and lets out a little
of his spleen upon the august wearers of"
the ermine themselves. I will give you
a few specimens of the piquan{ dialogues .
which occur daily, and which will give
you a better idea of the way Dr. Kenealy
is interfered with, and the way in which
he r:ait.allates, than mere bald description
can do.

A TIFF WITH THE BENCH.
The other day Dr. Kenealy was com-
menting on the evidence of the French
witness Chatillon, who had bad charge of
Roger Tichborne when he was a small
lad in Paris; and in combating the evid-
ence that Chatillon had taught Roger

Latin and Greek, he said, ¢ Chatillon
only acted in the capacity of a valet.”
This aroused the indignation of the Lord
Chicf Justice, who interposed, and the
followmng dialogue ensued: The Lord
Chief Justice: I think this is not a
proper observation.” Dr. Kenealy : «1
say it is.. It is a proper observation.”
The Lord Chief Justice: “I say it 18 not.
You have no right to state a thing tnat is
not correct.” Dr. Kenealy: ¢ With all
submission to your lordship, with whom
I don’t wish to gét into a discussion—"
The Lord Chief Justice: ¢ We have had
enough of discussions, and I hope they
Dr. Kenealy
(warmly): “I shall repeat what is my
duty.” Mr. Justice Mellor: ““You have
a duty to perform, and it must be per-
formed without any other reference than
that which a gentleman knows in the
performance of his duty.” Dr. Kenealy
(loudly) : “I know a gentleman’s conduct
quite as well as you, and I will not be
taught what is the conduct of a gentle-
man, I beg your lordship wiil not repeat
that observation.” - The Lord Chief
Jastice: «I will not allow a member of
is Bench to be addressed in that tone
or stvle.” Dr. Kenealy: “If a member
of the Bench forgets his duty so far as to
make an 1mproper observation—" The
Lord Chief Justice: “I will not allow
you to say that a member of this Bench
has forgotten his duty. It is not for
counsel to say that.” Dr. Kenealy: “I
will use this language whenever I think
it is properly called for.” The Lord Chief
Justice : “You shall not address a mem-
ber of the Bench in that way.” Dr.
Kenealy, turning to the jury: “I am ad-
dressing you, gentleman of the jury, and
I mean to say that M. Chatillon was a
valet, and it is absurd to go on contend-
ing that he was a Greek and Latin
scholar.” ¢ The Lord Chief Justice
(mildly) : “Nothing is gained by calling
names.” Dr. Kenealy: “I am accurately
desciibing a witness, and I have to tell
the jury my reasons for it.” The Lord
Chief Justice: ‘“Counsel must not forget
that they are not to debase witnesses be-
hind their backs, when they have no
means of protecting themselves.” .
A PROVERB ABOUT PRIESTS.

Dr. Kenealy, in the course of his argu-
ment, tried to prove that Roger Tich-
borne evinced a dislike of priests,
quoted what he professed was proverb,
«Priests never forget and never forgive.”
Lord Chief Justice Cockburn caught him
up on this and asked, “Who says that
about priests?” Dr. Kenealy: “Well, my
Lord, it is a proverb.’j The Lord Chief
Justice: I have never heard of it. Does
it apply to the priests of the Protestant
as well as to those of Catholic religion?”
Dr. Kenealy: “I have said it is a proverb
—it is not a saying of my own in-
vention.” The Lord Chief Justice: “Per-
haps you will be good enough to give us
the reference where it comes from and
where it is to be found.” Dr. Kenealy:
«If I could give chapter and verse for all
I have heard and read, I should bea
wonder in the world.” The Lord Chie’
Justice: “It is a startling assertion to
make against persons whose office it is

INQUISITIVE JURORS.

The way in which some of the jury in-
terfere and badger the counsel is, in my
judgment, a perfect scandal to British
justice. One of them asserted to Dr.
Kenealy’s face, the other day, that it had
been proved that the Claimant was known
as Arthur Orton in Australia; whereon
the Doctor made the very proper retort
that it was his duty to hear both sides
before forming his judgment; and several
times he has been forced to impress upon
jurors that they are supposed to be judges
and not advocates. Dr. Kenealy said,
one day, that a gersou who wonld deceive
by a ruse would equally deceive by an
untruth, and would be unwerthy of con-
fidence afterwards; to which the Lord
Chief Justice put the case: *‘If a man
were to meet you on the highway, and,
pistol in hand, were to demand your
money, and if you had £1000 and only
gave him 10s., would it be wrong to tell
him that was all you had?” Dr. Kenealy .
¢ Yes; I wounld not tell him so.” [Laugh-
ter.] The Lord Chief Justice: * Then
you don’t believe in what Dr. Johnson
says—that there are occasions when a
person is not expected to tell the truth?”
Dr. Kenealy: * My lord, I repudiate such
language altogether, and I am sorry that
Dr. Johnson should have committed him-
self to sucha doetrine.” The Chief Jus-
tice—‘ I am not.” Dr. Kenealy: *“If it
was acted upon, it wouild be epening the
door to fraud.” The Chief Justice:
« Every rule, however general, has some
special exceptions.” Such are a few
specimens of the humors apd scenes
which in sume degree relieve the tedious-
ness of this unparalieled trial. ©
