
Penalty on XLIII. Any Pilot who shall have piloted a vessel clandestineiy and with-
Pilti PUoting out the knovledge of the Board, contrary to this Act and the regulations
orarn y'to be made by the said Board, or who shall clandestinely receive any
the pilotage monies earned by him as a Pilot, shall receive a penalty of twice the
thev *vô amount so reccived, vhich penalty may be inmposed by the Trinity House 5eàrned. ofQuebec, or the Circuit Court Ibr the Quebec Circuit.

Orderof XLIV. The Board of Directors shail have the same powers as other
Board. tribunals for the maintenance of order during their sittings.

Oath of Ofce, XLV. The Directors and their Secretary-Treasurer before entering
upon the duties of their respective offices, shall make oath, before one of 10
the Justices of the Superior Court of Lower Canada, or before the Protho-
notary of the said Court, faithfully to discharge the said duties.

Suits,whereto XLVI. All suits at law which may arise in the execution of this Act,
be brought. shall be decided by the ordinary tribunals for the time being within the

limits of their respective jurisdictions. 15

Interpretation. XLVII. This Act shall be interpreted in its broadest sense, and equit-
ably understood in its tenor and effect.

Public Act. XLVIII. This Act shall be a Public Act.
