The Order in Council of 12th November, 1877,

provided that all pine trees of larger growth than 12

inches in diameter at the butt were to be reserved from

Sale to settlers.

The Regulations made by Order in Council of

1877 and 1884 were superoeted by the Consolidated

Regulations of 1888, a copy of which is inclosed here-

with.
