Dr. John­
son remaiked that no man in his day 
could point to a single death-bed recan 
tation of the belief of the Catholic 
Cnuroh, while the apostates from Pro­
testantism when brought to that true and 
real test were numerous. The fact 
exists to this day and it is worth consid­
eration.

London Lamp.
In tbe long and Interesting narrative of 

of bis Tullamore prison experiences lately 
given to the public by Alderman Hooper, 
M. P., occurs the following curious story 
of how a gang of coiners came to be 
received Into the Church, as related by 
Bishop Nnlty in a sermon which be 
preached in that now famous prison, dur­
ing the worthy Alderman’e retention 
there.

“Every precaution was taken by the 
prison officials to keep myself and the 
other political prisoners who were Im­
prisoned in my time from approaching 
each other In the chapel. However, I wax 
able to see Mr. t 'Biien every Sunday while 
he was there. I could also see the Lord 
Mayor of Dublin. I was kept separate 
from the criminals. I generally sat be­
tween two warders at the hick of the 
chapel. Mr. Lane, M. P., eat within the 
altar inclosure of the chapel, which 
•contrived a double debt to pay,’ for lt 
was Catholic In the morning and Protest­
ant later in the day. Mr. Lane was seated 
with his back to me, and was in conse­
quence never able to see me. But on the 
day on which the prisoners were congre­
gated in the chapel to meet the Bishop of 
Meath, in entering the compartment set 
aside for hospital inmates he had a glance 
at me. The sermon delivered by His 
Lordship on the occasion was one of the 
most appropriate that could have been 
given in the presence cf criminals. He 
had been seventeen years a prison chap- 
Inin, and his mind was well stored with 
Incidents calculated to make a deep im­
pression on his hearers, and some conver­
sions of men who lived most Indifferent 
lives until they came into prison, 
remarkably striking. The address which 
might be considered to be delivered in a 
secular building, was also replete with 
some very laughable stories. One is very 
well worth reproduction. During hie 
career as prison chaplain, there was 
brought into the prison to which he waa 
attached a gang of coiners, the majority 
being Englishmen, and the remainder con­
sisting of an Irishmen and a Scotchman. 
The Irishman, as he afterwards told the 
chaplain, on their entering said ; 'Well, 
boys, we must have some religion here, 
and I think as we all got into the misfor­
tune together, we should also go to heaven 
or hell together.’ 'What are you V said 
he to Sandy. ‘I go to Kirk on Sunday,' 
said Sandy. ‘There is no Kirk for you 
here, my man. We must be of 
either of two religions—all Protestants or 
all Holy Romans.’ ‘How will we decide 
it 1’ said the others. ’We will leave it to 
a toss,' said Jimmy (for Hie Lordship could 
not remember this zealous Catholic's sur­
name). ‘Oh, you vllllan, you,’ said the 
chaplain, ‘to leave your religion to the 
chance of a toss I'. - ‘Ah, your reverence,’ 
replied Jimmy, ‘it was all right; I had a 
half-crown with two heads to it. I made 
them toss up and I called out head.’ 
They were all registered Holy Romans, 
and His Lordship declared in all serious­
ness that when he had instructed the Bug- 
llshmen in the principles of the Catholic 
religion and received them Into the 
Church, he never met more sincere or 
more exemplary Catholics; and after a 
few years they were released on account 
of thdr exceptionally good conduct.

A late number of the N aehville, Tenn. 

D'tnocrai gives us the following noble 
answer of a Catholic lady of that city— 
under initials— to an attack upon her re- 
tiglon by a Methodist Episcopal minis- 
Lor of that place. It will abundantly re­
pay perusal :

Dear Dr, Kelly: I see from your lee- 
ture yesterday that two or three very 
important facts have impressed them- 
selves upon your mind while comparing 
Protestant ism and Catholicism. As I 
have made, most laboriously, the jour­
ney from tbe gloomy regions of doubt 
ond denial to the serene and bright land 
of promise, 1 must feel the keenest inter­
est in every sincere soul driven from its 
mootings and looking lor safety. With 
a hope to direct your attention to facts 
as clear ao the noonday sun, though eyes 
blinded by prejudice cannot see them, 1 
'write this letter. The Unurch is not an 
organization like a political party; she is 
a sentient being; she knows the lae.ts of 
hor history as you know yours; she has a 
heart ; she has a mind ; she lias a will 
which belongs to her as yours does to 
you ; all along the centuries she is the 
same; ever ancient and ever new ; ever 
yielding, when to yield does not forfeit 
her Divine commission to teach all truth; 
ever firm in the maintenance of those 
dogmas through the belief of which alone 
can the human race be saved ; as well 
talk of a man without bones as of a 
Church without dogmas. Admit dogma, 
admit authority, and without authority, 
which means law, there is chaos every- 
whete—in the physical, political and 
moral world—and you must “go to 
Rome.” But 1 meant to speak of the 
gentleness of the Church to the sinful, 
the sorrowful, the “poor.”

From tbe London Weekly Llspatch.
“Brave Mr. Balfour” outdid himself at 

Battersea, on Wednesday night. His 
speech from beginning to end was little 
other than a coiiection of audacious false 
hoods, most of which he is probably too 
cynical to disguise the nature of from his 
own mind. He took Uolonel Turner’s 
account oi the Ennis ruffianism, although 
he must have known that the police wit 
nesses abundantly proved Turner to be 
lying. He repeats the well-worn auda­
cious falsehoods about Mitchelstown, 
well knowing that if what he says were 
true he would ouly be too delighted to 
grant the inquiry Liberals have de­
manded. The motto of the man in short 
is “Conceal your deeds and lie.” A more 
disgusting spectacle than this callous 
impudent, cynic political appearance it 
would be hard to match ; and then, when 
the man sees that even a lie will 
serve him he fall back on the “You’re 
another” style of argument, the joke of 
which is that it always carries with it 
the implication that he is engaged in a 
blackguard business. “If I am paltry 
rogue whose only notion of political 
warfare is to put my opponents in 
jail and slaughter the voters who dared 
to differ from me, 1 am no worse than 
Lord Spencer, Mr. Gladstone and all the 
rest of you Liberals.” There also he 
lies, but this kind of inferential lie is 
very funny. Nevertheless, with all his 
faults, his shallow falsehood, his shulll 
ings and lu nuojucs, hie jeers and dodg. 
ings, his heartless cruelty and petty 
tyrant’s cowardliness, “Brave Mr. Bal 
four” is the best Chief Secretary Ireland 
could just now have for Ireland’s sake 
and for the sake of English Liberalism. 
It would have been repugnant, to the 
average English mind to torture John 
Roche, of Woodford, to death; to clap 
people in jail for selling newspapers; to 
try to make away with men like John 
Dillon and William O’Brien; to do the 
thousand and one foul deeds Balfour 
seems to glory in. And because this 
would have been so, and was ao, with Sir 
Michael Hicks Beach, the Irish people 
would have lacked the spur to heroic 
self sacrifice and the English people the 
vivid illustrations of foreign lawlessness 
which now pass for government in Ire 
land. Ballour is burning a hatred of 
coercion into the hearts ot true-hearted 
men all over the kingdom, and he is also 
rapidly bringing Ulster and the rest of 
Ireland into line to fight together for the 
freedom ol all. This is excellent work, 
and work which only a contemptible, 
narrow minded, selfish and dry.hearted 
cad could accomplish.
