LONDON, Nov. 25—~The de-
struction of Germany’s rudiment-
ary naval base at Zeebrugge by
shell fire from British and French
warships, together with Ger-
many’s grim preparations for her
renewe dattempts to crush a way
through the allied line to the
French coast, were the most sig-
nificant features in the news
coming to hand to-day from the
western arena of the war.

In the east, the situation as re-
gards the Russian and German
armies in Poland remains a little
obscure. The Germans, on the
one hand, -are not denying that
the advnace of General Von Hin-
denberg has been checked, while
the Russian war office on the
other hand, although not issuing
from the extended statement

With the smashing of the sub-
marines which the Germans had
been so laboriously assembling at
Zeebrugge, the allied fleet remov-
ed from that point on the coast.
