But, despite the delay caused 
by the prolonged defence of Czernowitz, General Letchitzky 
threw his reserves upon the heels of the retreating Austrians at 
such speed that he succeeded in reaching that line simultane­
ously with them.

The allies lived 
for many years in a fool’s paradise 
with respect to- b'i .commercial and 
political ambitions.'
