Brutal Killing of & Missouri Man,
His Wife and Family.

CHILDREN BEATEN TO DEATH

e
A Seven-Year-Dld Obild Only Left to Tell
the Shocking Story of the Crime—
Two Men Suspected of the
Horrible Deed Arrested—

The Girl’s Story.

MiLan, Mo., May 12.—Gus Meeks, his
wife and two children were murdered in
cold blood near Browning. Another of
the children of the murdered couple was
g0 badly injured that it is not expected she
will recover. She is seven years old.

In Lynn and Sullivan counties of this
state there are a number of cases pendin,
in the criminal courts against William nng
George Taylor, brothers. They are
charged with forgery, larceny and arson.
William Taylor, Gus Meeks and others
were jointly indicted.  Meeks pleaded
guilty and was sentenced at the last term
of court to the penitentiary. Governor
Stone pardoned him about a month ago
for the purpose of having him used as
& witness against the Taylor brothers.

1t is reported that the Taylors had ar-
ranged with Meeks to give him a team of
horses and wagon so that he could leave
the county and not be present at the time
of trial. The mother of Meeks says that
her son received a letter from the Taylors
at Browning telling him to be in readiness
to go away, and that Meeks waited until
midnight when two men whom Meeks said
were George and Bill Taylor cawme to their
home in a wagon. Meeks and his family
got into the wagon and started for Brown-
ing.

The only statement regarding the crime
obtainable was from the seven-year-old
girl. In seems that when the Meeks fam-
ily and the men accompanying them
reached & point on the road near the
schoolhouse in Lynn county, a small dis-
tance from Browning, they were attacked
by two men who were lying in wait on the
roadside. The first victim of the murder-
ers’ gun was Meeks. His wife jumped
from the wagon and she was murdered in
the same way. The fiends then seized
large stones and beat the life out of the
two children leaving the third one for
dead. In the morning the living child re-
gained her senses and went to the resi-
dence of Mr. Carter near. by. She told
her terrible story aud a boy who was sent
to the Taylor furm to investigate verified
the horror by finding the bodies of the
reaf of the family. The Carter boy hap-
pening to meet George Taylor unwittingly
told him of the murder. Taylor lost no
time in startine fer Browning on herse-
back. There he met Lie brother and both
Jeft hurriedly on horseback. C»x the

MRS- EVANS AND OSMAN GUILTY.

ONLY THE WALLS STANDING

An Adjoining Hotel Also Gutted by the
¥lames and Several Other Bulld-
togs Badly Damaged—Total
Less About a Million
Dollars.

BrooxLYN, May 14.—Rev. Dr. Tal-
mage's new tabernacle, at the corner of
Clinton and Greene avenues, Brooklyn,
whs burned yesterday. The Hotel Regent
adjoining, and several dwelling houses in
the vicinity were also destroyed. The loss
. 1s estimated &t $1.000,000.

This is the third time Dr. Talmage has
lost his ohurch by fire. He was in the
| ghureh when the fire started, surrounded
by & number of his oongregation, but all
escaped. He was moved to tears as he
witnessed the destruction of the beautiful
edifice. Four firemen were injured during
the fire, not fatally however, and there
was great excitement and scenes of panio
as the fire progressed.

The fire was discovered just after the
| eongregation had been dismissed from the
morning service; A small boy rushed into
the churoh through one of the open doors
and informed the sexton that he had seen
smoke coming out of the windows on the
Waverly avenue side of the church. The
boy volunteercd to go up in the back of
the organ to see if it was there. He did
80, and a secoud later he appeared before
fhe three gentlomen with his face blacke
ened and almost suffocated from smoke.
All e could say was that he discovered
the fire in the back of the
| Tulmage and Mossrs. Day and Moody then
‘ started for the organ,but before they could
| get near it. flames burst from the top.
| The wentl-men then made a hurried exit.
The thunes spread with lightning rapid-
v, and tiie sparks flew in ail’ directions,
lie greatest excitement prevailed.

Lhe people liviug in the Hotel Regent
were just uetting  ready for dinner when
the fire was discoverid,  Tuey fled from
their apartments leaving everylng behind
them. The tireimen were kept busy put-
tinyg out small fires which ocenrred in the
Louses near by, and in the vicinity of four
blocks of the church and hotel.  The
- Summerficld M. E. chiurch at Greene aud
Washington aventues, also ecaught fire
from flying spurks and d anaged the buaild-
ing to the extent of 53 y, 000
Despite the efforts of the firemen the
| flames spread quickly and the adjoining
houses caught fire, five on Greene avenas
| sustaining damage all the way from 5,000
| to $13,000. While the firemen wore at
work on the houses (irecne avenne
fsmes were seen cominy from the roofs of
the four honses on Washington. They
were extinguished after having damaged
ench house to the extent of $1,500. Two
houses ap? a stable on Waverly aveuue
were alsg aged to  the extent of from
$2,000 to $5,000 each.

The Tabernacle and Hotel Regent were
completely gutted. Nothing remains but
the walls, The total loss is estimated at &
| little over a million dollars. The loss on

the Hotel Regent, including the buildings-
paintings, sud the guests’ household goods
will amount to $600,000. The loss on the
Tabernacle is about $400,000 and the ad,
joining buildings are reportéd to be dam-
aged to the extent of $5,000.

Perhaps the loss which will grieve Dr.
Talmage the most is that of the
| memorial stones which he brought from
the east and which were set in the wall at
the right of the organ. Russel Sage who
| holds a mortgage on the tabernacle of
$125,000 and interest amounting to $15,000
sald the tabernacle was insured and he
would stand by the church and help them
get on their feet again.

Dr. Talmage wiil start on his trip around
the world to-day.
