Moderate Estimate of the
Profit From HKeeping a
Brood Sow this Winter.

The man who plans to respond to
the strong appeal of Food Controllers
Hoover and Havna to speed up hog
production by saving young sows this
fall wisely cousiders the business as
well as the patriotic side of the ven-
ture, Sows are worth high figures
and the necessary winter feed is pro-
portionately Jigh. It is not to be
wondered if doubts as to the financial
returps are entertained. With an aim
to settle this questign’ we obtained
some facts trom Professsr ZTrueman
of the N. 8. Agricultural College
which we herewith set torth.

At the College farm the brood sows
are fed on an average of 2 1bs. of
mixed meal and 20 1bs. of mangles
per day up to the time of farrowing.
