Divorce
violates the teaching of Jesus Christ
and brings in its train the most la-
mentable consequences. The Catholic
Church has ever shown herself the
unfailing guardian of the indissolu-
bility of marriage, and she maintains
that divorce leaves inviolate the mar-
riage bond, no matter what the civil
laws may presume to decree.

“We specially admonish heads of
families to devote to their homes all
the time that business affairs and
legitimate social duties leave at their
disposal. Nothing so much disor-
ganizes the family circle as the habit
‘revalent nowadays with far too many
usbands, of seeking apart from their
vives and children distractions and
musements to which their tastes in-
line them. It would appear as
hiough staying at home were a source
f depression and annoyance to them.
'hey are seldom found there, and
umberless are their pretexts for ab-
ences, frequent and prolonged.

“There are to be found in all cen-
res of any importance clubs which
serve to an alarming extent as count-
‘r-attractions to the domestic hearth.
It is there that, too often, men waste
heir leisure time, indulging in com-
panionship, conversation and games,
which leave to them unimpaired
neither fortune nor health, honour nor
faith. There they acquire tastes and
fcrm associations which rob them of
all family spirit, and smother gradual-
ly in their hearts the pure and holy
sentiments they should cherish to-
wards those nearest and dearest to
them.

On the other hand, wives should
never overlook the fact that they are,
ag it were, the heart of the family life,
the radiance which warms and bright-
ens it. They are its visible guardian
angels, and there exists no calling
more useful, more noble or more
rich in good results; none is more
in harmony with the unselfish devot-
edness that God has implanted .in the
heart of woman.

“If the law gives you the right of
voting use that right with wisdom and
honesty. In it you are armed with an
effective weapon; employ it in the
cause of right. Use your liberty in
voting having in view only the genu-
ine good of the country, and obeying
only the dictates of an upright and
enlightened conscience. Be on your
guard against allurements of bribery,
and avoid the example of those who
debase to mercenary ends the exercise
of this sacred right. To sell one’s
vote is to sell one’s conscience and to
dishonour the fair name « of citizen.
Such disgraceful traffic is equally out |
of keeping with sound morality and
with Christian sentiment.
