The American 
Reply to the Allies.

In the agitation of the 
press, the advance of in­
surance rates and general 
disturbance of shipping 
we see the natural after- 

math of the one day’s activity of the 
German submarine just outside Ameri­
can waters. It is probably the only 
sort of consequence that will attend it. 
There is very little ground for appre­
hension that the pirate will continue 
its depredations: the little adventure 
has every appearance of having been 
designed more for its moral effect up­
on shipping and trade with the Entente 
nations than for any naval purpose or 
even the direct extension of the sub­
marine campaign as we have come to 
know it. The warships of the Allies 
may be counted upon to look after the 
situation, and so far as further loss of 
ships and lives is concerned, we be­
lieve there need bo little fear. In all 
probability, the agitation will soon he 
quieted and matters resume their nor­
mal course, except for the storm of 
words that Is likely to continue. 1

The principal consequence that 
threatens to emerge Is the quite pos­
sible diplomatic friction between the 
United States and the Entente Powers, 
The latter will read the reply of the 
former to their representations with 
Interest, if with no stronger feelings. 
It Is calculated to provoke them to an­
ger, if anger were not so soon swallow­
ed up in contempt. It contains some 
striking sentences. What we like par­
ticularly is the arrogant claim that the 
United States was the Power to take 
“the first steps, towards establishing 
the principles of neutrality,” prin­
ciples that it has since maintained 
with “a high sense of impartiality." 
This is very like a notorious thief 
boasting of the honesty of his ances­
tors. In the case of the Lusitania, at 
any rate, the United States were cer­
tainly the Power that took the first 
steps towards establishing a very 
novel principle of neutrality—a dis­
tinction which other civilised nations 
are not likely to challenge. But there 
may be found one or two carping 
critics who will question the manner 
in which the same magniloquent pow­
er “maintained" the principles of neu­
trality in the case of Belgium.

Not merely does America refuse to 
entertain the Allies’ objections to the 
practice of affording refuge to belliger­
ent submarines, but she answers their 
hint that it may contain elements of 
danger to her own submarines with 
the plain intimation that if any harm 
befall one of them at the hands of a 
“belligerent," she will hold that belli­
gerent responsible. This can only be 
aimed at the Allies. We can imagine 
that they would be greatly concerned 
by it, if they did not know that the “re­
sponsibility” meant merely the annoy­
ance of receiving a number of notes 
and being distracted by them from the 
business of carrying on the war, in 
which they are incidentally defending 
America herself.

Since the States have taken this 
unequivocal stand over the question, 
it is not of much importance to con­
sider the merits of it on either side. 
They would seem to be distinctly in 
favor of the Allies. If America wish­
es to hppeal to precedent, why did she 
not do so in the whole controversy 
over the Lusitania outrage? But pre­
cedent is a poor argument, for in any 
system of law, and most of all in what 
we call International Law, a rule it­
self is not so-important asthe reasons 
on which it' is based ; and the mere 
courtesy of the rule that permits belli­
gerent warships to harbor in neutral 
ports was never intended to allow 
them to use these as a base. And it 
is plain that this is what Germany 
is allowed, and will now be encour­
aged, to do. But it is idle to argue 
about the matter. The best argument 
on our side will be found in the loss 
to American trade that may result If 
this assumes serious proportions, we 
shall probably see Président Wilson 
a little less dogmatic in his pro­
nouncements. The “principles of neu­
trality” are very elastic, and nothing 
can stretch them as much as consid­
erations of dollars and cents.

In the middle of the day and took 
everything they laid hands on. This 
morning they appeared In court and 
were charged with stealing the follow­
ing articles: 6 tins beans, G bottles 
syrup, 9 packages, 2 loaves bread, 5 
bottles ginger beer, 1 box chocolates, 
1 box candy, 1 box suckers, 1 package 
matches, 1 box chewing gum. 2 lpe. 
biscuits and a ham knife. After feast­
ing on the edibles they brought some 
of the stuff around the streets with 
them. The lads were remanded by 
Judge Morris for eight days.

His sad demise is deeply re­
gretted by the Acting Postmaster- 
General and officials of the Postal 
Telegraph service, who have express­
ed their sympathy to the bereaved re­
latives. The remains will be sent to 
his late home by to-morrow’s express, 
where interment will take place.

Lieutenant Asquith.
London Daily News.—To Rupert 

Brooke, and Julian Grenfell, and W. 
G. C. Gladstone, and other examples 
without number of brilliant promise 
dashed to death while yet on the up­
ward road to maturity, we must now 
add Raymond Asquith. How much 
the nation has lost by this latest 
stroke of the indiscriminating chance 
of war the appreciation in another 
column, from the pen of a writer well 
qualified to speak of the dead sol­
dier’s past and future, testifies. Lieut. 
Asquith was essentially his father’s 
son. At the Bar he had laid secure 
foundations for a career on which 
high hopes were confidently set. He 
would have entered the House of 
Commons at the next election as 
a member for Derby, where he had 
won the respect and regard of his 
prospective constituents no less by his 
political sincerity and directness than 
by the evidences of an ability that 
would have carried him far along the 
path his father has trod. He is only 
one of tens of thousands over whom 
must be written the elegiac words, 
‘Dead ere his prime”; but his person­

al qualities, even more than his kin­
ship with the first stateman in the 
Empire, set him among a rare few 
whose names claim recogniezd pre­
eminence in the long roll of d*ad.
