battle, made his maiden speech in the 
British House of Commons recently.

He had the front corner seat on the 
Treasury side, next to the cross-ben­
ches. A composed, portly man, per­
fectly groomed, he showed no trace of 
his honourable affliction, for the mod- 

I ern maker of artifical limbs has be­
come very expert in his craft. Spats 
adorned the major’s boots.

Major Cohen craved the indulgence 
of the House for permission to speak 
seated. The Speaker accorded it in­
stantly with a wave of the arm, and 
hearty cheers from all parts of the 
House showed that members were of 
one mind on the matter.

Major Cohen spoke quietly, briefly, 
and well. The subject was amendment 
to the address expressing dissatisfac­
tion with the pensions given to dis­
abled sailors and soldiers. He said he 
took an interest in the subject, for he 
was a disabled soldier himself. (Sym­
pathetic cheers.) He made a touching 
allusion to the friendly courtesy ex­
tended to him by the Speaker and all 
the members.

“I do not regard it as personal to 
myself, but as showing a general sym­
pathy for disabled men. I am in favor 
of a scheme for apprenticing disabled 
men to private firms, leaving the men 
to choose their own trades. You can­
not expect employers to pay them dur­
ing the apprenticeship, but the state 
might very well do so.

“I refer more particularly to the 
partially àisâblèd man. I fflyself am 
graded by the Pensions Department as 
100 per cent, disabled. But Ï think 
there are still some things $ can do. 
(Hear, hear.) A man of my kind can 
take up tailoring, or cobbling, or type- 

I writing. My constituents have solved 
the problem for me. I recognize that 
every totally disabled man cannot be- 

' coma a member of Parliament But he 
! can do something. He does not want 
tc sit at home with nothing to do and 
nothing to look forward to but the 
drawing of his pension.”

A cheer of friendly approval followed 
the speech. Mr. Will Crooks crossed 
the House to congratulate the new 
member, and others followed the ex­
ample. ,
