New York, Jan. 29—So successful
were the efforts of the bureau and
information statistics of the New
York State Department of Agricul-
ture in securing for the farmers of
New York state last year that the
bu@u has made extensive prepar
ations, and is putting into effect
this year the same plans on a much
larger scale.
