A great improvement has taken place in 
the cutting and making of clothing for 
young infants of late years. It is more 
protective, yet less confining, better shaped, 
yet more comfortable and convenient, both 
for putting on and for wear. Young 
mothers who cannot buy a wardrobe out- 
right, would find it to their interest to pur- 
chase one good garment of a kind, in order 
to obtain the latest and best ideas. It is 
surprising, however, for how very small a 
sum an “outfit” can be procured if economy 
is an object, and certainly for some mothers 
the saving of the time would be worth more 
than the expenditure of money. The No. 
I outfit of 32 pieces, which is really suffi­
cient for all practical purposes, and in­
cludes plain wrapper, furnished basket, 
embroidered shawl, three pairs of bootees, 
sacques, rubber diaper, one piece of linen 
diaper, three day dresses and threes of 
other articles and garments, cost only 
822 50. In fours, of finer quality and more 
work, the cost is 847 36, and in sixes, with 
fine nuns' veiling wrapper, and a rich 
christening robe, the cost is $66 81. Cotton 
swathing bands have been superseded by 
tine soft flannel and knitted woolen bands, 
which are a great improvement. They 
preserve the little ones from colic, and are 
more sanitary every way, for it is not 
possible to bind them so tight in the old in- 
human fashion. At six weeks they may be 
released altogether and the knitted woolen 
shirts substituted, but care should be taken 
not to swing or jerk the child about. All 
movements of infants should be gentle. If 
the information herein given is not suffi- 
ciently given for "ignorant and perplexed 
young mothers," it will be gladly supple- 
mented by other details. —[Jenny June, in 
the Housekeeper.

THE WORLD OF WOMEN.
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How Fifty Families Have Combined 
to Try e Culinary Experiment- 
Reading Club. In the Country—The 
Right Way to Sweep—A Baby's 
Wardrobe, Etc.

A HOUSE which seeks to enlarge and T 
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its own interest to make that TRADEk 
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IlliCo-Operative Cooking at Evanston.
Fifty prominent families of Evanston are 

about to try an experiment which will be 
watched with interest by housekeepers all 
over the country. One of Mr. Bellamy’s 
ideas, somewhat modified, is to be put to 
a practical test.

A month or two ago there was incorpor- 
ated under the State laws an association to 
be known as the Evanston Co-operative 
Housekeeping Association. The plucky 
charter members were the following ladies: 
Mrs. Birney J. Moore, Mrs. John B. Kirk, 
Mrs. Marshall M. Kirkman, Mrs. Hugh A. 
White, Mrs John Quinlan, Mrs. Charles 
Deering and Mrs. Wm. Holabird. These 
ladies, under the spirted leadership of Mrs. 
B. J. Moore as president, have at last se­
cured the 50 families necessary to raise the 
$5,000 which will be put into a co-operative 
housekeeping plant, including a kitchen 
and a lundry. Each family has subscribed 
for four shares of capital stock at $25 a 
share.

The ladies have secured a substantial 
brick building at No. 711 Davis street, in 
the central part of Evanston, and this is 
now in the throes of a general reconstruction 
inside—an aggravated case of houseclean- 
ing. Large flues are being built, prepar­
atory to putting in the ranges and the 
laundry apparatus necessary to do the 
cooking and washing of 50 healthy families. 
Bramwell, Deen & Co., of Chicago, are fit­
ting up the kitchen, and the Troy Laundry 
company will put in the laundry plant, with 
all the modern appliances.

The viands are to be prepared in the co- 
operative kitchen, under the supervision of 
the chef. When ready they will be placed 
in a tin receiver, the amount varying in ac­
cordance with the needs of each family. 
These tin receivers are made to fit into a 
Norwegian kitchen, a contrivance in the 
shape of a galvanized iron box, the hollow 
sides of which are filled with boiling water, 
thus keeping the food hot while it is carried 
in delivery wagons to the various houses. 
From the tin dishes the soups, and steaks, 
and sauces, and all the other good things 
will be transferred to each lady’s own 
china, which will be washed at home as 
before.

To hang wraps and cloaks use barrel 
hoops wrapped round with muslin which 
can be utilized for this purpose, the cloak 
being suspended from the shoulders to the 
hoop. The hoops can then be hung from 
hooks in a closet.

A large shallow box or basket of charcoal 
placed in a damp cellar will keep milk from 
becoming tainted. Several pieces of char- 
coal tied up in a netting and dropped into 
a well or cistern will absorb the impurities 
of the water. Charcoal laid in refrigerators 
or wire safes where food is kept will aid in 
preventing its spoiling; and a piece of char- 
coal tied up in a piece of linen and buried 
in a pot of butter will aid in overcoming a 
tendency to become rancid.

To whiten ivory knife-handles, steep 
them two or three days in water, then take 
out, and brush with lemon juice. Polish 
afterward with putty and water.

Dressing lor Stout Figures.
The cry goes up that fashions are only 

designed for slender figures, while in reality 
they were never better adapted for stout 
persons or for remodeling. To begin at the 
foundation of dressing for fleshy persons, 
all of the underwear should be made with 
yokes, and the corsets made to order. If 
such an expense be beyond the purse, buy 
a long waisted make, but not a long corset. 
Dress skirts can be corded At the top in 
place of sewing them to a band, and if of a 
prominent figure in front, allow a slope over 
the abdomen to prevent any drawing up of 
the skirt in center front. A slightly 
gathered front, or one caught in a few folds 
on either side near the top, to give a draped 
or "broken" appearance is better than a 
severely plain front. The sides may be 
laid in single or double box-pleats or kilts, 
and the back in gathers, confined to a small 
space, fan or box-pleats. Narrow pleats 
give a more slender look than wide ones. 
Narrow stripes or plain materials should be 
selected, and dark colors, especially black, 
in all materials. The stoutest of figures 
usually require a very small supporter or 
pad to fill out the hollow of the back, which 
becomes more pronounced when the hips 
are large. When the skirt is trimmed use 
lengthwise trimmings, but never % border 
Collars may turn over or be of a comfortable 
height and straight around. —[Ladies’ Home

There will be a con- 
siderable saving, too, in fuel and gas, for 
the expense of one large kitchen is not going 
to be one-tenth of 50 small ones. The 
wages of twelve cooks and assistants, to­
gether with rent and delivery service, the 
ladies have figured at $571 a month, or 
about $2 64 per week for each family’s 
kitchen service. The officers of the asso- 
elation therefore confidently promise to set 
a table that will be up to the standard set 
by the average wealthy man of Evanston 
for $4 per week for each adult; a slight 
reduction will be made for children. A 
card of prices will be prepared after the 
style of a restaurant bill of fare, so that 
each family can vary the cost and make-up 
of its meals to any desired extent.

The co-operative laundry, the other half 
of the scheme, promises even more remark- 
able results. Through it the ladies are 
promised a total relief from wash-day. For 
the low consideration of 25 cents per dozen 
pieces—counting shirts, collars, cuffs, and 
children's dresses all alike - the terrible day 
known as “Blue Monday" is to be wiped 
from the Evanston calendar.

The number of stockholders will be 
limited to 50, and there will be no exten- 
sion of the number, for the plant is con- 
trusted for only that number of families.
