No Longer Will Russian Government.
Recognize Middle-Aged Men as

The Most Honorable Order of the 
Bath is one of the best known of Eng­
lish distinctions. It had its origin in 
the ceremonial bathing anciently re­
quired as symbolic of purity at the 
inauguration of a knight. This order 
of knighthood was instituted by Henry 
IV. at his coronation, when he made 
56 enquires Into knight». The order 
was nt first purely a military one, and 
the distinction was conferred by the 
sovereign from time to time at great 
ceremonials. Charles II. invested 68 
Knights of the Rath at his coronation 
After that the custom seemed to fall 
into desuetude. In the year 1725 
George I. revived the order as a mili- 
tary body with the monarch as sove­
reign, a prince of the blood royal as 
grand master, and 356 knights. The 
order was extended in 1847 to em­
brace civilians on whom it was de- 
sired to confer distinction. The In- 
signia of the order includes a gold 
collar and badge, a crimson silk rib­
bon and star, also a mantle surcoat, 
under habits, and cap
