Fronting the billows 
of the South Atlantic. Like all these 
seacoast towns she seems to combine 
old and new.

A short walk up such a primeval 
street as that of All Saints assures us 
of the antiquity of Hastings. Really one 
almost wonders of the vogue of an­
cient Chester, when one sees the won­
ders of Canterbury, Rye, Hastings, etc.

Why do not tourists form a union? Shall 
they be always given over to be a prey 
to the spoiler? I will not. go on to say 
what they might do. At present "theirs 
not to make reply, theirs not to reason 
why. be it pot or be it pie—theirs to 
receive it----- " However, 1 must refrain.

Old Hastings is somewhat small and 
old; and new Hastings is rather large and 
intolerably new. Old Hastings is narrow 
and tortuous, the houses have strength 
and humility; oaken beams and low ceil- 
ings, red-tiled roofs and twisted chim­
neys. But new Hastings is alarmingly 
straight and perpendicular. Tar is ban­
ished therefrom, and fish, and the man­
sions are painfully tall and rigid. But one 
soon tires of this formal and conspicuous 
splendor, this cold and unbending pride, 
and sighs for the abandon of the jolly 
little ragamuffins of the fish market.

Modernity looks somewhat barren and 
unintelligent, when contrasted with the 
ruder works of early man. Hastings is 
so given over to the arts of the humbug, 
that we even wonder if the blue-jerseyed 
fishermen be not "in the game."

Still, take it for all in all, it is “no 
mean city." It is yet a good nursing 
ground for British brawn, and stands in 
that country known far and wide as the 
Garden of England.

England still keeps turning out profes­
sional men, engineers, policemen and rail­
waymen. grooms and butlers, soldiers and 
sailors, doctors and lawyers, maids and 
nurses, and in each and every calling, if it 
does not absolutely lead the world, cer­
tainly holds no negligible position. Now 
and then she is beaten in some special 
calling, but when it comes to supremacy 
in all the callings, it is doubtful if her 
position is assailable.
