SSFllS îtCbe iÇnto Of the land having been 
granted to the company in the first in­
stance will naturally arise, and its jus­
tice and rigtht will he discussed- The 
conditions which gave rise to the ar­
rangement entered into -with the late 
Hon. Robert Dunamuir need not now be 
referred to. Whether, in view of sub­
sequent events, it was a wise or unwise 
arrangement does not affect the present 
situation. At the time it was entered 
into it was hailed as a satisfactory solu­
tion of Che problem of Island transpor­
tation. The contract made in respect 
to it was fully and well lived up to. The 
total cost ot the railway has been 
$3,250,000, and with the exception of the 
$750,000 received from the Dominion, 
was paid for out of the private resources 
of the company without piecing a single 
debenture ou the market. Until very 
recently it was operated at an annual 
loss, and that the road wee well main­
tained cannot be denied. It will not be 
denied, either, by those conversant with 
the facts, that at the time the contract 

made it was extremely improbable 
tiat any person, other then Hon. Roh- 
ert Dumsmuir, could have been found 
able or willing to have undertaken the 
work upon the terms.

The question now to be settled by the 
Government and the Legislative Assem­
bly is whether the advantages to the 
Province as a-whole are such as to re­
commend the proposed transaction for 
favoraibde consideration. We think they 
are. In onr opinion it would be a short­
sighted policy from every -point of view 
to permit the opportunity tb pass with­
out definitely and for all time to come 
decimal upon it» merits. It is wholly 
probable that private corporations, . if 
[lie Province does not acquire the laud, 
will obtain possession; and we believe 
that the great majority of the people in 
British Columbia would regret the con­
tinuance of the private ownership of so 
large an area of the land as is at pres­
ent held hy the E. & N. Railway Com­
pany, land which should be amenable 
to a development greatly enhancing its 
value, increasing settlement and contri­
buting largely to -Provincial revenues.

Yesterday.about the perfection ot its machinery

In 
West Africa, as we have recently had 
occasion to point out, France has shown 
a much more serious grasp ot the prob­
lem with Which the protecting white 
race is confronted than we have done, 
and. she has tackled that problem with 
a degree of boldness which we have 
failed to emulate. This morning we pub­
lish a short account of the Moorish In­
stitute,

foreign and colonial affairs has submit­
ted a favorable report to the chamber 
of deputies. . . . On the assumption 
that France proposes to attemp t the pa­
cific conquest of Morocco, we can 
scarcely avoid recognizing the wisdom 
of her determination to make r. careful 
and a systematic study of the country 
before seriously beginning those peace­
ful eperatious by which she pr- poses to 
obtain political ascendancy in the Moor­
ish Empire and control of its economic 
resources. . . . It is largely because 
we have known how to respect native 
institutions, and to preserve whatever is 
good in them, that we have been so suc­
cessful in our dealings with races on a 
different 'plane of ' civilization. But we 
have at times made mistakes which 
have cost us dear, not through design 
but through ignorance, because we 
have not known that we were offending. 
And it is in this respect that we have 
perhaps something to learn from 
France. A few thousand pounds spent 
in the early stages of orr contact with 

•peoples brought under our influence on a 
systematic inquiry info their adirivV 
trative systems, manners aid custom 
might save us hundreds of thousands of 
pounds\ / in punitive expeditions—the 
worst form of expenditure for a colonial 
administration.

“Traditional beliefs die hard. One of 
the fixed ideas accepted as part of -his 
intellectual outfit by the ordinary Eng­
lishman is that the French are not, and 
never will be, a colonising people. There 
is a sense in which this is still at least 
partially true. The French have, per­
haps, more tnau any other European 
people the cult of the Homeland. They 
have a smaller surplus population than 
any of their great rivals, and have, ap­
parently, little inclination to colonise 
even such portions of their vast Colonial 
Empire as admit of European settle­
ment. But tne greater portion of their 
oversea possessions are situated in tropi­
cal or sub-tropical lands where the 
white man cannot settle permanently, 
bnt must always be more or less a bird 
of passage, guiding, directing, and rul­
ing the indigenous races. In these col­
onies of exploitation Frenchmen have 
in recent years made remarkable prog­
ress. They have shown themselves ca­
pable of learning by experience, aud 
have devoted to the problems of adminis­
tration and development an extraor­
dinary amount of thought and attention. 
Doubtless -there is still much that they 
can team from our more practical race, 
trained for generations in the manage­
ment of peoples on a lower plane of 
civilization. But it is perhaps) time 
that we revised our estimate of our 
neighbors as a colonising people, and 
asktd ourselves if there are not some 
things in which we may learn a lesson 
from France. A candid critic, contrast­
ing the methods ot the two countries, 
would probably feel obliged to point out 
that we are too much disposed to look 
to results and to pay too little heed to 
the means by which these results are 
obta’ned; while he might find, on the

Concise and Business-like Em 
bodlment of Unanimous Views 

of Commissioners.

Listing of Subjects to Be Dis­
cussed at the July 

Convention.

During yesterday’s sitting of the pro­
vincial legislature there was laid upou 
the table of the House the report of 
the commission appointed to investigate 
the working <ff the Assessment Act aud 
suggest amendments in the more equit­
able distribution of the contributions to 
revenue of the several subjects of local 
taxation. The report, which is remark­
able for its terse, business-like charac­
ter, expresses : the unanimous view of 
the Commissioners, aud reads as fol­
lows:
To His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor

in Council:
By order-iu-couDcil, dated the 29th 

of December, 1904, the undersigned 
were appointed to be commissioners 
under the “Public Inquiries Act,” for 
the purpose of inquiring into and re 
porting upon the operation of the “As­
sessment Act, 1903,” with respect to 
its practical hearings on the financial 
requirement of the Proviuce. and a com­
mission, which is returned herewith, 
was accordingly issued to us for such 
purpose.

Notice of such appointment and scope 
of the inquiry, and of the time aud place 
of holding the first meeting of the com­
missioners having been duly published, 
the commissioners, met in Victoria, on 
the 10th of January, 1905, when F. 
Carter-Cotton was selected as chairman 
of the commission.

Sittings of the commission were held 
on the 10th. 11th, 12th, 17th, 18th aud 
26th of January and the 7th of Febru­
ary, 1905, and ample opportunity to be 
heard was given to all persons wishing 
to appear before the commission.

Representations regarding the oper­
ation of the said Assessment Act were 
made to the commissioners personally 
and in writing by persons from various 
sections of the proxince, on behalf of 
the agricultural, manufacturing, lumber­
ing, mercantile, banking^ and smelting 
interests.

The secretary also reported the receipt 
of a letter from Dr. G. L. Milne, Immigra­
tion, inspector, in which he stated In reply 
to a previous communication, that only the 
smallest quantity of questions were asked 
paksengers, and that no unnecessary ob­
stacles were put in the way of travelers.

Commission Men to Interview Govern­
ment Respecting Suggested Tax.

Aifter some discussion it was resolved: 
“That whereas all resident commission 
agents in the province are already liable 
for the payment of an income tax in 
the opinion of tins meeting clause 10 of 
the report of the assessment commission, 
now -before the House, should not be­
come a -part of proposed legislation.

Clause 10 of the report referred to 
reads: Tha-t resident agents represent­
ing persons, firms or corporations carry­
ing on business outside of British Co- 
kumibia, and having no branch within 
this province, be taxed at a rate equal 
to one-fourth of one iper cent of the 
amount of their annual sales, and that 
for -the purpose of ascertaining the 
amount of such sales it be made compul­
sory for all such agents to keep proper 
books of account, showing all transac ­
tions carried on by them within the pro­
vince on behalf of such persons, firms 
and corporations.
