ZXTTAWA. May 30.—(Special.)— 
If. Mr. Borden today made a for. 
^ midable arraignment of the ad­

ministration methods of the department 
of the interior. He fortified hia posi­
tion by a strong, array of facts regard­
ing the sale of Saskatchewan valley 
lande to favored friends of the govern­
ment, the garbling of official reports and 
the policy of secretiveness which pre­
vails in the department. The revela­
tion of the aggressiveness of Mr. Bur­
rows, M. P., brother-in-law of Mr. Sifton 
in securing timber limits in the North­
west was a surprise to Liberals as well 
as Conservatives. Mr. Borden made out 
an .indisputable case calling for an in­
vestigation of the methods of the inter­
ior department. Hon. Mr. Oliver spoke 
lengthily in reply but completely failed 
to break the force of Mr. Borden's ar­
gument. The debate was continued by 
Mr. Bristol, (Centre Toronto), and Mr. 
W. W. Bole, Winnipeg. The debate 
will probably continue until Friday.

The Commons committee on agticuk 
tore this morning, after a long discus­
sion, discharged Mr. Preston from fur­
ther attendance. Mr. Monk then moved 
that his refusal to answer questions be 
reported to the House forthwith. Hon.

It was pointed out that Duncan Ross, 
of Yale-cariboo had a notice of motion
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to similar purposes on the minutes and 
Mr. Ross having expressed the opinion 
that Mr. Monk’s suggestion was a fair
one, the minister of agriculture grace­
fully backed down- and the motion car­
ried.

TO ASSASSINATE ALFONSO.
Alleged Plot to KuTspanieh King Dis­

covered in London.,

London, May 30.—A plot to assassin­
ate King Alfonso on his wedding day 
has been discovered in London, ac­
cording to an unconfirmed story pub­
lished.. by the Evening Standard this 
afternoon. Fifty anarchist» Of* Eng­
land, France and Spain, who are said 
to be concerned in the conspiracy, are 
alleged to be on their way to Madrid 
with the intention of carrying out the 
attempt as the King is leaving the 
Church. The plan Is said to have been 
hatched In Spain and London;' but it 
Is added that the police got wind of 
the affair and will take all precautions 
necessary to" protect His Majesty. The 
project, it is asserted, included revolu­
tion after the assassination, with the 
view of overthrowing the monarchy. 
The Evening Standard further asserts 
that Spanish officers are implicated in 
the plot.

FATHER OF LIND LEAGUE 
SUCCUMBS TO SICKNESS

Michael Davitt Dies in Dublin 
as the Result of Blood 

Poisoning.

■y DNDON, May 30.—A notable
I . career closed tonight when after 

■A-A a long and painful illness, Mich­
ael Davitt died peacefully and painless­
ly at IS) o’clock in the presence of* his 
eldest sob, Michael and hia two daugh­
ters, who had devotedly attended him 
through hie illness, and of many of his 
most intimate friends, including John 
Dillon. Shortly before his death, 
Father Hatton had been with him. Mrs. 
Davitt who had been in constant atten­
dance on her husband until a few days 
ago, when she, herself, was taken ill 
and was too weak to leave her room. 
She has not yet been informed of her 
husband's death. It Is stated that Mr. 
Davitt left her a last message. The 
greatest sympathy has been displayed by 
all classes of society during Mr. Davitt’a 
illness.

Today the hospital was besieged by 
anxious enquirers. John E. Redmond, 
leader of the Irish party in parliament, 
was a frequent enquirer by telephone 
from the House of Commons and gave 
np his proposed continental trip over 
the Whitsuntide holidays consequent on 
the condition of hie friend, the 

Father of Irish Land League 
After a rally last night, Mr. Davitt was 
able to speak to those at Bis bedside, 
but soon showed that he was losing 
ground. Among the last callers at the 
hospital tonight was Lord Hemlsphill, 
on bèhalf of the Earl of Aberdeen, Ldrd 
Lieutenant of Ireland and the Countess 
of Aberdeen.

Mr. Davitt retired from the represen­
tation of South Mayo in parliament In 
1896, but to the last, took a keen in­
terest in his country.

Death wqs due to blood poisoning 
which followed two operations for ne­
crosis of the jaw bone and spread so 
rapidly that all efforts to stay its course 
were unavailing. Mr. Davitt’a illness 
began with an insidious attack of tooth­
ache to which he paid no attention until 
John Dillon urged him to have recourse 
to medical advice.

For some time there were hopes of hia 
recovery, but the state of his health 
which was undermined by exertions at ", 
the recent general elections greatly hin­
dered his progress.

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Floods at Walla Walla
Walla Walla, May 30.—(Special)— 

This city and county 1» experiencing 
one of the worst floods in many years. 
Alder street, one of the principal busi­
ness thoroughfare» le flooded three 
feet, and several residence streets are 
filled with water. Two bridges In the 
city have been washed out and three 
others are in great danger. The dam 
of the Walla Walla Power Company, 
on Walla Walla River, 16 miles from 
this city, went out this morning, cut­
ting oft all lights and power. City 
officials are preparing to dynamite the 
Fifth street bridge, which offers great 
resistance to the rushing waters. The 
water has invaded the basements of 
some of the largest stores and ware­
houses, and threatens destruction of 

of the principal buildings. Rain 
has been falling in this section since 
Monday noon and Is still tailing. The 
danger is increasing. No lives have 
been lost so far as known. • Communi­
cation with outlying territory has been 
cut off. It Is known from the charac­
ter of debris washed down the river 
that some houses have been swept 
away. The city is threatened with a 
temporary water famine owing to the 
rushing waters having rendered use­
less the four or five pumping stations. 
Newspaper publishing plants with the 
exception of the Bulletin are without 
power. Today’s Union was printed on 
a hand press and consisted of one page. 
The precipitation for the storm Is 4.09 
Inches.

Endieott, Wash.» May 30.—(Special) 
—Yesterday afternoon a cloudburst did 
a large amount of damage by flooding 
cellars and streets. Sacks of flour 
were used to keep the water1 from the 
basements.

As Oné member 
of parliament expressed It i to me yes­
terday, “If th* minister chooses to be 
Insolent he must simply take the con­
sequences," and the consequence» yes­
terday were that Mr; Oliver was held 
up on a bill for a couple of hours. The 
minister will, however, soon realize- 
that the opposition cannot' be trifled 
with.

There was not much interest mani­
fested yesterday to the budget, the 
previous Intimation that there would 
be no tariff changes having deprived 
the annual budget of anything of an 
Important character. Mr. Fielding did 
his utmost to put the best gloss upon 
the financial situation, but beneath his 
utterances there was an evident note 
of alarm at toe tremendous increase in 
the public expenditure. In toe last 
two or three years of Conservative 
rule the Liberals were wont to storm 
at -an annual expenditure of forty or 
forty-two millions. Last year the Lib­
erals expended seventy-eight millions, 
this year it will run to etghty-two mil­
lions, and next year to ninety millions, 
or nearly double in the decade. Mr- 
Foster was never heard to better ad­
vantage than to his reply, 
scathing denunciation of broken pro­
mises has seldom been heard in the 
house. His address was not a long 
one, but It caustically reviewed the 
financial situation Of the country and 
showed how to many respects the Lib­
eral Minister had failed to live up to 
its professions. It is abundantly clear 
that the government must put the peg 
In soon. The country cannot go on at 
the present rate without the crash 
coming. During the next seven years 
maturing loans to the amount of $143,- 
000,000 will have to be met, and, to 
addition, there will be $100,000,000 at 
the very least for the transcontinental 
railway. .The, Liberals looke^'-WW-y 
glum as Mr. Foster put them fipon re­
cofid with regard to their predictions 
about the Quebec to Moncton division. 
Tinte and time again ministers declared 
there would be a saving of from 120 
to 140 miles to the construction of this 
section, as compared with the Inter­
colonial, but it now transpires that in­
stead of there being a saving, there 
will Be an increase to the mileage of 
from 18 to 17 miles. The ex-Ftnance 
Minister had also some pertinent ob­
servations to offer with regard to the 
mismanagement In' toe Yukon, and de­
clared that the population of the coun­
try had been stampeded simply be­
cause the government had practically 
given everything away to the conces­
sionaires and toe Mg corporations.

Stewart City Name of Promising Camp 
on Portland Canal.

During the summer a hustling min­
ing camp will blossom forth at the 
mouth " of Bear river, at the head of 
Portland canal, where some very prom­
ising galena prospects are now in pro­
cess of development.
