A Country Editer Called to Count by Dr. 
Wad-El-Ward.In the Method of Distributing Charitable 

Belief—Some Startling Figures—
How Paupers are Made.

Very noteworthy were the proceedings 
yesterday at the annual meeting of the 
Board of Management of the House of In­
dustry. "Behold, how good and pleasant a 
thing it is for brethren to dwell together in 
unity” was not the sight exhibited. There 
were personalities, wordy encounters and a 
display of party feeling, 
notable factor in the prooeedings, and that 
which most concerns the public was, the in­
dubitable evidence which was given by the 
oool and philosophical Principal MacMurohy 
of the widespread and appalling extent of 
charity administered by the house during 
the past winter. "One in 20 of all the popu­
lation of Toronto received relief from the 
bouse last year," was his unchallenged state­
ment. “One in 15.” said Secretary Bailie of 
the Irish Protestant Benevolent Society. 
"Toronto would take the prise for pauper- 
making,” averred Rev. A. H. Baldwin.

‘Chaos’ is the only word which character­
izes our administration of charity,” was Prof. 
Ashlev’s verdict And there was much more 
to the"same effect by other speakers. Ulti­
mately a resolution was passed asking the co­
operation of the council to devise remedial 
measures

Mr. T. H. Ince read the report of the 
Executive Committee, which showed a total 
expenditure of $32,707, an excess of 50 per 
cent over the orevious year.

Rev. A. H. Baldwin, in reference to the 
details of this report, said: “I never saw snob 
an absurd system as prevails in Toronto for 
making pauoers. The house gives every ap- 
p'icant food and groceries; the Ladies 
Relief Society does the same thing, and every 
church in the city does likewise, apart from 
the operation of the national societies. It 
forcibly reminds me of that period of Eng­
lish history when it was considered far more 
respectable to be a pauper than an honest 
workingman.”

This brought Secretary Pell of the Asso­
ciated Charities to bis feet. He recalled the 
abuse he and Professor Gold win Smith re­
ceived last year for t iking the tack which 
Mr. Baldwin has adopted.

And that 
the department shall have power to make re­
gulations for the classification, organization, 
government and examination of such schools, 
etc. Not one word is said about separata 
schools, as if these schools were not under 
the control of the department. The only 
mention of separate schools in this act, 
whirh prescribes the powers of the Education 
department, is that the department shall 
have power “(1) to appoint inspectors of high 
schools, separate schools, county model 
schools,” etc., and “(9) to set apart a separate 
school in any county as a model senool for 
the training of teachers for separate schools. 
Mr. Meredith declared that by this bill the 
minister proposed to give up the authority 
of the department over separate schools 
which was given by the organic law of those 
schools. He insisted that the educational in­
stitutions which were supported by public 
taxation should be controlled by the state.

Mr. Ross, in reply, said that there 
surrender of the statutory control of separ­
ate schools.

the money to Mr, Frank Smith’s company in 
the event of a judgment in his favor?

Would the city have to come forward and 
pay half a million dollars or more? This is a 
very important matter and must be settled 
one way or another before the franchise is 
given to anyone.

Things begin to look very much as if delay 
would be to the interests of the city and 
that to hasten slowly would be in the in­
terests of all parties. There are a number of 
suggestions that might be made as a 
reasonable course for the city to take under 
the circumstances, but the only one we 
would care to urge at the present moment is: 
Do not be in too great a hurry to give the 
3 ranchise to either of the companies now 
seeking it.

The 
term of tbe University of Wisconsin was 10 
months, and the terms of the new Chicago 
University would be 4 periods of 10 to 13 
weeks each. It was reported that a req 
would soon be made to increase the staff. A 
strong effort should first be made to do better 
work with the present staff, and then the 
people of the province would no doubt be in­
clined to hid the University, so that it might 
do the same great work in the future that it 
had done in the past. His bill was prompted 
by a sincere desire for th3 welfare of the 
University, and bis wish was that everything 
reasonable should be done for tbe University.

Mr. Ross, in reply, gave Mr. W itney 
credit for toe sincerity of the motives which 
prompted the bill. But educationists were 
careful to see that pressure of work was not 
in excess of the strength of students.

•‘shall be subject to such royalty as shall

St. Alban’s to Lose Its Gas.
The Fire and Light Committee at its last 

meeting appointed a sub-committee com­
posed of Aid. Kerr (chairman), Bell, Go wan- 
lock and Jolliffe to discuss the proposition to 
supersede gas by electricity in Queen-street, 
west of the subway. That sub-committee 
met yesterday. The secretary reported that 
under the most favorable circumstances gas 
would cost per annum $210 more than elec­
tric light, and he rather preferred the latter. 
By the adoption of a thorough system of 
electric lighting along Queen-street west in 
St. Alban’s Ward there could be a saving of 
$900 every yeor. Aid. Gowanlock main­
tained that the people of St. Alban’s Ward 
were two to one in favor of gas. Aid. Bell 
replied that both Aid. McMath and Atkin­
son, Aid.

1364 persons were admitted to the lodge last 
year, against 1609 in the previous year. 
Twenty-six per cent, of these were from out­
side places. The casuals cost the house an 
average of $L25 each. The re" Tt recom­
mended an application for aid f. ora the On­
tario Government on account of the number 
of paupers who flock to Toronto from tie 
Province, and that tbe City Council be asked 
to continue its annual grant of $2000 for the 
casuala.

Rev. Dr. Johnston stated in his report on 
visitatioh and outdoor relief that one-twen­
tieth of the entire population of the city re­
ceived relief from the bouse. The city was 
divided into 44 districts, and an additional 
place for the distribution of bread had been 
opened. He characterized the institution as 
“the queen of qut charitable organizations,” 
whilst admitting tbat the present state of 
charitable relief “is most unsatisfactory and 
unhealthy.” There was an excess of 753 
families receiving relief this past winter. The 
total number of persons was 9453.

Treasurer James Scott read tue treasurer’s 
report, showing that $22,707 had been re­
ceived and expended during tbe year. The 
Ontario Government gave $2217, the City 
Council $13,000, subscriptions and donations 
$2588.

A number of letters which have appeared 

In the public press in regard to the telephone 
wires show that The World’s suggestions 
have been appreciated and that the oppor­
tunity now presents itself to the council of 
securing a revenue for the city in consider­
ation of the privileges granted to the tele­
phone companies. As we have said before, 
we do not believe in a rival telephone sys­
tem, as it only increases the telephone wires 
and doubles the expenses of the rental for 
service without conferring any substantial 
benefit. If, however, a monopoly is granted 
and this monopoly sold to one company for 
a money consideration, with the further 
agreement that the rentals shall not be above 
a certain figure, that the wires shall 

. all be kept underground, that the most 
improved instruments shall be employed 
and that the company will be at all 
times prepared to recognize the fact that the 
city is the main contributor to its success, 
then not only will the citizens who use the 
wires be benefited, but so also will the city it­
self. which is now overburdened with wires 
of all kinds, be relieved, and the company 
securing tbe privilege will have a guarantèe 
of its rights as long as it carries out its side 
of the contract.

What remains then to be done is for the 
city to confer with the Bell Telephone Com­
pany and ask them if they are prepared to 
enter into an agreement similar'in nature to 
that outlined in The World. They ought to 

„ be required to give guarantees as to the im­
provements they will put into effect and 
agree to leave these improvements the 
judgment of the City Engineer. We have 
heard that the Bell Company is prepared to 
give a certain percentage of its net earnings 
in Toronto. The World hopes that the city 
will have nothing to do, with any 
such proposition, but insist on an agreement 
giving a percentage of the gross receipts, the 
city auditors to ba^ the privilege at all 
times of examining the books of the concern 
ia order to ascertain what these gross re­
ceipts may be.

The city stands a good chance to reap a 
fine :evenue from the street railway, now 
that the franchise has come into the city’s 
hands, and we are certain thafa good revenue 
can also be reaped from the telephone 
monopoly it it is managed in the way sug­
gested.

Will Find It to Their Advantage 
to Communicate withTHE.

The Oriental LaundryMr.-Mowat introduced a bill respecting 
local option in liquor selling. The decision 
of Chief Justice Galt quashed a number of 
local option bylaws. The Attorney-General’s 
bill is for the purpose of taking a test case to 
the Court of AppeaL In th 
the License Commissioners will be given 
power to issue temporary licenses.

The bylaw in the city’s bill providing for 
the better administration of the affairs of 
the city, better known as the McDougall 
scheme, was rudely handled by the Private 
Bills Committee. The only clause adopted 

that abolishing the present ward system 
and dividing the city into six wards, running 
from the waterfront north. A long dis­
cussion arose ever the clauses providing for 
the appointment of four standing commit­
tees with chairmen appointed by the Mayor, 
deputations speaking for and against the 
proposal. Finally the clauses were rejected 
on a party division, Messrs. Biggar and 
Guthrie being the only Liberals who voted for 
them. The remaining clauses, providing that 
t.hpi mayor and chairmen of committees shall 
form a board of control, that no appointment 
to office shall be made except from nominees 
of the board, etc., were all wiped out. When 
the bylaw came before the committee a 
week ago it was passed almost unanimously, 
only Messrs. G. B. Smith and Joe Tait op­
posing it. But the word was passed around 
that the bylaw meant placing the control ot 
the city absolutely in the power of Conser­
vatives, the bill was referred back to the com­
mittee, all the Liberal members except two 

found to have changed their minds and 
the bylaw was emasculated. The clause of 
the bill providing that the city “ may take 
such steps as they may consider necessary to 
reclaim certain waste marsU lands in the 
neighborhood of Ashbridge’s Bay,” etc., re­
mained unchanged. Tbe committee refused 
to accept an amendment proposed by Mr. 
R. E. Kingsford on behalf of East Eud 
property-owners to ensure that the work 
would be done by a syndicate. The clause 
relating to the* Don improvements was 
amended to provide that due allowance shall 
be made for the rentals received from rail­
way companies using the improvements be-
