of that distance. The ores which are now 
raised are of splendid quality and of high 
percentage, and an 
thousand tons a month has already been 
reached. They are being sent, almost 
daily by rail, from Wilmot station to Lon­
donderry, having been first carted from the 
mines to the station. To add to the facili­
ties required the Windsor and Annapolis 
railw’ay company have commenced a branch 
railway from that point to the mines a dis­
tance of about three miles. On visiting the 
locus of this road a few days ago we found 
a number of navvies, teams, and carts em­
ployed in grading the road bed, which 
starting from the station follows the main 
track to the westward a quarter of a mile 
or so, when by an easy curve it deflects in 
a southerly direction to the Annapolis river, 
where we found a number of hands busily 

• at work at the abutments designed to sup­
port the ends of the bridge which is to span 
its waters at this point. The squared 
timber used in these abutments is southern 
pine and the superstructure is also to be of 
the same material, and when completed it 
will be a most substantial bridge of Yhe 
kind and be certain to answer its purpose 
for some twenty years to come. The con 
tractors for this portion of the work arc 
Messrs. F. A. Clark & Sons, of Berwick, 
who expect to have the work completed on 
or before the first of August next. Cross­
ing the river we found men and teams re­
moving the earth from a cutting to form 
the embankment across the interval which 
lies between the river and the adjoining 
highlands. This will probably be the 
heaviest work on the line. The men em­
ployed at the mines and at the road arc in 
the receipt of several thousands of dollars 
a month which will be felt beneficially by 
all classes of the inhabitants of the district, 
and from present appearances we may safe­
ly predict the continuance permanently of 
the mining industry so successfully begun.
